National Waterways have expanded from 5 to 111, with 
operational stretches growing 4,900 km; Budget 2026 further 
proposes 20 additional waterways over the next five years,

Policy engines such as Sagarmala and Maritime India Vision 
2030 are now backed by higher budgetary outlay. Maritime 
fund of 25000 Cr shall further push coastal shipping sector

Coastal cargo traffic grew 119% in the last decade; 
inland/coastal shipping offers lower costs, sustainability, 
and road/rail decongestion.

A new Coastal Cargo Promotion Scheme announced in 
Budget 2026 aims to shift freight from road and rail to 
coastal and inland shipping, targeting an increase in their 
share of national cargo from about 6% to 12% by 2047,
