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Dear Shareholders and Stakeholders,
1.	 Over the past financial year, a slew of developments have 

defined the domestic and global financial landscape. 
Undoubtedly, the major developments which caught attention 
at a global level were 1) the U.S. Presidential elections 
and 2) the Brexit vote which has the potential to alter the 
contours of financial and diplomatic relations between the 
U.K and European Union. U.S economy posted impressive 
growth during the last quarter of 2016, with a GDP growth 
of more than 3% which, however, nosedived to 0.7% on an 
annualized basis during January-March 2017. However, 
unemployment rate declined to 4.5% and prompted a 25 bps 
rate hike by the U.S. Federal Reserve. EU meanwhile, is 
nudging along with growth a shade into positive territory while 
Japan continues to be in deflation zone. China is expected to 
grow between 6.5-7%. Most central banks are still pursuing 
an expansionist monetary policy with the exception of U.S 
which has indicated its willingness for further rate hikes. 

2.	 On the domestic front, India is expected to post a growth rate 
of more than 7%, thus retaining the tag of the fastest growing 
economy in the world. Macroeconomic parameters are on a 
sound footing: FDI inflows are at a record $43 billion, Current 
Account Deficit is just a shade below 1.5% and fiscal deficit 
is contained at 3.5% of GDP with the Fiscal Responsibility 
and Budget Management Act (FRBM) also in place for both 
the Centre and the states. CPI inflation is below 3% and may 
even reach 2% due to sliding oil prices. The revamped base 
year has shown industrial production growth at 2.7%, higher 
than previous years; Forex reserves are at a record $ 370 
billion, enough for almost a year of import cover. Rankings 
under ‘ease of doing business’ and competitiveness indices 
are continuously showing an improvement over the previous 
years, to name a few. A big challenge is on the job creation

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front with employment generation growing at 1% on a yearly 
basis. A Fund of Fund (FoF) for startups has been created to 
form an entrepreneurial climate. 

3.	 Being an integral part of the economy, banking sector has 
been given a major thrust. To start with, it has to be admitted 
that the scenario is a bit challenging. Bank credit growth 
continues to be anaemic with growth being 8% year-on-year 
for the year ended March 2017. Credit to industries has been 
particularly hit hard. This is despite the fact that MCLRs of 
banks have come down by around 100 bps over the past 
year. Idle industrial capacity due to sluggish demand and 
banks being hit by asset quality woes are the major reasons 
for this trend. Major sectors like steel, power and textiles are 
yet to gain traction while telecom segment has emerged as 
a new source of risk. Demonetization induced liquidity surge 
has helped lower both lending and deposit rates and lowered 
bond yields thus facilitating windfall gains to bank treasuries. 
Gross NPAs in the system has touched Rs.7 Lakh Crores 
with the bulk of them being accounted for by PSBs. GOI has 
budgeted Rs.10,000 Cr to support ailing banks but given the 
scenario, it seems more capital infusion would be required to 
salvage these banks. 

4.	 A major game changer during the just concluded financial is 
the shift towards digital transformation that has enveloped 
the economy and banking landscape. This coincided with the 
demonetization drive. The objective is to bring the cashless 
transactions to around 10% within a decade. A number of 
steps towards this end have been initiated such as waiver 
of MDR charges, no cash payments above Rs.2 Lakh, bar 
on election funding of more than Rs.2000 in cash, issuance 
of electoral bonds etc to name a few. Banking sector would 
surely feel the impact of such changes with more and 
more customers expected to switch to electronic banking 
channels, significantly reducing the footfalls in branches over 
a period of time. Payments banks and small finance banks 
ae already there to grab market share post the digital drive. 
In this scenario, incumbents must strive hard and innovate to 
stay competitive and protect their turf.

5.	 The 5/25 scheme, the SDR scheme and the S4A initiatives 
are certain novel developments during the past couple of 
years. Though the success of these instruments in reducing 
the asset quality issues have been limited, it has nevertheless 
equipped banks with more tools to fight delinquency post 
the commencement of AQR exercise. However, GOI has 
brought forth the NPA Ordinance to complement efforts to 
reduce asset quality troubles. Moreover, steps have also 
been taken to reduce time to implement JLF decisions by 
stipulating the necessity of approval by only 60% of creditors 
by value as opposed to the earlier 75%. The Insolvency 
and Bankruptcy Code is becoming operational fast and an 
Oversight Committee has also been formed at the regulatory 
level to aid fearless resolution of stressed assets by bankers

6.	 Two major issues which have somehow escaped attention 
of successive governments but which merits a look are the 
state of human resources in banks and professionalization 
of Boards and management. Banking is an evergreen

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area which operates under a dynamic environment. 
Compensating bankers properly should be a major focus 
area which needs to be addressed, especially at senior 
levels. Another challenge is replacement of experienced 
superannuating personnel. Banks must also be permitted 
to introduce new products. A beginning has, however, been 
made in this regard by permitting banks to introduce interest 
rate options.

7.	 However, amidst all these challenges, it is indeed 
commendable that banks in India have been able to perform 
a fine balancing act between their social obligations and 
staying competitive. It is noteworthy that no bank has posted 
operational loss during FY 2017. We have successfully 
weathered two major financial crises as well which, however, 
gripped seemingly infallible economies. The present 
challenges are only of a cyclical nature and we are expected 
to emerge unscathed from this scenario as well sooner than 
later.

Dear Shareholders & Stakeholders,
1.	 At the very outset, I extend a very warm welcome to each 

one of you to the 21st Annual General Meeting of your Bank. 
As you are all aware, I have only recently taken over as the 
MD & CEO of your Bank. We have significantly erased our 
losses over the past year. Various initiatives by the Regulator 
and GOI as well as by our own dedicated staff will ensure a 
turnaround as soon as possible. It gives me great pleasure to 
place before you the annual report of your Bank for the year 
ended March 31, 2017.

2.	 I believe that if there is a constant, it is only change. It will 
be amply clear just by a cursory glance at the environment 
around us. Since we have overseas presence as well, let us 
start by observing at the global landscape. Massive changes 
have swept two leading financial centres - the U.S. and 
the U.K.; the former due to the surprising outcome of her 
Presidential elections and the latter engulfed by the Brexit 
result. This has had far reaching ramifications across several 
countries and we are not immune to those. Apart from policies 
on various sectoral fronts, growth outlook is not uniform 
across economies. While the US has shown a decline to 0.7% 
annualized rate of GDP growth for January-March period, EU 
just manages to stay in the positive territory. Japan continues 
to face deflation while China has slowed down to below 7%, 
plagued as it is by a massive shadow banking system worth 
$ 220 billion. While the US Federal Reserve has raised the 
key policy rate by 25 bps, central banks in EU and Japan 
are reluctant for fear of losing whatever growth they have 
managed through stimulus measures. In this backdrop, India 
earns investors the highest rate of interest with our 10 year 
benchmark yielding 6.76%.

three years. Look at any macro parameter and it is visible. 
GDP growth is set to touch 7.5% for FY 18; Current Account 
Deficit has been brought down to a shade below 1.5% from 
the highs of 4% seen before 2014: Fiscal deficit is below 
3.5%: Foreign Direct Investments (FDI) inflows are one of 
the highest recorded ever at $ 43 billion: Foreign reserves 
are at an all-time high of $370 billion. The improvements in 
rankings under ‘ease of doing business’ and Competitiveness 
Indices have been cited often and it would be redundant to 
dwell upon that here. A key success factor is the tremendous 
strides that have been achieved in diplomatic outreach 
which in turn translates into economic gains. Amidst all this, 
slow capital formation, low capacity utilization by industry, 
employment generation and the twin balance sheet problem 
(banks and corporates) are the major sticking points. Efforts 
are earnestly underway to address these issues on a war 
footing.

4.	 Banking sector holds great promise….
	 Coming to the banking sector, the macro scenario is 

somewhat different from what it used to be a couple of 
years before. Bank credit growth is at a historic low of 8.7% 
with credit to manufacturing segment showing a decline of 
1.9% vis-à-vis a growth of 2.2% during FY 16. Public Sector 
Banks have lost significant market share with their share in 
credit at 71.8% during FY 17 compared to 77.8% during FY 
2015. This may be attributed to low capacity utilization at the 
industry level and also to delinquency in assets. Gross NPA 
ratios have increased though at the aggregate bank level and 
across public sector banks losses have declined significantly 
over the previous year. PSBs as a group, however, continued 
to post losses this year as well. 

5.	 It would be pertinent to dwell upon the demonetization issue. 
This led to a liquidity surplus scenario and bond yields as 
well as MCLRs declined. During the year one-year bank 
deposit rate declined from the range of 7-7.5% to 6.5-7%. 
MCLRs declined by 100-110 bps. Moderation in lending 
rates translated into faster growth in retail lending though 
interest income showed only muted growth at the industry 
level.

6.	 I wish to state here that while assessing bank performance, 
we must shed our obsession with net profit and watch 
operating profit as the key metric. Needless to mention, at 
the industry level, all banks including PSBs have showed 
good growth in operating profit. The same holds true for Bank 
as well. The net loss is attributable to higher provisioning 
necessitated on account of exposure to cyclical sectors 
which has the potential for a turnaround in the future. It is 
remarkable that despite incurring huge intermediation costs 
on account of our social obligations, banks continue to post 
profits at the operating level. This is something which is not 
adequately highlighted at various fora. It is only a matter of 
time before which we post an absolute turnaround when the 
troubled sectors come out of the woods.

7.	 This will be complemented by various initiatives on the 
ground. The Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code is evolving 
into its practical application at a very fast pace. However, 
its full potential is still a few years away due to the need 
for trained personnel, logistics and the need to set up 
information utilities .Meanwhile, the RBI has come out with

This has to be seen 
as a swift measure to operationalize the NPA Ordinance 
enacted recently by the Parliament.

8.	 The performance of your bank also has to be viewed against 
the above unfolding landscape. The financials for the just 
concluded year were promising. Your bank has shown a 
three fold reduction in net loss. Asset quality has stabilized 
and margins at the domestic level have improved. Your bank 
has shown a growth of 61.25% in operating profit which is 
not a mean achievement during these volatile times.

9.	 With this backdrop I have great pleasure in presenting before 
you the detailed financials for the year ended 31 March 2017. 
Your Bank has achieved impressive strides under several 
key parameters.

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS
Global scenario
From the growth point of view, global economy is on an uneven 
path. The strategies adopted for economic development is 
also varied. For instance, while the U.S has lately adopted 
a protectionist policy stance, other developing and emerging 
market economies clamour for greater degree of openness 
and more trade. The two major developments which marked 
the global landscape during the year gone by were the U.S. 
Presidential elections and the Brexit vote. Monetary and fiscal 
policies pursued by leading central banks also differed in their 
stance. The U.S Federal Reserve tightened the Fed Fund rate 
by 25 bps in response to unemployment rate touching 4.5%. 
EU meanwhile, is still reluctant to hike rate due to very low 
growth rate while Japan continues to be in deflation zone. Most 
central banks are still pursuing an expansionist monetary policy 
with the exception of U.S which has indicated its willingness for 
further rate hikes. On the growth front, China grew 6.9% during 
January-March 2017 and is expected to grow between 6.5-7% 
for calendar 2017.

Domestic economic scenario
As per the provisional estimates put forward by the Central 
Statistical Organisation (CSO), the Indian economy is estimated 
to have grown at 7.1% (same as per second advance estimate) 
during FY 17, but lower than 8.0% recorded in FY16. The 
nominal GDP for FY17 is estimated at Rs. 151.84 lakh crore, a 
growth of 11%. Gross Value Added at basic prices (real GDP) 
grew 6.6% in FY17, lower than 7.9% in FY16. The GDP numbers 
for FY16 has undergone revision since the effect of the revised 
Index of Industrial Production (IIP) and Wholesale Price Index 
(WPI) with base year 2011-12 has been captuired. The higher 
growth number for FY 16 is attributed to the base year change. 
Likewise, the quarterly GDP numbers have also undergone 
revision. During Q4-FY17, growth was just 6.1%.

Macroeconomic parameters are on a sound footing: FDI inflows 
are at a record $ 43 billion, Current Account Deficit is just 
a shade below 1.5% and fiscal deficit is contained at 3.5% of 
GDP with the Fiscal Responsibility and Budget Management 

Act (FRBM) also in place for both the Centre and the states. 
CPI inflation is below 3% and may even reach 2% due to 
sliding oil prices. The revamped base year has shown industrial 
production growth at 2.7%, higher than previous years; Forex 
reserves are at a record $ 370 billion, enough for almost a 
year of import cover. Rankings under ‘ease of doing business’ 
and competitiveness indices are continuously showing an 
improvement over the previous years, to name a few. A big 
challenge is on the job creation front with employment generation 
growing at 1% on a yearly basis. A Fund of Fund (FoF) for 
startups has been created to form an entrepreneurial climate.

The Goods and Services Tax is another reform initiative which 
would have far reaching impact on the economy. The dual GST 
model adopted by India includes GST levied by Centre, called 
Central GST (CGST), levies by the State (including Union 
Territories) that would be State GST (SGST) and for inter-State 
supply of goods and services, there would be an Integrated 
GST (IGST). Union Territories without legislature can levy Union 
Territory GST (UTGST).GST rates have been finalized for 1211 
goods and 36 broad categories of services. Nearly 50% of goods 
fall under the 18% tax rate, 14% of goods fall under 5% tax rate, 
17% under 12% tax rate and 19% under 28% tax rate. In case of 
services, the majority of services come within the 18% tax rate. 
Thus GST aims to avoid cascading of taxes and simultaneously 
augment revenue to the Centre as well as the states. States 
which lost revenue on account of GST would be compensated 
for a period of five years. 

Banking sector developments
Latest data pegs y-o-y growth in bank credit at 5.7% and deposit 
growth at 12.1%. This has resulted in excess liquidity in the 
banking system. However the demonetization of old Rs.500 
and Rs.1000 notes is a major contributor this surge in deposits. 
The liquidity surge, however, has enabled banks to reduce their 
MCLRs by as much as 100-110 bps over the past one year. 
However, credit growth to industry has turned negative. Idle 
industrial capacity due to sluggish demand and banks being hit 
by asset quality woes are the major reasons for this trend. Major 
sectors like steel, power and textiles are yet to gain traction while 
telecom segment has emerged as a new source of risk. Gross 
NPAs in the system has touched Rs.7 Lakh. Apart from sale of 
non-core assets and raising capital from the consolidation in the 
banking sector is being explored as an option to minimize capital 
requirement of banks. Moreover, post Asset Quality Review 
(AQR), RBI and GOI has initiated Prompt Corrective Action 
(PCA) plans to tightly monitor banks breaching certain threshold 
parameters. 

A major game changer during the just concluded financial 
year has been the shift towards digital transformation that has 
enveloped the economy and banking landscape. This coincided 
with the demonetization drive. The objective is to bring the 
cashless transactions to around 10% within a decade. A number 
of steps towards this end have been initiated such as waiver 
of MDR charges, no cash payments above Rs.2 Lakh, bar 
on election funding of more than Rs.2000 in cash, issuance 
of electoral bonds etc to name a few. Banking sector would 
surely feel the impact of such changes with more and more 
customers expected to switch to electronic banking channels, 
significantly reducing the footfalls in branches over a period 
of time. Payments banks and small finance banks ae already 
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there to grab market share post the digital drive. In this scenario, 
incumbents must strive hard and innovate to stay competitive 
and protect their turf.

Digital transormtion has implications for the banking sector 
in other ways as well. Fintech has been the new mantra for 
quite some time. Pyment banks and small finance banks apart 
from other players are entering this space which poses stiff 
competition to existing universal banks. Banks needs to embrace 
disruptive technologies at a very fast pace and also be ahead of 
the learning curve. Moreover, banks must develop competencies 
and skill sets in emerging areas such as risk and fraud analytics 
using latest technology to prevent a drag on their profitability and 
study customer behavior. 

India needs a vibrant corporate bond market to meet the ever 
growing funding requirements of corporates. Latest data shows 
the rate of capital formation slowing down to 27% from 32% 
over a five year time frame. Though consolidation in the banking 
industry would create banks with the much needed size and 
scale to finance corporate funding, banks would still suffer from 
asset liability mismatch issues. Moreover, take out financing has 
not really taken off in India. These are deterrents to effectively 
meet corporate funding requirements. 

The 5/25 scheme, the SDR scheme and the S4A initiatives 
are certain novel developments during the past couple of 
years. Though the success of these instruments in reducing 
the asset quality issues have been limited, it has nevertheless 
equipped banks with more tools to fight delinquency post the 
commencement of AQR exercise. However, GOI has brought 
forth the NPA Ordinance to complement efforts to reduce asset 
quality troubles. Moreover, steps have also been taken to reduce 
time to implement JLF decisions by stipulating the necessity of 
approval by only 60% of creditors by value as opposed to the 
earlier 75%. The Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code is becoming 
operational fast and an Oversight Committee has also been 
formed at the regulatory level to aid fearless resolution of 
stressed assets by bankers.

It is a pre requisite that banks in India are adequately equipped 
to efficiently perform the function of financial intermediation if the 
economy is to grow at the desired rate of 8%.

Strategy for Ind AS implementation and its progress
Banks in India currently prepare the financial statements as per 
the extant guidelines of Reserve Bank of India, the Accounting 
Standards notified under section 133 of the Companies Act, 
2013 and generally accepted accounting principles in India 
(Indian GAAP).The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India 
has issued Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS), a revised set 
of accounting standards, which largely converges the Indian 
accounting standards with International Financial Reporting 
Standards (IFRS). The Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA) has 
notified these accounting standards (Ind AS) for adoption. 

In January 2016, the Ministry of Corporate Affairs issued the 
roadmap for implementation of new Indian Accounting Standards 
(Ind AS). For banking companies, the implementation of Ind AS 
will begin from April 1, 2018 onwards, with comparatives for the 
year beginning April 1, 2017. The Ind AS quarterly financials 
of FY 2017-18 will need to be published as YoY comparison 
from June 2018 onwards. This roadmap is applicable for the 
subsidiaries, joint ventures and associate companies of banks 
also.

The Bank has accordingly started the process of migrating to 
Ind AS based financial statements. The key impact areas for the 
Bank include accounting of financial instruments, consolidation 
accounting, deferred tax and implementation of technology 
systems. Of these, the accounting of financial assets differs 
significantly from Indian GAAP in many areas, which include 
classification, fair valuation, expected credit losses, effective 
interest rate accounting and derecognition. The Bank’s Ind AS 
implementation project also focuses on technical evaluation of 
GAAP differences, selection of accounting policies and choices, 
evaluation of system changes and data requirements, business 
impact analysis and skill development in the Bank through 
regular trainings and workshops. 

As per the directions of RBI, following steps have been taken by 
the Bank:

–	 Submission of Proforma Ind AS financial statements to the 
RBI for the half-year ended September 30, 2016, as required.

–	 for implementation of Ind AS, the Bank has formed a 
Steering Committee headed by the Executive Director 
and has members from various functional departments. 
The Committee is overseeing the progress of Ind AS 
implementation in the Bank, and provides guidance on 
critical aspects of the implementation such as Ind AS 
technical requirements, systems and processes, business 
impact, people and project management. An update on 
the implementation status is also submitted to the Audit 
Committee of Board at quarterly intervals.

Business Review

1.	 RESOURCE MOBILISATION:
	 Saving deposits have grown by 32% and Current deposits 

by 21% in FY 2016-17. The CASA deposits registered y-o-y 
growth of 31%. The Savings HNI segment, registered y-o-y 
39% and for Current account Deposits, registered 25 % y-o-y 
growth. CASA ratio increased from 34.18% to 39.84% y-o-y 
in March, 2017. The share of Retail Term Deposits, `  1 crore 
and below has grown by 10.28% Y-o-Y and constitutes 76% 
of Total Term Deposits.

2.	 Advances :
	 Bank’s gross advances increased from `  3,81,662 crore to 

`  3,93,788 crore with a growth of 3.18%. Gross Domestic 
Credit registered a growth of 6.38% from `  2,68,579 crore 
on 31.03.2016 to `  2,85,725 crore on 31.03.2017. Bank 
has focused on Retail and SME advances during current 
year with high yield to diversify the risk. Bank caters to 
specialised needs of Corporates/Mid Corporates through 
10 Large Corporate Bank Branches and 32 Mid Corporate 
Branches. The requirements of other clients from Retail, 
SME and Agriculture are met through the Network of 5123 
branches and the Specilised Processing Centers. Bank’s 29 
Overseas Centres cater to credit requirement of exporters 
and overseas clients.

3.	 RETAIL :
	 The Home Loan segment during the year recorded 

a growth of 13.18% from `  19658 crore to `  22,248 
crore. Bank has introduced Prime Minister Awas Yojana 
of Government of India(GOI) initiative for “Housing for 
All(Urban)” Mission, being implemented during 2015-
2022. Loan Against Property (LAP) portfolio with a low 
rate of interest, longer repayment period and flexible

repayment options registered a growth of 16.36% 
from `  5054 crore to `  5881. Education Loan portfolio 
recorded a growth of 4.04% from `  3143 crore to 
`  3270 crore. Finance was also granted for Padho 
Paradesh Scheme(Interest subsidy for students Minority 
communities for pursuing studies abroad). The Vehicle 
Loan segment recorded growth of 21.16% from `  2892 
crore to `  3504 crore during the year. Bank has tie-up 
arrangement with Maruti Suzuki, Tata Motors, Hyundai 
Motors and Mahindra and Mahindra. Bank also extends

·	 Bank added 42,842 new accounts under CGTMSE scheme 
with exposure of `  2,693.62 crore and  2,24,703 accounts 
under PMMY with exposure of `  4,895 crore. The Stand-up 
India loans were extended to 4,087 beneficiaries. 

5.	 AGRICULTURE FINANCE :

2,38,248 KCC with credit limits of `  2,823.60 crore for flexible 
credit utilisation. The Bank also extends financial assistance 
under Differential Rate of Interest at concessional rate of 
interest 4% to low income group.

Bank has 
introduced Dual Biometric authentication for offsite 
transactions, financial and Data Digitalization for monitoring 
of SHGs.The Bank has Lead Bank responsibility in 51 districts 
spread across five states of Jharkhand (15), Maharashtra 
(14), Madhya Pradesh (13), Uttar Pradesh (7) and Orissa.

	 The Bank has 29 Branches, 4 Representative Offices, 5 

Subsidiaries and 1 Associate/Joint Venture spread across 
22 countries of all time zones. The contribution of foreign 
operations in Bank’s global business mix has been 24% as 
on 31.03.2017. 

	 Bullion Banking business was conducted at SEEPZ and 
Ahmedabad branches and was later extended at other branches. 
Bank’s nine branches are authorized to undertake bullion 
business. Gold is procured on consignment basis for catering to 
the needs of jewelry exporters and domestic jewelers.

	 FOREIGN BUSINESS :
	 Bank’s key priority areas include meeting trade finance and 

forex requirements of exporters and importers. Bank has 
217 Authorised Dealer Branches Pan India. These Branches 
handle foreign exchange business and cater to the need 
of exporters and importers. Bank also has correspondent 
banking relationship with 200 banks across the globe. Bank 
has Rupee Drawing Arrangements with Gulf based private 
exchange houses to facilitate inward remittances.

8.	 CREDIT MONITORING :
	 Safety of Bank's exposure in credit asset is of paramount 

importance. The safety is dependent upon risk factors, which 
are identified and accepted while taking credit exposure 
Credit Monitoring is a critical area for the Bank to maintain 
sound asset quality. Various tools and methods are used to 
monitor the accounts at various levels and corrective steps 
are being taken. 

	 Special Stress Management Cell is set up to monitor high 
value SMA 2 borrowal accounts. Based on the Early Warning 
Signals, system has been established for Red Flagging of 
accounts and get forensic Audit done and take corrective 
action in the stressed accounts. Implementation of Credit 
Process Audit and timely conduct of stock and receivable 
audit is ensured. Critical analysis is done for quick mortality 
default cases and steps are taken to mitigate reoccurrence.
Borrower Health Profile (BHP) system is introduced through 
on-line portal for high value accounts, for monitoring on real 
time basis. 

9.	 NPA Management:
	 The Bank made sustained relentless efforts for NPA and 

Written Off recovery by adopting Board approved strategies 
with activation of Asset Recovery Branches, staff at grass 
root levels. The measures initiated resulted in improved 
recovery through some of the following strategies:

	 Holding on operations in NPA accounts arising out of 
temporary Cash Flow mismatch for up-gradation within 
short span of time; Up-gradation of the entire account after 
recovery of the total overdue; Restructuring in accounts, 
which needs a long term support; measures under 5/25, 
SDR, S4A for resolution of the stressed assets; OTS in 
accounts with positive impact in Bank’s profits & loss A/c; 
Invoke promptly the provisions of SARFAESI act; Filing of 
suit and follow for vacation of stay and for speedy resolution 
through the DRT; Declaring Borrowers as wilful defaulters in 
all eligible cases, Mega E-auctions on Pan-India basis to fast 
forward the process; Participation in the National Lok Adalat 
at various levels; suit filed/decreed cases are now monitored 
online. Proactive participation in JLF meetings conducted 
at Bank level in all cases where Bank is Leader and also a 
member of consortium. 

10.	 TREASURY:
	 Forex Business: During the year 2016-17, Merchant and 

interbank turnover was `  1.28 lakh crore and `  24.24 lakh 
crore respectively. The aggregate turnover of Bank’s Forex 
Business during the year was `  25.52 lakh crore. 

	 Treasury Operations & Investments: Bank continued to 
play an active role in all segments of the market- Funds, 
Forex and Bonds during 2016-17. Bank has maintained 
a higher level of investments keeping balance between 

interest income and market risk. The Bank has maintained 
SLR investments in excess of 20.50% of the regulatory 
requirement from time to time to utilize excess SLR for 
borrowing from Repo /CBLO windows. The gross SLR 
investments were `  1,10,951 crore (88.90% of total 
investments) and Non SLR stood at `  13,857 crore 
(11.10% of total investments). The investments are made 
in accordance with the Board approved comprehensive 
policy which is reviewed periodically to respond to market 
developments/regulatory requirements.

12.	 RISK MANAGEMENT : 

	 Risk and Control :
	 Bank has established mechanisms to ensure ongoing 

assessment of relevant risks on an individual as well as 
consolidated basis. Risk Management is a Board driven 
function with the Risk Management Committee of the Board 
at apex level supported by operational level committees of 
Top Executives for managing various risks. The process of 
Risk Management consists of identification, measurement, 
monitoring and control. These processes are covered in 
policies viz., Enterprise Wide Risk Management, Credit 
Risk Management, Operational Risk Management, Market 
Risk Management, Derivatives, ALM, Foreign Exchange 
and Dealing room operations. The identification, measuring, 
monitoring & mitigation of potential risks, in all activities and 
products is done through detailed analysis and vetting of 
the same by the operational level risk committees and task 
forces. Tools and systems of prudential limits, new Basel 
Compliant Credit Rating Models, Credit Audit, VaR models 
for Market Risks, Self-assessment exercise coupled with 
tracking of Key Risk Indicators for Operational Risk have 
been introduced for assessing/measuring the identified risks.

	 Bank has migrated to computation of Capital Adequacy 
under New Capital Adequacy Framework (Basel II) based on 
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Standardised Approach for Credit and Market Risk and Basic 
Indicator Approach for Operational Risk as per RBI guidelines 
effective 31.03.2008. The Bank undertakes Internal Capital 
Adequacy Assessment Process (ICAAP) on a yearly basis 
for assessment/measurement of various risks, the limits of 
its risk-bearing capacity and appropriate level of internal 
capital in relation to the risks and the Risk Appetite. Stress 
Testing Process is in place for enhancing risk assessment by 
providing the bank a better understanding of the likely impact 
even in extreme circumstances. 

	 Bank’s Information Risk Management System has clear 
objectives to obviate cyber-security risks in the face of 
acceleration in Bank’s business by strengthening internal 
controls to protect brand, reputation and assets of the Bank. 
Bank has implemented various information security projects for 
monitoring of Real-Time Information Security attempts/incidents/
events on 24x7 basis. Bank is vigilant of the security and privacy 
of the data related to its patrons and account holders and takes 
utmost care to protect it from cyber-attacks. Bank has developed 
reasonable resiliency to provide uninterrupted services in 
adverse situations. Bank has put in place Captive Security 
Operation Centre (SOC) at Data Center. The Bank is ISO 27001 
(ISMS) and ISO 22301 (BCMS) certified and the PCI-DSS V3 
certification is under process. Other advanced security tools like 
Privilege User Management, Database Activity Monitoring have 
been operationalized. Security solutions like Anti-APT and anti-
DDoS tools are under installation process. Risk and vulnerability 
assessment exercises are routinely carried out for all critical 
application and services with in-time remedial activities.

13.	 ALTERNATE DELIVERY CHANNEL : 
	 The Banking industry has become fast paced. Post 

demonetization era needs moving towards less cash society 
and thus, the emphasis is on digitalization.Bank of India is 
committed to give a stellar performance not only in distribution 
of various digital products viz. Debit cards, Credit cards, 
POS in all varieties of Swipe & Pay, Click & Pay,Touch & Pay, 
Internet Banking/ Mobile Banking but also in ensuring that 
these products are activated and used. BOI has successfully 
implemented Government of India launched UPI/BHIM, 
BHARAT QR and AADHAAR PAY. POS distribution has 
gone up from 5000 to 17793 as on 31.03.2017.Debit card 
activation has gone up from 18% before demonetization to 
37% which shows our fast pace in digitalization.

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5.3.3	 Disclosures on risk exposure in derivatives

i.	 Qualitative Disclosure
The Bank enters into derivative contracts such as interest 
rate derivatives, currency swaps and currency options to 
hedge on balance sheet assets and liabilities or to meet client 
requirements as well as for trading purpose as per policy 
approved by the Board. These products are used for hedging 
risk, reducing cost and increasing the yield. In such transactions, 
the types of risks to which the bank is exposed to, are credit risk, 
market risk, operational risk etc.

Risk management is an integral part of bank’s business 
management. Bank has risk management policies designed to 
identify and analyse risks, to set appropriate risk limits and to 
monitor these risks and limits on an on-going basis by means of 
reliable and up to date management information systems. The 
risk management policies and major control limits are approved 
by the Board of Directors and they are monitored and reviewed 
regularly. The organization of the Bank is conducive to managing 
risks. There is sufficient awareness of the risks and the size of 
exposure of the trading activities in derivative operations.

The Bank has a Risk Management Committee of Directors 
presided over by the Managing Director& CEO.

The hedge/non hedge (market making) transactions are recorded 
separately. Income/expenditure on hedging derivatives is 
accounted on accrual basis.

Forex forward contracts are marked to market and the resultant 
gains and losses are recognized in the profit and loss account.

Interest rate derivatives and currency derivatives other than 
exchange traded derivatives for trading purpose are marked to 
market and the resulting losses, if any, are recognised in the 
Profit & Loss account. Net Profit, if any, is ignored.

Exchange traded derivatives entered into for trading purposes 
are valued at prevailing market rates based on rates given by the 
exchange and the resultant gains and losses are recognized in 
the Profit & Loss account.

Gains/losses on termination of the trading swaps are recorded 
on the termination date as income/expenditure. Any gain/loss on 
termination of hedging swaps are deferred and recognised over 
the shorter of the remaining contractual life of the swap or the 
remaining life of the designated assets/liabilities.

Option fees/premium is amortised over the tenor of the option 
contract.

Bank has a proper system of submitting periodical reports to 
Senior and Top Management and Board as well as regulatory 
authorities as required by RBI and/or as per operational 
requirements. Bank has clearly spelt derivative guidelines 
on various aspects approved by the Board of Director. The 
derivative transactions are subject to concurrent, internal, 
statutory and regulatory audits.

The counter parties to the transactions are banks, primary 
dealers and corporate entities. The deals are done under 
approved exposure limits. The Bank has adopted the Current 
Exposure method prescribed by Reserve Bank of India for 
measuring Credit Exposures arising on account of interest rate 
and foreign exchange derivative transactions. Current exposure 
method is the sum of current credit exposure and potential future 
exposure of these contracts.

Qualitative disclosures with regard to LCR
W.e.f. 1st January 2015, the Bank has implemented guidelines 
on Liquidity Coverage Ratio (LCR) as directed by Reserve Bank 
of India.

The LCR standard aims to ensure that a bank maintains an 
adequate level of unencumbered High Quality Liquid Assets 
(HQLA) that can be converted into cash to meet its liquidity 
needs for a 30 calendar day time horizon under a significantly 
severe liquidity stress scenario. At a minimum, the stock of liquid 
assets should enable the bank to survive until day 30 under a 
severe liquidity stress scenario.

Concentration of funding sources: Majority of Bank's funding 
sources are from retail customers,therefore the stressed 
outflows are comparatively lower. However, in absence of any 
non-callable option for term deposits, the Bank has considered 
almost all deposits under outflow section as per RBI guidelines. 
Bank also does not have funding concentration from any 
significant counterparty. A significant counterparty is defined as 
a single counterparty or group of connected or affiliated counter 
parties accounting in aggregate for more than 1% of the bank’s 
total liabilities.

Derivative Exposures and potential collateral calls: Bank 
has very little exposure in derivative business which is not very 
significant.

Currency mismatch in the LCR: In terms of RBI guidelines, 
a significant currency is one where aggregate liabilities 
denominated in that currency amount to 5 per cent or more of 
the bank’s total liabilities. In our case, USD is the only significant 
currency. Therefore, Bank also calculates LCR in USD currency.

Description of the degree of centralization of liquidity 
management and interaction between the group's units: 
The liquidity management of the Bank at enterprise level is a 
Board level function and a separate sub-committee of the Board 
(R.Com.) keeps close watch on that. The periodical monitoring 
of the liquidity management is being monitored by the ALCO on 
regular intervals. The entire liquidity management process of the 
Bank is being governed by ALM Policy of the Bank.

The liquidity management for domestic operations is the central 
function, being managed at Head Office level. The overseas 
liquidity management is being handled at each centre, jurisdiction 
wise to keep close monitoring and control and also to comply 
with the local regulatory requirements as well. International 
Division of the Bank keeps watch on the overseas liquidity 
position and the overall liquidity monitoring is done at Head 
Office level centrally.

Other inflows and outflows in the LCR calculation that are 
not captured in the LCR common template but which the 
institution considers to be relevant for its liquidity profile: 
No such items as per our notice.

Report on the Standalone Financial Statements:

1.	 We have audited the accompanying standalone financial

	 Also incorporated in the Balance Sheet and the Profit 
and Loss Account are the returns from 2,527 domestic 
branches which have not been subjected to audit. These 
unaudited branches account for 5.33% of advances, 
16.85% of deposits, 6.35% of interest income and 16.28% 
of interest expenses.

1)	 ACCOUNTING CONVENTION:
	 The accompanying consolidated financial statements 

(CFS) have been prepared following the going concern 
concept, on historical cost basis unless otherwise stated 
and conform in all material aspects to the Generally 
Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India, which 
encompasses applicable statutory provisions, regulatory 
norms prescribed by the Reserve Bank of India, Insurance 
Regulatory and Development Authority (IRDA), Companies 
Act 2013, Accounting Standards (AS), pronouncements 
issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India 
(ICAI), Banking Regulation Act, 1949 and accounting 
practices prevailing in India. In respect of foreign offices/
branches, statutory provisions and accounting practices 
prevailing in the respective foreign countries are complied 
with, except as specified elsewhere.

	 The preparation of financial statements requires the 
management to make estimates and assumptions 
considered in the reported amount of assets and liabilities 
(including contingent liabilities) as of date of the financial 
statements and the reported income and expenses for the 
reporting period. Management believes that the estimates 
used in the preparation of the financial statements are 
prudent and reasonable. However actual results can differ 
from estimates. Any revision to accounting estimates is 
recognized prospectively in current and future periods.

2)	 BASIS OF CONSOLIDATION:
	 Consolidated financial statements of the group have been 

prepared on the basis of:

1.	 The financial statements of Bank of India (the Parent 
bank) and its subsidiaries in accordance with Accounting 
Standard (AS) 21 “Consolidated Financial Statements” 
issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India 
(ICAI), on a line by line basis by adding together like items 
of assets, liabilities, income and expenses after eliminating 
intra-group transactions, balances, unrealised profit/loss 
and making necessary adjustments of material nature 
wherever required to conform to uniform accounting.

2.	 The difference between cost to the parent bank of its 
investment in the subsidiaries and Parent bank’s share in 
the equity of the subsidiaries is recognised as goodwill/
capital reserve. Goodwill, if any, is written off immediately 
on its recognition.

3.	 Minority interest in the Consolidated Financial Statement 
consists of the share of the minority shareholders in the 
net equity of the subsidiaries.

4.	 Accounting for Investment in Associate companies is 
done under Equity method in accordance with Accounting 
Standard (AS) 23, “Accounting for Investments in 
Associates in Consolidated Financial Statements”, issued 
by ICAI.

5.	 Accounting for Investments in Joint Venture are 
consolidated on “Proportionate basis” as prescribed in 
Accounting Standard (AS) 27, “Financial Reporting of 
Interests in Joint Ventures” issued by ICAI.

•	 The investments in debentures / bonds, which are deemed 
to be in the nature of advance, are subjected to NPI norms 
as applicable to investments.

2.0	 PT Bank of India Indonesia Tbk (Subsidiary)
	 The Credit Quality is assessed based on the factors such 

as business prospects, performance of the debtor and 
repayment capacity. It is undertaken depending upon the 
materiality and significance of each assessment factor 
and components and the relevance of the assessment 
factors and components to the characteristics of the debtor 
concerned. Accordingly, the assets are classified into current, 
special mention, sub-standard, doubtful and loss category.

	 “Assets” are classified into Earning Assets and Non-
earning Assets. Earning Assets are provision of funds by a 
bank to earn revenues. “Non-Earning Assets” are assets of 
the Bank other than Earning Assets with potential for Loss.

	 An asset becomes non-performing when it ceases to 
generate revenue for the bank. A non-performing asset is 
a loan or an advance where the arrears in principal and / 
or interest exceed 90 days.

b.	 Discussion of the Bank’s Credit Risk Management 
Policy

A.	 Bank of India
•	 In a bank’s portfolio, losses stem from outright default due 

to inability or unwillingness of a customer or counterparty 
to meet commitments in relation to lending, trading, 
settlement and other financial transactions or from 
reduction in portfolio value arising from actual or perceived 
deterioration in credit quality.

•	 Against this backdrop a robust risk management 
framework is necessary for the long-term financial health 
of a bank. Credit Risk Management encompasses 
identification, measurement, monitoring and control of the 
credit risk exposures.

•	 The Bank has identified various types of credit risk at a 
generic level in the Credit Risk Management policy. More 
granular identification is done at the product /process 
level. Various risks are looked into before introducing new 
products/processes, which are cleared from the risk angle.

•	 The Credit Risk Management framework outlined in the 
policy is built on three distinct building blocks namely 
Policy & Strategy, Organizational Set up and Operations/
Systems.

i)	 Policy and Strategy
	 The Bank has been following a conservative risk 

philosophy, which has steered the bank through difficult 
times. However the Bank has an open policy regarding 
new and unexplored areas and new opportunities are not 
lost sight of. The important aspects of this philosophy are 
embodied in the circulars and are periodically codified in 
the form of Manual of Instructions.

	 The business objectives and the strategy of the Bank is 
decided taking into account the profit considerations, 
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the level of various risks faced, level of capital, market 
scenario and competition. The Bank is always conscious 
of its asset quality and earnings and hence judiciously 
matches profit maximization with risk control.

	 The Credit Risk Management policy and significant credit 
risk related policies like Credit Policy, and Credit Monitoring 
Policy are approved and periodically reviewed by the Board 
of Directors. The Credit Policy covers various areas of 
credit like Clientele, Marketing, Segmented Approach to 
Lending, Credit Delivery, Credit Thrust, Tenure of Credit, 
Credit Acquisition, Risk Rating (including risk acceptance 
criteria), Pricing, Credit appraisal, Assessment of Limits, 
Exposure Norms, Industry Norms, Collateral and Margins, 
Review of Relationship, Scheme of Delegation, Statutory 
and other Restrictions and Documentation. Credit Policy 
for International Operations is in place and each center 
has its own credit policy dovetailed to the main policy. 
The delegation of powers for credit matters is covered 
by a separate policy. In addition Credit Risk is tracked 
and monitored as per the Credit Monitoring Policy. 
Restructuring Policy, Write Off and Recovery Policy, Asset 
Classification and Provisioning Policy, Bank Exposure 
Policy, Country Risk policy and Credit Audit Policy are 
also in place. Investments are contracted as per the policy 
guidelines laid down in the Investment Policy and after 
clearance by the Investment Committee.

ii)	 Organizational Set up
	 The organizational structure of the Bank for Credit 

Risk Management function has the Board of Directors 
at the Apex levels that have the overall oversight of 
management of risks. The Risk Management Committee 
of the Board (R. Com) which is the sub-committee of the 
Board headed by the Chairman & Managing Director and 
whose members also include heads of Credit, Market & 
Operational Risk Management Committees, devises 
the policy and strategy for integrated risk management 
including credit risk. At is the operational level the Credit 
Risk Management Committee (CRMC) manages the credit 
risk. The main functions includes implementation of credit 
risk management policy approved by the Board, monitoring 
credit risk on a bank wide basis, recommending to the 
board for its approval all policies relating to credit matters 
including delegation of credit, prudential limits on large 
credit exposures, portfolio management, etc.

	 The Risk Management Department headed by the Chief 
Risk Officer of General Manager rank, measures, controls 
and manages credit risk on bank wide basis within the 
limits set by the Board and enforces compliance with 
risk parameters set by Board/R. Com/M.Com. The Credit 
Monitoring Department headed by a General Manager, 
monitors the quality of loan portfolio, identifies problems 
and takes steps to correct deficiencies. Loan review / 
credit audit is undertaken by the Credit Audit function.

iii)	 Operations/Systems/Processes
	 The Bank has proactive Credit Risk Management practices 

like consistent standards for the credit origination, 
maintenance and documentation for all credit exposures 
including off balance sheet items, periodic individual 
obligor reviews, periodic inspections and collateral 
management systems.

	 Credit risk limits including obligor limits and concentration 
limits by industry, systems and procedures for monitoring 
financial performance of customers and for controlling 
outstanding within limits are followed. Checks and 
balances are in place for extension of credit viz. separation 
of credit risk management from credit sanction, vetting of 
new products and systems from risk angle by the CRMC, 
multiple credit approvers, system of assigning risk rating, 
vetting of ratings, mechanism to price facilities depending 
on the risk grading of the customer, Credit Risk Evaluation 
committee for vetting credit proposals from risk angle, 
credit process audit, post sanction pre disbursement review 
and post sanction review systems and an independent 
audit and risk review function. Proposals for investments 
are subjected to credit risk analysis, detailed appraisal and 
rating. As a matter of entry level, minimum ratings/quality 
standards, industry, maturity, duration, issue-wise limits are 
stipulated for investments to mitigate the adverse impact 
of concentration and risk of liquidity. Investment exposure 
is taken into consideration while computing exposure to a 
customer/group. A suitable framework is in place to provide 
a centralized overview on the aggregate exposure on other 
banks and half-yearly reviews are undertaken at a single 
point. The country exposures are monitored on half yearly 
basis.

	 A diversified portfolio of risk assets is maintained and a 
system to conduct regular analysis of the portfolio so as to 
ensure ongoing control of risk concentrations is in place. 
A conservative policy for provisioning in respect of non-
performing advances is followed. Management Information 
System (MIS) is being upgraded with introduction of Credit 
Risk Management System, which would enhance the 
capabilities of the bank to manage and measure the credit 
risk inherent in all on- and off-balance sheet activities.

iv)	 The following tools are used for credit risk 
management/ mitigation –

	 Credit Approving Authority – Delegation of Powers
	 The Bank has a well-defined scheme of risk based 

delegation of powers with a multi-tier risk based approving 
system, which is reviewed periodically and revised as and 
when necessary to meet the compulsions of business 
environment. The delegation of powers is linked to the 
rating of the borrower with powers for sanction of higher 
limits to better-rated customers. At present, all credit 
proposals falling within the delegated authority of the 
General Manager and above are being routed through the 
“Credit Risk Evaluation Committee (CREC)” to bring in an 
element of independence and off-site evaluation of risks 
perceived in credit proposals. The General Manager, Risk 
Management Department, who has no volume or profit 
targets, is mandatory member of the CREC.

	 As per Ministry of Finance Guidelines, Credit Committees 
with sanctioning powers have been formed at various 
administrative levels to exercise delegation of powers. 
At Head Office level, three Credit Committees (GMLCC, 
EDLCC and CAC) are functioning to deal with proposals 
falling beyond the delegated powers of the field 
functionaries. Such Credit Committees (SZLCC/ZLCC/
NBGLCC) have also been set-up at Zonal Office/NBG 
office for considering the credit proposals falling within 
their powers.
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	 Prudential Limits
	 Prudential limits on various aspects of credit/investment 

like Single/Group borrower limits for various types of 
borrowers are in place.

	 Risk Rating/Pricing
	 The bank has introduced rating models for various 

segments, which serve as a single point indicator of 
diverse risk factors of a counter party and support credit 
and pricing decisions.

	 Credit Audit/Loan Review Mechanism (LRM)
	 Credit Audit/LRM is an effective tool for constantly 

evaluating the quality of loan book and to bring about 
qualitative improvements in credit administration

v)	 Portfolio Management through analysis
	 It is also important to have in place a system for 

monitoring the overall composition and quality of various 
credit portfolios and investments. With this objective, 
to start with, the bank has introduced a simple portfolio-
monitoring framework. Going forward the bank will be 
graduating to a more sophisticated Portfolio Management 
model. Rating Migration of accounts with `  10 lacs and 
above is being done on half yearly and submitted to 
Board. Credit Risk Management Software (CRMS) is being 
implemented phase-wise. Bank is getting prepared for 
adopting Advanced Approaches.

vi)	 Risk Measurement
	 At present Credit Risk is assessed through Risk rating 

at the individual level and through Risk Weighting of the 
assets at the portfolio level and capital is maintained 
based on Risk Weights. The Bank has migrated to the 
Standardized approach under the New Capital Adequacy 
Framework (Basel II), effective 31st March 2008.

vii)	 Risk Reporting System
	 All credit related policies are cleared by the CRMC (which 

is the operational level committee for credit risk) before 
submission to the appropriate authorities for approval. 
Various Credit Related reporting’s submitted to CRMC to 
enable proper monitoring.

viii)	 Risk Review
	 Audit –Credit Risk Management Systems procedures and 

Tools are also subjected to internal audit for ensuring 
effectiveness.

B.	 PT Bank of India Indonesia Tbk (Subsidiary)
	 PT Bank of India Indonesia Tbk has established a Risk 

Management Committee (RMC) and the Risk Management 
Unit (RMU) which is independent of the Operational Unit 
and the Internal Audit Unit ("Internal Audit") in the hope 
of overall risk management can be integrated, targeted, 
coordinated and sustainable. Furthermore, to monitor the 
effectiveness of implementation of tasks RMC and RMU, 
the Bank established a Risk Monitoring Committee which 
is directly responsible to the Board of Commissioners.

	 The Bank has managed 8 (eight) types of risk according 
to Bank of Indonesia which are credit risk, liquidity risk, 

market risk, operational risk, compliance risk, legal risk, 
reputation risk and strategic risk. Banks also create risk 
profiles which can broadly map the activity that has risks 
as well as potential risks that disrupt the Bank business 
continuity. Assessment of risk type is a combination of the 
risks inherent in any functional activity (inherent risk) and 
risk control systems.

	 The Bank is selective in approving new credits and 
maintains higher loan provisions than that required by the 
Regulator. In collateral based lending, hair cut is applied 
to the value of collateral. The Risk Manager of the bank 
reports to the Director Compliance. Risk Management Unit 
(RMU) supervises/ has oversight of the credit approval 
process.

C.	 Bank of India (Tanzania) Ltd , Bank of India (New 
Zealand) Ltd (Subsidiaries), Bank of India (Uganda) Ltd

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CARE for domestic claims and S&P FITCH and Moody’s 
for claims on non-resident corporates, foreign banks and 
foreign sovereigns. SME ratings are not being used, as 
they are not approved by RBI.

2.	 The ratings of all these agencies are being used for all 
exposures subjected to rating for risk weighting purposes 
under the standardized approach for CRAR calculations 
under Basel-II.

	 The process used to transfer public issue ratings on 
to comparable assets in the banking book is as per 
regulatory requirements of RBI. The public ratings 
published by the rating agencies on their website are used 
for this purpose. Only, ratings which are in force as per 
monthly bulletin of the concerned rating agency and which 
have been reviewed at least once during the previous 15 
months are used.

	 For all the exposures on a particular counterparty, bank 
uses the rating of only one agency, even though these 
exposures are rated by more than one with exception 
being where each of the exposures is rated by only one of 
the approved rating agencies.

3.	 To be eligible for risk-weighting purposes, it is ensured 
that the external credit assessment takes into account and 
reflects the entire amount of credit risk exposure the bank 
has with regard to all payments owed to it. Even while 
extending an issuer or an issue specific rating to any other 
exposure on the same counterparty it is extended to the 
entire amount of credit risk exposure i.e., both principal 
and interest. External assessments for one entity within a 
corporate group is not used to risk weight other entities 
within the same group.

4.	 For assets that have contractual maturity less than or 
equal to one year, short term ratings are used while for 
other assets, long term ratings are used. For Cash Credit 
exposures long term ratings are taken.

5.	 Where an issuer has a long-term exposure with an 
external long term rating that warrants a risk weight 
of 150%, all unrated claims on the same counterparty 
whether short-term or long-term, also receive a 150% 
risk weight, except in cases where credit risk mitigation 
techniques are used for such claims. Similar is the case 
with short-term rating.

6.	 The long-term ratings assigned by the approved rating 
agencies are directly mapped to the risk weights under 
the Standardized Approach for long-term exposures. On 
the contrary, the unrated short-term claim on counter-party 
attracts a risk weight of at least one level higher than the 
risk weight applicable to the rated short-term claim on that 
counter-party. Issue-specific short-term ratings are used to 
derive risk weights for claims arising from the rated facility 
against banks and a corporate's short-term rating is not 
used to support a risk weight for an unrated long-term 
claim.

7.	 If there are two ratings accorded by eligible credit rating 
agencies, which map into different risk weights, the higher 
risk weight is applied. If there are three or more ratings 
accorded by eligible credit rating agencies with different 
risk weights, the ratings corresponding to the two lowest 
risk weights are referred to and the higher of those two risk 
weights are applied, i.e., the second lowest risk weight.

8.	 The RW of the investment claim is based on specific rating 

by a chosen credit rating agency, where the claim is not 
an investment in a specific assessed issue:

rating maps into a risk weight lower than that which

A.	 BANK OF INDIA
1.	 Credit Risk Mitigation is a proactive management tool 

designed to protect entity's earnings from loss both in 
good and bad times. Banks employ various methods and 
techniques to reduce the impact of the credit risks they 
are exposed to in their daily operations. Such a process 
is termed as credit risk mitigation and some of the credit 
risk mitigation techniques are permitted to be used by the 
supervisor for reducing the capital charge after adjustment 
for value, currency mismatch and maturity mismatch. The 
Credit Risk Mitigants (CRM) recognized under the New 
Capital Adequacy Framework (Basel II) are as follows:

(1)	 Collateralized transactions

(2)	 On-balance-sheet-netting

(3)	 Guarantees

2.	 Eligible Financial Collateral:
	 All collaterals are not recognized as credit risk mitigants 

under the Standardized Approach. The following are the 
financial collaterals recognized.

i.	 Cash and Deposits including deposits in foreign 
currency.

ii.	 Gold: benchmarked to 99.99% purity.

iii.	 Securities issued by Central and State Governments

iv.	 Kisan Vikas Patra and National Savings Certificates

v.	 Life insurance policies

vi.	 Debt securities -Rated subject to conditions.

vii.	 Debt securities not rated issued by banks subject to 
conditions

viii.	 Units of mutual funds subject to conditions

	 There are certain additional standards for availing 
capital relief for collateralized transactions, which have 
direct bearing on the management of collaterals, and 
these aspects are taken into account during Collateral 
Management.

3.	 On-balance-sheet-netting
	 On-balance sheet netting is confined to loans/advances 

(treated as exposure) and deposits (treated as collateral), 
where Bank has legally enforceable netting arrangements, 
involving specific lien with proof of documentation and 
which are managed on a net basis.

4.	 Guarantees
	 Where guarantees are direct, explicit, irrevocable and 

unconditional, bank takes account of such credit protection 
in calculating capital requirements. The range of eligible 
guarantors/ counter guarantors includes:

i.	 Sovereigns, sovereign entities (including BIS, IMF, 
European Central Bank and European Community 
as well as certain specified MDBs, ECGC and 
CGTSME), banks and primary dealers with a lower 
risk weight than the counterparty;

ii.	 Other entities rated AA or better.

5.	 The Bank has a well-defined Collateral Management 
policy, which provides the controlling framework to ensure 
collateral is used optimally. This is a key component in 
mitigating the credit risks inherent in lending. The Bank 
accepts both tangible and intangible securities. Tangible 
Securities are either in physical form or such other material 
form like cash margin, Deposits with Banks, Gold or such 
other precious metals, Shares NSC/KVP/Life Insurance 
Policies. The intangible securities are –Bank Guarantees 
/ Letters of Credit, book debts, Letter of Comfort, Letter 
of Negative Lien, Unregistered Charge etc. The common 
ways for obtaining security for moneys lent are Mortgage, 
Pledge, Hypothecation and lien The assets created out of 
the bank’s credit exposure are as a general rule charged to 
the bank by way of first charge on pari-passu basis.

	 Guarantees are normally insisted upon whenever 
available/permissible. The main type guarantors are:

i.	 Central/State Government and Central Government 
sponsored agencies like DICGC, CGTMSE, and 
ECGC.

ii.	 Promoters/Major owners of corporates.

iii.	 Individual Guarantees of relatives in case of individuals

6.	 The various aspects of collateral management are:
	 Minimum conditions for the acceptance of collateral: For 

collateral to be valid and enforceable the bank ensures 
that the assets accepted as collateral are marketable, 
legally enforceable and can be taken control of if 
necessary .It is also ensured that the market value of 
the asset is readily determinable or can be reasonably 
established and verified. For internal control purposes, the 
bank has a list of types of assets acceptable as collateral 
and the maximum loan to value ratio for each of these 
assets taken as primary security. The bank also takes into 
account statutory restriction while taking collaterals.

a)	 Validity of collateral:

i)	 Enforceability
	 Bank ensures that credit documentation supporting the 

collateral, is legally enforceable in all relevant jurisdictions 
and empowers the Bank to apply the collateral freely to 
discharge the borrower's obligations.

ii)	 Title and ownership
	 Bank always verifies the existence and ownership of the 

assets being received as collateral before acceptance and 
ensures that there is no prior claim by any other party on 
the said collateral. Bank secures its control of the collateral 
prior to the drawdown of credit facilities. Information on 
collaterals is provided to Top Management periodically to 
facilitate management of credit risk. Charges on collaterals 
are promptly registered with the relevant authorities 
wherever applicable.
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b)	 Loan-to-value ratios:
	 Bank has specified the maximum loan-to-value ratio 

(margin) for major types of asset to be accepted as primary 
security. Such ratios are commensurate with the relative risk 
of the assets and should be able to provide an adequate 
buffer against potential losses in realizing the collateral.

c)	 Valuation:
	 Bank has a Board approved policy in place for valuation 

of properties accepted for bank's exposures, where Basis 
of valuation, Qualification of Valuer and Frequency of 
revaluation are laid down for compliance across the bank.

d)	 Safe Keeping Of Collateral And Control To Their Access:
	 Authority and responsibility has been delegated to relevant 

individuals and departments for approving the acceptance, 
monitoring or safe custody of collaterals.

The rest of the assets–i.e. Investments under Held to 
Maturity portfolio and advances-are treated as Banking 
Book. Given below is brief description of the Market Risk 
Management objectives and policies.

i.	 Strategies and Processes
	 Under Market Risk Management Liquidity Risk, Interest 

Rate Risk, Foreign Exchange Risk, and Equity Price 
risk are monitored. Bank is not currently trading in 
commodities.

a.	 Liquidity Risk
	 Gap analysis is followed for monitoring Liquidity risk 

on a fortnightly basis. Prudential limit-for percentage of 
cumulative gap to cumulative outflow-based on Reserve 
Bank of India guidelines for the short-term buckets up-
to 28 days is monitored. Besides, prudential limits are 
in place for market borrowing– Daily and average call 
borrowing–Inter Bank Liabilities, Purchased funds etc.

	 High value bulk deposits are monitored on a weekly basis. 
Short-term dynamic liquidity statement is prepared on 
a fortnightly basis to assess the liquidity position, which 
takes in to account the business growth. A contingency 
funding plan is in place to meet the emergencies. The 
plan is tested on a quarterly basis. Stress Testing is also 
done on a quarterly basis to assess possible loss to Bank 
if there is any liquidity crisis and if funds are to be raised 
from the market to meet the contingencies.

b.	 Interest Rate Risk
	 Gap analysis is used to assess the impact on the Net 

Interest Income of the bank for the next 12 months and 
till the next financial year. The Bank also uses duration 
gap analysis. Prudential limits have been fixed for duration 
of liabilities. Bank's investments portfolio is monitored on 
basis of duration analysis.

	 VaR methodology is followed for dated securities under 
SLR and Non-SLR(Domestic) Prudential limits for VaR 
have been fixed and daily monitoring is being done and 
reported to Top Management. Foreign investments in 

dated securities are normally hedged and the interest 
rate risk is minimal. VaR limits are also fixed for Foreign 
Exchange position.

	 Stress Testing is done to assess the impact on Economic 
Value of Equity by infusing a shock of change in market 
rate by 200 basis points.

c.	 Foreign Exchange Risk
	 The Bank has fixed Aggregate Gap Limit in USD as well 

as in other currencies, Maximum Aggregate daylight and 
overnight exposure limits for foreign exchange exposure 
in various currencies. We have also fixed period-wise 
Individual Currency-wise Gap Limits. Stop loss limits, take 
profit limit and single deal limits are in place for monitoring 
the forex operations of the dealers.

	 Derivative transactions are monitored by fixing prudential 
limit for net open position and a cap for PV01on the 
outstanding derivatives.

d.	 Equity Price Risk
	 The bank's domestic investment policy has fixed stop loss 

limits for equity dealers. Daily Limits to Treasury, Maximum 
Investment Limit, Holding Period for Equity Portfolio 
(Trading). Daily reporting is done to Top Management on 
the transactions.

ii.	 Structure and Organization of Market Risk 
Management function:

	 Risk Management is a Board driven function supported 
by three levels-.Risk Management Committee of the 
Board for overseeing and issuing directions, wherever 
necessary/approving Risk Management Policies etc. ,Asset 
Liability Management Committee(ALCO) who consider 
policy issues and with ALM Cell providing support at the 
ground level. Asset Liability Management Committees are 
operational at foreign centers also.

iii.	 Scope and nature of risk reporting and/ or 
measurement systems:

	 In respect of domestic business the guide lines stipulated 
by RBI for managing Market Risk is followed such as–
Preparation of Interest Rate Sensitivity statement on 
a monthly basis–Duration analysis of investments in the 
Trading book on a daily basis–VaR calculation of trading 
book investments on a daily basis excepting the equity 
portfolio–conducting stress test for liquidity risk/market risk 
on a quarterly basis.–Duration analysis of global balance 
sheet and impact on the Economic Value of Equity on a 
monthly basis. Interest Rate sensitivity is reviewed on a 
monthly basis by ALCO.

	 Various prudential measures have been put in respect 
to market borrowing and lending in conformity with RBI 
guidelines for monitoring liquidity risk. Structural Liquidity 
statement is prepared on daily basis and Short Term 
Dynamic Liquidity statement on a fortnightly basis and 
reported to Top Management / ALCO. Structural liquidity of 
international operations is being done on a quarterly basis 
at the corporate level.

	 The results of the Quarterly study on Stress-Testing and 
Impact on Economic Value of Equity is reported to ALCO. 
Trading book position–Duration and VaR is reported daily 
to Top Management.
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iv.	 Policies for Hedging and / or Mitigating Risk
	 Detailed policies are operational for Asset Liability 

Management and Market Risk Management, which deal in 
detail the various strategies and processes for monitoring 
Market Risk.

v.	 PT Bank of India IndonesiaTbk (Subsidiary)
	 In accordance with Regulation of Bank Indonesia 

regarding Minimum Capital Adequacy Requirement for 
Commercial Bank, Bank is not included in the mandatory 
category for measuring the market risk in the calculation 
of the value of capital adequacy ratio (CAR). This is due to 
Bank is a foreign exchange Bank with financial instrument 
position in the form of securities and/or derivative 
transaction in the form of a Trading Book with amount 
below IDR 20 billion (USD 1.7 Million approximately).

B.	 Bank of India (Tanzania) Ltd. (Subsidiary), Bank of 
India (New Zealand) Ltd. (Subsidiary), Bank of India 
(Uganda) Ltd. & Bank of India (Botswana) Ltd.

i.	 Market risk: Market risk arises from open positions 

The 
board sets limits and reviews it at regular interval on 
the risk that may be accepted. Further the exposure 
is monitored on daily basis.

ii.	 Liquidity risk: The bank is exposed to daily calls 
on its available cash resources from overnight 
deposits, current accounts, maturing deposits, loans 
drawn and guarantees, from margin and other calls 
on cash settlement. The board has set limit based 
on their experience of the minimum proportion of 
maturing funds available to meet such calls and on 
the minimum level of inter-bank and other borrowing 
facility that should be in place to cover withdrawals 
at unexpected levels of demand.

A.	 BANK OF INDIA
	 The Bank adopts best practices in Risk Management. The 

Bank assesses and identifies operational risks inherent in 
all the material products, processes and systems under 
different Business Lines on an ongoing basis. All new 
products, activities and systems are being first routed 
through the New Product Group Committee and then 
through Committee on Operational Risk Management 
(CORM). All policies related to Risk Management are 
approved by the Board only after clearance by the Risk 
Management Committee of the Board (R Com). The 
Chief Risk Officer implements the directives of R.Com 
and overseas day-to-day Operational Risk Management 
functions.

	 Risk Management function works in close coordination 
with the committee of Business Operational Risk 
Managers (BORM) and Operational Risk Management 
Specialists (ORMS). The committee of BORM and ORMS 
assists the Operational Risk Management Division in 
undertaking the Risk and Control Self-Assessments 
(RCSA), reporting Operational Risk Losses and tracking 
Key Risk Indicators (KRIs) on a periodical basis.

	 Risk reporting in the form of Loss Data Analysis is done 
on half yearly basis to assess the high-risk prone product 
and business lines and mitigation measures are adopted. 
Branch levels KRIs and Bank Level KRIs are tracked on 
a quarterly basis. RCSA exercise is undertaken for all the 
Bank’s products and processes on an annual basis.

	 Operational Risk Capital Charge is calculated through 
Basic Indicator Approach. At present, the Bank is in the 
process of moving towards Advanced Measurement 
Approaches for computation of Operational Risk Capital 
Charge. The Bank has already got parallel run approval 
for migration to The Standardised Approach (TSA) for 
calculation of Operational Risk Capital Charge. Recently 
BCBS has released a consultative document on 
Standardised Measurement Approach. The same is in the 
discussion stage presently.

B.	 PT Bank of India Indonesia Tbk (Subsidiary)
	 Bank adopts best practices in operational risk 

management, like segregation of duties, trainings, clear 
laid down procedures etc.

	 In managing operational risk, each unit is responsible for 
the risks in its daily operations by referring to policies and 
procedures, control and routine supervision.

	 The primary responsibility for the development and 
implementation of controls to address operational risk is 
assigned to the senior management at each branch level.

•	 Requirements for appropriate segregation of 
duties, including the independent authorization of 
transactions;

•	 Documentation of controls and procedures;

•	 Requirements for the periodic assessment of 
operational risks faced, and the adequacy of 
controls and procedures to address the risks 
identified;

•	 Requirements for the reporting of operational losses 
and proposed remedial action;

•	 Development of contingency plans;

•	 Training and professional development;

•	 Ethical and business standards;

•	 Risk mitigation, including insurance where this is
