ITEM NO. 3 : RAISING EQUITY CAPITAL

As per RBI guidelines under Basel Il the Bank should maintain a minimum CRAR of 9% of its Risk Weighted Assets, with the addi-
tional stipulation, of this minimum Common Equity Capital (CET) should be 5.50%. As per the RBI prescribed phased programme,
the banks should provide every year Capital Conservation Buffer (CCB) of 0.625% from March 2016 to March 2019 and the CCB
should be in the form CET. For the additional requirement of CCB/CET and to provide necessary capital for the annual business
growth, the Bank has assessed a capital requirement of Rs. 800 crore for the year ending 31t March 2016.

The Bank had taken up this requirement with Central Government for the necessary capital support. As a backup arrangement,
the Bank has also kept other options open like FPO/Rights Issue/QIP/Private Placements to meet this capital requirement. These
options will be exercised as per the requirement and based on the prevailing market conditions.

The equity capital as above said will be raised with due approvals from the Government of India, Reserve Bank of India and such
other authorities as laid down in The Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act 1970 and The National-
ised Banks (Management and Miscellaneous Provisions) Scheme 1970 and subject to the relevant guidelines / regulations of SEBI
and in the Listing Agreement.

The Board therefore in its meeting held on 14" May 2015 has approved to raise an equity capital of Rs. 800.00 crore through the
different available options and has recommended the passing of the resolution as mentioned in the notice.

None of the Directors of the Bank is interested or concerned in the aforementioned resolutions, except to the extent of their share-
holding in the Bank.
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ITEM NO. 4: ELECTION OF ONE SHAREHOLDER DIRECTOR

(i) As per Section 9 (3) (i) of The Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970, where the capital issued
under clause (c) of sub section 2B of Section 3 is more than sixteen per cent but less than thirty two per cent of the total paid up
capital, the Board should have two directors duly elected by the shareholders, other than the Central Government, from amongst
themselves.

(i)  Post issue of the preferential allotment of equity shares to the Government of India and LIC of India, as approved by the Board
in its meeting held on 11" July 2014, the capital issued to the public stood at 20.20% of the total paid up capital of the Bank. As
per the above guidelines, the Bank is entitled to have two directors, elected from amongst shareholders, other than the Central
Government. Against this, the Bank has one Shareholder Director on the Board. Therefore, one vacancy of shareholder director
has arisen on the Board of the Bank w.e.f. 111" July 2014.

(i)  The Board, in its meeting held on 2" August 2014, has approved to conduct the election to fill in this vacancy of one shareholder
director on the Board of the Bank and has recommended the passing of the resolution as mentioned in the notice.

(iv) The Shareholders (other than the Central Government) are therefore entitled to send their nominations as per the procedure
detailed in various and relevant Act / Scheme /Regulations / Notification /Directions from the Central Government. Upon receipt of
nomination of candidature duly filled in all respect, scrutiny of nomination will be completed by the Nomination Committee of the
Board.

(v)  Upon scrutiny of all the nominations received, if only one valid nomination is found, the sole candidate shall be deemed to be
elected forthwith and his/her name and address shall be published as so elected. In such an event or in case no nomination is
found valid, the agenda item 4 at the AGM will not be conducted. The newly elected director will assume office on the next day of
his/her deemed date of election.

(vi) If there are more than one valid nominations, the names of the candidates shall be published in the newspapers and Election will
be held and candidate polling the majority of the votes i.e. aggregate of e-voting and Poll at the meeting will be deemed to have
been elected and his/her name will be announced and also published in newspapers.

In terms of ad-
vice of GOI, the Nomination Committee may also keep in mind the Criteria laid down by the Central Government for
consideration as a NOD in Public Sector Banks as issued by Ministry of Finance, Government of India on March 25,
2015 while determination of the Fit & Proper Status of Candidates.

c) If there is only one valid nomination for one vacancy to be filled by the election, the candidate so nominated shall be
deemed to be elected forthwith and his/her name and address shall be published as so elected. In such an event or
in case no nomination is found valid, the agenda item 4 at the AGM will not be conducted. The newly elected director
will assume office on the next day of his/her deemed date of election.

d) If there are more than one valid nominations, the names of the candidates shall be published in the newspapers and
Election will be held and candidate polling the majority of the votes i.e. aggregate of e-voting and Poll at the meeting
will be deemed to have been elected and his/her name will be announced and also published in newspapers.

Dear Shareholders,

It gives me a lot of pleasure to place before you the Annual Report
and Financial Statements of your Bank for the year ended 31st March
2015.

Global growth during the year remained moderate and uneven with a
projection around 3.5% in 2015. There were positive signs of recovery
in US and somewhat in Europe; however threat of payment default
by Greece and growth issues in China and Japan remained major
international concerns, resulting in further pressure on emerging
markets. Low oil price helped in reigning inflation, but also adversely

affected the economy of the oil producing countries.

On the domestic front, there were positive signs in GDP growth, but
industrial production remained inconsistent and agricultural growth
declined. The Current Account Deficit (CAD) was comfortable due
to lower oil prices, but the exports declined. Inflation remained in
check and policy interest rate had been revised downward to promote
investment and growth. However, credit growth remained subdued at

9.52% and deposit growth touched 11.42% lowest in last 51 years.

In this back-drop, your Bank has tried to focus on the bottom line. The
performance highlights of your Bank on major parameters in the year

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

Economic and Banking Scenario 2014-15:

Global economy is expected to grow at 3.5 per cent in 2015
(weaker by 0.3 percentage point from earlier projections) as
per the World Economic Outlook (WEO) April 2015 update,
with unequal spread and higher growth projections for the
advanced economies relative to 2014.

RBI's projection of growth of 5.5% for domestic economy
for 2014-15, is widely divergent from the CSO forecast of
around 7% based on new GDP data.

Slowly reaffirming growth pattern, reigned in inflation, benign
global commodity prices riding on low crude oil prices,
commitment to keep fiscal deficit in check, more or less
stabilised rupee and current account deficit; have presented
India as one amongst the most attractive Investment
destinations to the investors across the globe.

However economy is back on growing track is yet to be
confirmed by some very important indicators. Indian banking
industry recorded the slowest growth of 11.4% in deposits in
last 51 years, in comparison to 14.1% in 2014. Bank Credit
of Scheduled Commercial Bank’s also posted slow growth
with year end figure of I65646.80 billion( Y-O-Y rise is 9.5%).
Reserve Bank of India came out with rate cut twice in the
year 2014-15 with 50 basis point in order to encourage
Banks to lend more to boost investment in the economy.

Outlook for 2015-16

Better growth prospects in the emerging markets are
projected to drive the global growth to 3.8 percent in 2016.
(WEO, April 2015)

Assuming no major changes in the economic structure and
fiscal road map, normal monsoon and no major external or
policy shocks, the inflation will be contained at around 5%.
Domestic demand will guide the growth to 8.1 to 8.5% as per
the Economic Survey.

PERFORMANCE OF BUSINESS: 2014-15

Business

Total Business of your Bank stood at ¥223329 crore as on
31.03.2015 as compared to ¥207172 crore last year (growth
of 7.80%).

Deposits

Total deposit stood at 122119 crore as compared to
116803 last year (growth of 4.55%). CASA deposit stood
at I45297 crore against last year figure of I41921 crore
(growth of 8.05%). Total CASA percentage stood at 37.09
as against last year CASA % of 35.89, denoting low cost
deposit growth.

Credit Deployment

Gross advances of the Bank increased from 90369 crore as
on 31.3.2014 to ¥101210 crore as on 31.3.2015 (growth of
12.00%) as a result of Bank’s customer centric approach.

Establishing Central Processing Cells at all the 34 zones was
a major initiative during the year. The centralized processing
is expected to improve quality of appraisal and reduce undue
delays in credit delivery mechanism.

Credit Administration and Monitoring

Early warning signals are captured from the CBS system on
daily basis for close monitoring of stressed accounts on near
real time basis. System generated SMS alerts are sent to the
customers to pre-empt delinquency. An integrated web-based
reporting has been introduced in the Bank to enable instant
communication between branches / Zones /Head Office for
effective monitoring of credit portfolio.

The credit quality of borrowal accounts is further monitored
through periodical asset performance review, credit audits
and stock audits. Timely rescheduling of repayment terms is
undertaken in deserving cases.

Asset Performance

During the Financial Year (FY) 2014-15, total cash recovery
in NPAs was %620.41 crore (last year ¥706.41 crore). Of this,
recovery in Ledger balance was ¥430.84 crore (X 646.46
crore) including, recovery in sale of assets of ¥ 32.99 crore
(242.16), recovery in written off accounts was ¥113.69 crore
(¥ 303.32 crore) and recovery in cases of unapplied interest was
75.88 crore (338.22 crore). This was besides up gradation of
NPAs to the tune of ¥395.23 crore (3101.39 crore).

This year’s achievement was possible due to intensive follow
up with the defaulting borrowers through letters, notices,

through DRTs. Bank has also set up Asset Recovery Cells at
Zonal offices, to improve recovery in NPAs.

The Gross NPA ratio of the bank is at 6.33% as against 3.16%
as of 31.03.2014 due to rise in fresh slippages. Similarly the
ratio of Net NPAs stood at 4.19% as on 31.03.2015 as against
2.03% a year ago as provision could not keep up pace with
slippages.

Foreign Exchange Business and Export Finance

During the year 2014-15, the Bank has achieved merchant
turnover of 27925 crore (previous year I28370 crore)
and on inter bank turnover of ¥546969 crore (previous year
471327 crore) and earned profit of I75.55 crore (previous
year I73.48 crore).

The outstanding export credit as on 31 Mar-2015 was
1301.40 crores as against I1948.97 crore as on 31%
Mar-2014.

The Treasury and International Banking Branch at Mumbai
(A category branch) and 33 B category branches across
the country cater to the international business needs of the
customers of the Bank. In order to provide prompt service
to Non Resident Indian (NRI) clients, Bank has a NRI Cell
at Deccan Gymkhana Branch, Pune. With a view to enable
branches to provide better service to NRI clients, Bank has
provided instant NRI information which is updated regularly.

NRI Cell

A separate NRI Cell has been formed under Planning
Department since Sept 2014 to provide support to branches
and to concentrate in increasing NRI business. NR deposits
have grown by from ¥ 943.81 crore as on 31.03.2014 to
T 1153.29 crore as on 31.03.2015 (growth of 22.20%).

Investments

The net investments of the Bank stood at ¥ 36714.79 corers
as on 31.03.2015 as compared to ¥ 37249.58 crore as on
31.03.2014. Investment under Held to Maturity (HTM) category
and those under Available for Sale (AFS) category comprised
85.78% and 12.79% respectively of total net investment
portfolio as on 31.03.2015. The net interest income from
investment activity increased to ¥ 2751.48crore from 32543.03
crore as on 31.03.2014 (growth of 8.20%) .

Borrowings:

The Borrowing of the Bank as on 31.03.2015 stood at
% 11126.72 crore, including refinance availed from the RBI,
NABARD, and SIDBI to the extent of ¥ 3225.69 Crore. The
total borrowing as at 31.03.2014 was ¥ 8326.47 crore

Merchant Banking:

The Bank handled 90 issues of Commercial Paper amounting
to T 25175 crore for its clients as an issuing and Paying Agent
(IPA) during the year.

New Initiative:

In addition to GRAS (Govt. Receipts Accounting System-
e-payment of taxes) through all the Branches in the state of
Maharashtra, the Bank has introduced e-SBTR (electronic
Secured Bank and Treasury Receipts) through select branches
of the Bank.

The Inspection and Audit system and various measures of
internal control are adopted by the Bank to ensure identification
/assessment and mitigations of operational risks.

Internal Audit of branches

As per Seth Committee guidelines the Bank is conducting
Risk Based Internal Audit of branches. RBIA of 1074 Branches
which were due for Audit during the year including Top 218
Branches in terms of Business, were conducted in compliance
with the Jilani Committee recommendations.

During the year the Bank has implemented some strategic
decisions so as to strengthen the internal control system such
as, Commencement of Off-site monitoring system in which
reports on some important/ sensitive areas are extracted
from the CBS system on daily/weekly/monthly basis so that
necessary timely action / rectification can be taken.

Surprise/Snap Inspection:-

Surprise/Snap Inspection of 18 branches were undertaken
during the year , focusing mainly on high risk areas in
pursuance of Ghosh Committee Recommendations. All the 18
reports are closed.

Concurrent Audit:-

As per approved Audit Plan for 2014-2015, 444 branches and
two departments of the Bank are covered under Concurrent
Audit. Bank’'s 75.78% total business is covered under
concurrent Audit.

Income and Expenditure Audit (l.and E. Audit)

l.and E. audit was carried out at 312 branches as per approved
plan for the period 01.10.2013 to 30.09.2014 having total
business above ¥ 25.00 crore and advances above Rs.5.00
crore.

Expenses Audit of Zonal Office : -

In order to have control over expenditure at Zonal offices a
system has been put in place through half yearly Expenses
Audit . The Audit is conducted once in half year i.e March and
September. The expenses audit of 34 Zones were conducted
as of 30.09.14.

Management audit:

For assessing the effectiveness of Zonal Offices and HO
Departments in terms of supervision, control, profitability and
growth in business, Management Audit of 22 Zonal offices and
13 Departments at Head Office is carried out during the year

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RBI Inspection under Section 35 of the Banking regulation
Act:-

The Bank was also subject to RBI inspection under Sec.35 of the
Banking Regulation Act during the year. Besides that 5 branches
were also inspected by RBI during the year.

AML:

IBA has advised the Banks to implement 49 parameters so far for
generation of AML alerts. Bank has implemented 43 parameters
out of 49 parameters as per IBA guidelines and the remaining 6
parameters are related to 3" party products .

Vigilance:

As a measure of strengthening preventive vigilance in the bank,
the vigilance inspection of the select branches was undertaken
during the year based on their risk categorisation and accordingly
138 branches have been inspected during the year to ensure that
the system and procedures laid down by the bank are followed by
the branches. Zonal offices have to ensure the removal of any
deficiencies observed during such inspection.

In compliance to regulatory guidelines, a Fraud Monitoring Cell
has been set up under administrative control of Risk Management
Department since July-14. This will facilitate effective investigation
in fraud cases and prompt as well as accurate reporting of fraud
cases to proper regulatory and law enforcement authorities
including Reserve Bank of India.

Compliance:

The Bank has put in place a Compliance Policy, based on the
guidelines of Reserve Bank of India. The Compliance Department
headed by Chief Compliance Officer monitors the compliance
functions. It ensures the implementation of the statutory /
regulatory guidelines coming into force from time to time. The
issues relating to regulatory / statutory compliances are addressed
appropriately. Submission of various regulatory returns is also
monitored.

Marketing and Publicity:

Bank of Maharashtra Introduced a Premium Savings Bank
Deposit Scheme “Purple Privileges” for High Net worth
Individuals(HNIs) covering specialized services to the
customers having quarterly average balance (QAB) of ¥ 3 Lakh
in their Savings Bank account.

The slew of benefits offered to the account holder under the
product include

e Assistance of Dedicated Relationship Manager

e Specially designed Purple lounges

e Free unlimited No. of Debit card transactions at ATMs of our
Bank and any other banks.

e Higher Transaction Limit on ATM-cum-Debit card(per day)

e Free NEFT/RTGS through Internet Banking etc.

Features of the product also include:

Personalized ATM-cum-Debit Card and Cheque Books,50%
concession in processing fees of retail Loans,200 free
Personalized Cheque leaves p.a., Free (100% concession on
annual maintenance charge) Gold Credit Card, Reward Points
and Free Demat account facility for the first year.

Citizen’s Charter:

The Bank has adopted the Charter since 2000-01, which details
the duties and responsibilities of the Bank towards its customers.
The charter is displayed at all the branches and Bank’s website.
The Bank has also adopted a citizen’s charter of RBI on exchange
of notes and coins.
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It has been the constant endeavor of the Bank to facilitate
equitable and sustainable economic development by timely
and hassle-free availability of credit for productive purposes
to Small and Marginal Farmers, Micro and Small Enterprises,
Retail Traders, Professional and Self Employed, Women
Entrepreneurs and entrepreneurs from economically weaker
sections.

The outstanding advances under Priority Sector as of
31st March, 2015, aggregates to ¥ 39,095 Crore constituting
41.76% per cent of the Adjusted Net Bank Credit. (growth of
% 4,269 Crore, 12.26% over last year).

Agriculture

The Bank disbursed ¥ 6799.90 Crore for agriculture and
allied activities during the year 2014-15. The total outstanding
advances to agriculture sector reached a level of ¥ 15,521.30
Crore as on 31.03.2015 (growth of 18.56 per cent). Bank
focused on growth of investment credit under Agriculture
during the year 2014-15 and disbursed ¥ 1,300 Crore. Bank
also entered into strategic tie-up arrangements with Tractor
Manufacturers, Micro Irrigation Companies for promoting farm
mechanization and micro irrigation activities during the year.

SMEs are recognized as a major growth engine for the Indian
economy. They generate opportunities for direct and indirect
employment by facilitating use of natural resources and local
skills to stem the tide of migration to urban areas and promote
low investment enterprises. Finance is made available to viable
enterprises at an attractive and low rate of interest. On line
enquiry portal is made available on the Bank’s website.

Our Bank has adopted Simplified Loan Application for MSEs
and the same is displayed on the Bank’s website. The Bank has
also adopted Bank’s Code of Commitment to Micro and Small
Enterprise and the same is displayed on the Bank’s website.

The Bank’s lending to Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises
which was at the level of ¥15,098 Crore as at 31.03.2014,
increased to 316,796 Crore as at 31.03.2015(growth of 11.24
per cent).

For promoting finance under this category, Bank has entered
into strategic tie up arrangements with Truck / Vehicle / Tractor
| Passenger car manufacturers. Bank has also entered into
an MoU with Bharatiya Yuva Shakti Trust for Credit facilitation
and hand holding of the Micro entrepreneurs specially under
Women and SC/ST categories.

Centralized Processing Cell have been set up at all Zonal
Offices for speedy disposal of MSME proposals.

Under Credit Guarantee Fund Scheme for Micro, Small and
Medium Enterprises of Government of India credit facilities up
to .100.00 lakh are covered, wherein no collateral security
and third party guarantee are insisted by the Bank. For the
accounts covered under this scheme, Bank is bearing 50%
annual guarantee fee for loans above 10.00 lakh and entire
annual guarantee fee for loans below 10.00 lakh. The Bank
has sanctioned loans of '1805.13 Crore to 17,058 borrowers
under this scheme up to March 2015. During the current
FY, coverage under Credit Guarantee Fund Scheme has
increased by 36.11%.

Being one of the most liquid
and precious asset, it serves as a dependable and acceptable
form of security to raise loans for meeting immediate financial
needs for business, agricultural, consumption purposes such
as marriage, medical, educational expenses etc. People
borrow money by pledging Gold Ornaments at very high rate
of interest. To tap the potential of gold loans as a lucrative
asset and to meet the credit requirement of our customers,
Bank has launched a new retail loan product “Mahabank Gold
Loan Scheme for Retail Purposes” w. e. f. 26.09.2014. With
a view to meet the credit requirement of our customers, Bank
has launched a new retail loan product “Mahabank Gold Loan
Scheme” w. e. f. 01.11.2010. The total portfolio of Gold Loan
of our Bank as on 31.03.2015 is ¥ 92.81 Crore.

Housing loan to public

The Bank has in place Housing Loan Scheme to meet the
needs of all economic segments including NRIs. Financing
housing sector in rural and urban parts of India is a thrust
area. The housing loan portfolio of Bank is ¥ 9868.84 Crore
as on 31.03.2015, which constitutes 83.51% of total retail
portfolio of the Bank. The housing loan schemes of the Bank
were revisited and revised schemes were launched like
“purchase / construction of new / existing house / flat, repairs /
renovation / alteration of existing house / flat, purchase of plot
and construction thereon”. The Bank has recently launched

In order to extend additional credit support to our regular
housing loan borrowers, Bank has launched “Mahabank Top
Up loan Scheme” w. e. f. 12.09.2014. Under this scheme
credit is extended for repair / renovation / furnishing of house,
children’s education, Marriage of Children, Medical treatment,
buying a vehicle or hi-tech gadgets etc. We have established
a call centre at H. O. to make outbound calls to good housing
loan borrowers for last two years. Loans upto %25 lacs can be
considered under the scheme.

Model Educational Loan scheme

With the objective of ensuring that all deserving students get
opportunity to pursue higher education, the Bank implemented
a Model Educational Loan Scheme as per IBA guidelines. As
of March 2015, the Bank had lent ¥702.82 Crore to 29,516
students. The Bank has provided the facility of submission of
application for education loan through web-access (on line)
also. Bank has also introduced a new feature called “Pre
Approved Education Loan”, to its “Model Education Loan
Scheme” to address the requirement of multiple sanction
letters required by students applying for study at foreign
universities. Bank also has “Model Education Loan Scheme
for Vocational Courses” where loans can be sanctioned for
completion of short duration job oriented skill development
programmes. A loan up to 1.50 lakh can be sanctioned under
the scheme.

Centralized Processing of loans

Bank has established Centralized Processing Cells for retail
/ commercial advances at all its 34 Zones for hassle free and
due diligence of loans with aim to improve turn around time.

Micro Finance

The Bank has always recognized the importance of credit to
rural and urban poor for taking economic activity. The SHGs
have proved to be effective instruments for empowerment of
women Bank has specialized SHG branches in all six lead
districts and at Goregaon, Mumbai.

As on 31.03.2015, there were 123643 SHGs formed by the
Bank, out of which 103028 SHGs have been linked with the
bank credit with outstanding of ¥.161.10 Crore as on 31st
March 2015.

Assistance to SC/ST beneficiaries:

The Bank has been actively extending finance to SC/ST
beneficiaries through various schemes. Total finance as on
31.03.2015 to SC/ST beneficiaries stood at ¥1642.67 Crore,
constituting 18.11 per cent of advances to weaker sections.

Weaker Sector Advances:

Bank is providing credit facilities to small / marginal farmers,
share cropper, landless labor, SC /ST Beneficiaries, Self Help
Groups, Joint Liability Groups, The total portfolio of weaker
Sector advance of our Bank as on 31.03.2015 stood at * 9068
Crore constituting 9.69% of ANBC.

Advances to Minority Community

A special cell has been set up at Head Office to review and
ensure smooth flow of Credit to minority community. The
branches were identified in minority concentrated districts and
special targets were allotted to these branches for lending to
minority communities. As of March 2015, advances to Minority
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community are at ¥ 3264.25 crore as against ¥ 2265.19 Crore
of previous year (increase of ¥ 999.05 crore and growth of
44.10%).

5.10 National Pension System (NPS Lite Swavalamban)

NPS Lite Swavalamban was made live in July 2013 and total
1806 branches are registered as NLCC (NPS Lite Collection
Centre) with NSDL for collecting contr bution under the
scheme. 16293 accounts were opened under the scheme up
to 31.03.2015. There are 6355 accounts under NPS general

scheme.
5.11 ALTERNATE DELIVERY CHANNELS
5.11.1 ATMs

Bank has 1849 ATMs installed across the country as at
31/03/2015. With relocation of 182 Lobby ATMs to viable sites,
continuous monitoring our ATM services are ensured and 1775
ATMs are in service as at 31/03/2015. Bank is issuing VISA,
RUPAY and EMV cards.

Transaction volume for Mar 2015 has been 53.08 lacs (On us
25.33 lacs and Off us 27.75 lacs). Average transactions per
ATM per Day were 96 for the month of March 2015 and are
expected to reach the industry level average in the ensuing
quarter. Bank has installed two ATMs with display of Bank’s
Services and products in two Malls of Pune. Bank is in the
process of installing ATM at Pune Airport.

5.11.2 INTERNET /SMS/Phone Banking

Bank could achieve an increase of 23% in Internet Banking,
29% in Phone Banking and 35% in SMS banking over the
previous year.

With continuous follow up and increase in net security through
the Mahasecure for IBN users, substantial rise in users/online
transactions is expected.

5.11.3 MOBILE BANKING

Bank launched Maha-mobile, a New revised Mobile banking
Application on 28/01/2015 and registered 22803 Users for this
technology based service.

5.12 Senior Citizen

Bank has specialized branches for Senior Citizens exclusively
for catering their banking needs at Cuffe Parade, Mumbai
and at Bajirao Road, Pune. Bank is giving 50 basis points
additional interest on their term deposits. At present bank is
catering to 33 lacs saving accounts of Senior Citizens.

5.13 Concept Relationship Managers and Compliance thereof

Bank has implemented concept of Relationship Managers to
drive business growth with better customer service to High
Networth Individuals (HNI) customers. Total 391 Relationship
Managers are exclusively posted at branches to attend all
customer needs of these HNI customers.

6. CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

The Rural Development Centers at Hadapsar- Pune and
Bhigwan in Pune District of Maharashtra have been undertaking
various rural developmental activities for the benefit of
farmers’ viz. Vermi compost, Re-development of Saline Soils,
Soil Testing etc. Bank has established Soil testing lab (STL)
through MARDEF Trust at RDC Bhigwan. The Soil Testing
Laboratory has analyzed 11,257 Soil and Water samples in
the year 2014-15 and accordingly counseling is done. Farmers
from the districts of Pune, Ahmednagar, Sholapur and Satara
are taking benefit of the lab.

A Trust viz. Mahabank Agricultural Research and Rural
Development Foundation (MARDEF) established by the
bank, undertakes various projects and village improvement
programmes. MARDEF is imparting training to farmers
on various subjects in Agriculture. Trust has implemented
88 training programmes for farmers at RDC Bhigwan and
Hadapsar and has benefited 2,915 farmers from April 2014 to
March, 2015.

The Bank has established Seven Mahabank Self Employment
Training Institutes (MSET]) for providing training to rural youth
and women to enable them to acquire skills for self-employment
through small business enterprises. The Institute has centers
located at Pune, Nagpur, Aurangabad, Amravati Jalna, Thane
and Nasik. The Institute has so far imparted training to 16,600
educated unemployed youths. The settlement rate is 60 per
cent.

Gramin Mahila Va Balak Vikas Mandal (GMVBVM), an NGO
formed by Bank of Maharashtra and National Institute of
Bank Management is actively involved in formation, nurturing,
training and ensuring linkage of SHGs to Bank Credit.

The Bank has opened Financial Literacy Centers in Six Lead
Districts namely Pune, Nas k, Aurangabad, Satara, Jalna and
Thane for creating awareness about banking schemes.

Bank has helped various NGOs during the year extending
financial support to acquire necessary inputs for carrying their
activities. These include the following:

» Fixing of artificial limbs to the needy patients.

» Diesel Generator set for the school meant for physically
challenged children

» Building / classroom / Kindergarten equipments for the
needy, mentally retarded and cerebral palsy children,
cancer patients and Old age home.

LEAD BANK SCHEME

Lead Bank Scheme

The Bank has Lead Bank responsibility in seven districts of
Maharashtra State viz. Aurangabad, Jalna, Nasik, Palghar,
Pune, Satara and Thane. Every year district credit plans for the
districts are prepared and implemented with the cooperation of
other banks as well as in coordination with District Collectors
of respective Districts.

State Level Bankers’ Committee

The Bank is the Convenor of State Level bankers’ Committee
(SLBC) for the State of Maharashtra and prepares State Annual
Credit Plan. The plan for the year 2014-15 was for ¥1,57,292/-
crore which is highest in the country. The same was approved
in a special meeting held under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble
Chief Minister of Maharashtra. SLBC also ensures holding of
quarterly meetings regularly to oversee the implementation of
State Annual Credit Plans, priority sector lending and Govt.
sponsored schemes in the State. Apart from regular SLBC
meetings, various other meetings are also organized by
SLBC to coordinate between various member banks, State
Government, Government Agencies, Reserve Bank of India,
NABARD and the Central Government. SLBC coordinates a
network of more than 10,000 bank branches in the state.

In the FY 2014-15, the State suffered continual onslaught
of natural calamities, the brunt of which is mostly borne by
Agriculture and related activities. SLBC has always been very
proactive in such calamities by issuing necessary guidelines
in respect of relief measures, organizing special meetings and
guiding the members whenever necessary.

As SLBC convener, Bank of Maharashtra coordinated
implementation of Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana (PMJDY)
in the State of Maharashtra. A total of 93.97 lakh accounts
were opened in the State and the State was declared as
saturated for the purpose of opening of accounts. The process
of opening of accounts continues.

FINANCIAL INCLUSION / PMJDY:

The Bank actively participated in the Pradhan Mantri Jan
Dhan Yojana (PMJDY) announced and launched by the Prime
Minister of India on 15.08.2014 and 28.08.2014 respectively.

Survey of all allotted 3051 rural Sub Service Areas (SSAs)
and 755 urban wards were conducted for identification of
households having no bank account. The Bank has engaged
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8.2

2,974 Bank Mitrs through corporate BCs and under own BCA
model in all the allotted SSAs. The Bank Mitrs are being paid
monthly remuneration regularly and minimum remuneration is
ensured by paying fixed monthly pay and variable commission.

Total 17.71 lakh Savings Bank accounts have been opened by
the Bank during the PMJDY campaign period and RuPay ATM
Debit cards have been issued to all the accountholders. Savings
accounts of all the identified uncovered households have been
opened. The Bank has mobilized ¥206.14 Crore in these
accounts opened during the campaign period. The Bank also
implemented Aadhaar based account opening using e-KYC.
The Bank is live on Aadhaar Enabled Payment System (On-
us and Off-us) and RuPay card PIN Based transactions.

Performance of Regional Rural Bank

Maharashtra Gramin Bank (MGB) is a Regional Rural Bank
sponsored by the Bank, having its Head Office at Aurangabad,
Maharashtra state. Total no of branches as on 31.3.2015 stood
at 391 in its area of operation covering 17 out of 36 districts of
Maharashtra State.

All 391 branches and controlling offices are now under CBS.
MGB opened 13 new branches during this year.

The percentage of CASA to total deposit is 58.07 %.Operating
profit of MGB is 95.25 Crore (growth of 24.83 %).

The financial statements are prepared under the historical
cost conventions except as otherwise stated and conform to
the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) which
include statutory provisions, practices prevailing within the
Banking Industry in India , the regulatory/ Reserve Bank of
India (“RBI”) guidelines, applicable Accounting Standards/
Guidance Notes issued by the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India (ICAl).

The preparation of financial statements requires the
management to make estimates and assumptions
considered in the reported amount of assets and liabilities
(including contingent liabilities) as of the date of financial
statements and reported income and expenses for the
period under report. Management is of the view that the
estimates used in the preparation of financial statements
are prudent and reasonable.

Revenue and costs are accounted for on accrual basis
except as stated in para 6.1 below.

The accounting policies with regard to Revenue
Recognition, Investments and Advances are in conformity
with the prudential accounting norms issued by Reserve
Bank of India from time to time.

The foreign currency transactions are translated at the
weekly average closing rates for the preceding week as
published by Foreign Exchange Dealers’ Association of
India (FEDAI). Revaluation of foreign currency assets and
liabilities as on Balance Sheet date is done at the closing
exchange rate published by FEDAI and the resultant profit/
loss is accounted for in the Profit & Loss Account.

Outstanding Forward Foreign Exchange Contracts are
stated at contracted rates and revalued/ marked to market
as on quarterly basis and on Balance Sheet date at the
exchange rates published by FEDAI for specified maturities
by discounting the same at the applicable MIFOR rate
published by FIMMDA - Reuter, i.e. on PV01 basis. The
resulting profit/loss, on revaluation, is recognized in the
Profit & Loss Account in accordance with RBI / FEDAI
guidelines and the effect is taken to “Other Assets” in case
of gain or to “Other Liabilities” in case of loss.

Contingent Liabilities on account of Guarantees and Letters
of Credit issued in foreign currency are stated in the Balance
Sheet at the closing exchange rates published by FEDAL.

Credit exposure of the un-hedged foreign currency
exposure, if any, of the constituents shall attract provisioning
and capital requirements as per RBI guidelines.

Bank decides the category of each investment at the time of
acquisition and classifies the same accordingly. Shifting of
securities from one category to another, other than shifting
/ transfer from HFT to AFS category, is done once in a
year with the approval of Board of Directors, at the least of
acquisition cost / book value / market value on the date of
shifting. The depreciation, if any, on such shifting is provided
for and the book value of the security is adjusted accordingly.
The transfer of securities from one category to another is
made as per permission from or guidelines of Reserve Bank
of India. Transfer / shifting of investments from HFT to AFS
category will be executed under exceptional circumstances,
like not being able to sell the securities within 90 days due
to tight liquidity conditions, or extreme volatility, or market
becoming unidirectional.

REPO / Reverse REPO

The Bank has adopted the Uniform Accounting Procedure
prescribed by the RBI for accounting of market Repo and
Reverse Repo transactions. Repo and Reverse Repo
Transactions are treated as Collateralized Borrowing /
Lending Operations with an agreement to repurchase on the
agreed terms. Securities sold under Repo are continued to
be shown under investment and Securities purchased under
Reverse Repo are not included in Investment. Outstanding
Repo/ Term Repo is disclosed as borrowing and outstanding
Reverse Repo is disclosed as lending. Costs and revenues
are accounted for as interest expenditure / income, as the
case may be.

Valuation of investments:
a. Held to Maturity:

(i) Securities under the category ‘Held to Maturity’
are valued at average cost. Wherever the cost
is higher than the face value, the premium is
amortized over the remaining period of maturity
on straight line basis.

Liquidity Management

The bank has mechanism to monitor its liquidity position
on daily basis. It is also using predictive tools to manage
the liquidity. Framework on liquidity standards i.e. Liquidity
coverage ratio — liquidity risk monitoring tools has become a
standard with effect from 01st January 2015. It is complying
with these standards prescribed by RBI.

Liquidity Coverage Ratio:

Liquidity coverage ratio aims to ensure that a bank maintains
an adequate level of unencumbered High Quality Liquid
Assets (HQLAs) that can be converted into cash to meet its
liquidity needs for a 30 calendar day’s time horizon under
a significantly severe liquidity stress scenario specified by
RBI. At present the minimum requirement of LCR is 60%.

There are two components to calculate the LCR (i) High
Quality Liquid Assets (ii) Net Cash outflow over the 30 days
time period.

(i) High Quality Liquid Assets (HQLAs) majorly consist of,

. Cash , Investment in SLR securities in excess of
minimum SLR requirement,

«  Within mandatory SLR requirement , government
securities elig ble for RBI's Marginal Standing Facility
and Facility to avail liquidity for liquidity coverage ratio
(FALLCR),

«  Corporate bonds/commercial papers, not issued by a
bank/financial institution/NBFC or any other affiliated
entities with the credit rating “AA-* or better by eligible
credit rating agencies.

. Equity investment in the entities other than bank/
financial institution/NBFC or any other affiliated entities
and included in the NSE CNX Nifty and/or S&P BSE
Sensex indices

(i) Cash outflows have been considered majorly on
account of total deposits (irrespective of period)
except for small and business customers for which
term deposits maturing within 30 days have been
considered. Cash outflows are netted off with the
contractual cash inflows for 30 days period.

The Banks’ average LCR for the quarter end 31.03.15
was 80.87%. LCR of 80.87% indicates that on an
average 80.87% of weighted net cash outflows over
period of 30 days are covered by weighted amount of
HQLAs.

Other monitoring tools for liquidity risk management:

In addition to the LCR, the Bank has employed other
monitoring tools for liquidity risk management such as:

Contractual maturity mismatch:

The contractual maturity mismatch profile identifies the gaps
between the contractual inflows and outflows of liquidity
for defined time bands. These liquidity gaps indicates
how much liquidity would potentially need to raise in each
of these time bands if all outflows occurred at the earliest
possible date. This metric provides insight into the extent to
which the bank relies on maturity transformation under its
current contracts.

The Bank is monitoring this contractual maturity mismatch
on daily basis.

This metric is meant to identify that source of funding that
is of such significances, the withdrawal of which could
trigger liquidity problems. The Bank has put in place a limit
on maximum amount for accepting deposit from single
customer. It has diversified sources of funding.

Available unencumbered assets:

This provides the information on the available unencumbered
assets which have the potential to be used as collateral to
raise additional secured funding in secondary markets or
from RBI.

LCR by significant currency;

The Bank does not have significant exposure to foreign
currency hence it doesn’'t compute LCR for any other
foreign currency.

Market related monitoring tools:

This includes high frequency market data that can serve
as early warning indicators in monitoring potential liquidity
difficulties. This includes movement in share prices of the
bank, discount rate of certificate of deposits raised by it and
prices of bonds issued by it.

Intraday liquidity management:

The Bank has developed and adopted intra-day liquidity
strategies that allow monitoring and measure expected daily
inflows and outflows. This facilitates arrangement to acquire
sufficient intraday funding to meet the intraday needs.

Bank has put in place a policy for management of currency
induced credit risk arising out of exposure to its constituents which
inter-alia specifies the mechanism to ascertain Unhedged Foreign
Currency Exposure (UFCE) and mitigate the same by pricing the
exposure as well as incremental provisioning as under —

a. Method to ascertain the amount of Unhedged Foreign
Currency Exposure (UFCE):

The amount of UFCE of the constituents is measured by
obtaining the periodical information from the clients having
exposure of ¥ 10 crore and above. For this purpose, items
maturing or having cash flows over the period of next
five years only are considered. Further, items which are
effective hedges, financial hedge and / or natural hedge, of
each other are set off. (Financial hedge through a derivative
contract (e.g. Forward Cover) and Natural hedge may be
considered when cash flows arising out of the operations
of the company offset the risk arising out of the Foreign
Currency Exposure. For the purpose of computing UFCE,
an exposure may be considered naturally hedged if the
offsetting exposure has the maturity/cash flow within the
same accounting year).

b. Method to estimate the extent of likely loss:

The loss to the entity in case of movement in exchange
rate is calculated using the annualised volatilities. For this
purpose, largest annual volatility seen in the rates during
the period of last ten years is taken as the movement of the
rate in the adverse direction.

c. Method to estimate the riskiness of unhedged position
and provide appropriately:

The likely loss / EBID so arrived at is taken as the base, as
per which consolidated UFCE on behalf of the constituents
is calculated, based on the model specified by the Bank.
Such exposure is subjected to additional provisioning and
also incremental capital requirement.

Further, the pricing to such constituents is accordingly re-
priced based on the risk profile of the borrower by loading
an appropriate premium to cover the UFCE.

Unsecured Advances:

Unsecured advance include ¥880.15 Crore (¥531.53 crore) as on
31.03.2015 which are collaterally secured by intangible securities
such as charge over the rights, licenses, authorities etc. The
estimated value of such intangible collateral is ¥1237.33 Crore
(¥ 848.29 crore ) as on 31.03.2015.

Qualitative Disclosures

a.

Capital Management

The Bank has a process for assessing its overall capital
adequacy in relation to the Bank’s risk profile and a strategy for
maintaining its capital levels. The process provides an assurance
that the Bank has adequate capital to support all risks inherent
to its business. The Bank actively manages its capital to meet
regulatory norms by considering available options of raising
capital.

Organisational Set-up:

The Capital Management of the Bank is administered by
Its Financial Management and Accounts Department in co-
ordination with Integrated Risk Management Department under
the supervision of the Board of Directors. The bank has also
formed capital planning committee to provide guidance.

Internal Assessment of Capital:

The Bank’s Capital Management framework includes a
comprehensive Internal Capital Adequacy Assessment Process
(ICAAP) conducted annually which determines the adequate
level of capitalisation for the Bank to meet regulatory norms
and current and future business need, including under stressed
scenarios. The ICAAP encompasses capital planning for two
years time horizon, after the identification and evaluation of the
significance of all risks that the Bank faces, which may have
an adverse material impact on its financial position. The Bank
considers the following as risks it is exposed to in the normal
course of its business and considers for capital planning:

The Bank periodically assesses and refines its stress tests in an
effort to ensure that the stress scenarios capture material risks
as well as reflect poss ble extreme market moves that could
arise as a result of business environment conditions. The stress
tests are used in conjunction with the Bank’s business plans for
the purpose of capital planning.

Monitoring and Reporting:

The Board of Directors of the Bank monitors the capital
adequacy levels of the Bank. On a quarterly basis an analysis of
the capital adequacy position and the risk weighted assets and
an assessment of the various aspects of Basel Il on capital and
risk management as stipulated by RBI, are undertaken by the
Board.

Qualitative Disclosures

Credit Risk is defined as the possibility of losses associated with
diminution in the credit quality of borrowers or counterparties. In a
bank’s portfolio, losses stem from outright default due to inability or
unwillingness of a customer or counterparty to meet commitments in
relation to lending, trading, settlement and other financial transactions.

Organizational Structure for Credit Risk Management

The Bank has comprehensive credit risk management architecture.
The Board of Directors of the Bank endorses its Credit Risk strategy
and approves the credit risk policies. The Board has formed committees
to oversee the risk management processes, procedures and systems
in the Bank. Risk Management Committee (RMC) is responsible for
devising policy and strategy for credit risk management. For this
purpose, committee co-ordinates with Credit Risk Management
Committee (CRMC) of the Bank. CRMC is responsible for overseeing
implementation of credit risk management framework across the Bank
and providing recommendations to the RMC.

Policy & Strategy

The Bank has been following a conservative risk philosophy. The
important aspects of the risk philosophy are embodied in various policies,
circulars, guidelines etc. The business objectives and the strategy of the
Bank are decided taking into account the profit considerations, the level
of various risks faced, level of capital, market scenario and competition.
The Bank is conscious of its asset quality and earnings and judiciously
matches profit maximization with risk control.

The Lending & Loan Review Policy, Credit Risk Management Policy
documents define organizational structure, role and responsibilities
and, the processes and tools whereby the credit risks carried by the
Bank can be identified, quantified and managed within the framework
that the Bank considers consistent with its mandate and risk appetite.
The policies prescribe various prudential and exposure limits,
collateral standards, financial benchmarks for the purpose of credit
risk management. The policy on Credit Risk Mitigation Techniques
& Collateral Management lays down the details of elig ble collaterals
for credit risk mitigation under Basel Ill framework. The Investment
Management Policy & Investment Risk Management Policy forms an
integral part of credit risk in the Bank.

Systems / Process / tools for Credit Risk Management

Credit Appraisal standards: The Bank has in place proactive credit
risk management practices | ke consistent standard for the credit
origination, maintenance and documentation for all credit exposures
including off balance sheet items. Systems of periodic reviews,
periodic inspections and collateral management systems are in place.

Exposure Limits: Credit risk limits including single / group borrower
limits, substantial exposure limits, exposure limits in respect of
sectors / industries are in place. The exposure vis-a-vis the limits are
monitored.

Credit Approval Committees: Credit Approval committees have
been constituted at various levels covering very large branches / Zonal
offices / Head Office for considering fresh / existing proposals with
or without enhancement. A structure namely, New Business Group
(NBG) is in place at Head Office level for considering in-principle
approval for taking up fresh credit proposal above a specified cut-off.

Sanctioning Powers: The Bank follows a well-defined multi-layered
discretionary power structure for sanctioning of loans. Higher sanctioning
powers are delegated to sanctioning authorities for sanctioning loans
and advances to better rated customers in line with RBI guidelines. In
respect of high value loans, committee approach is adopted.

Credit Risk Rating and Appraisal Process: The Bank manages its
credit risk through continuous measuring and monitoring of risks at
each obligor (borrower) and portfolio level. The Bank has in place an
internal credit risk rating framework and well established standardized
credit appraisal / approval processes. Credit risk rating enables the
Bank to accurately assess the risk in a credit proposition and take a
decision to accept or reject the proposal based on the risk appetite of
the Bank. It also enables risk pricing of credit facilities for risk return
trade off.

As a measure of robust credit risk management practices, the Bank
has in place a framework for approval of credit risk ratings. Rating for
every borrower is reviewed at least once in a year. Credit risk rating,
as a concept, has been well internalized in the Bank.

Loan review Mechanism: The objectives of the Loan Review
Mechanism are:

i) To ensure that credit decisions by various authorities are in
conformity with the Bank’s Lending Policy and delegated lending
powers.

ii)  To ensure that stipulated terms & conditions of sanction are
complied with and various post sanction follow up, monitoring and
supervision measures prescribed by the Bank are adhered to.

in time so as to revise the risk perception and take necessary
corrective action if necessary, immediately.

iv) To aim at achieving maintenance of standard assets quality and
up gradation in non-performing assets (NPAs) so as to have a
favourable impact on profitability of the Bank through prevention

/ reduction / up gradation of NPAs.

v)  To assess the health of credit portfolio of the Bank and to apprise

the Top Management about the same from time to time.

Checks and balances viz. separation of credit risk management from
credit sanctions, system of assigning credit risk rating, validation of
ratings, mechanism to price credit facilities depending on risk rating
of customer, credit audit etc. are in place. Minimum entry level rating
benchmarks are stipulated. A suitable mechanism is in place to
monitor aggregate exposure on other banks and country exposures.
A diversified credit portfolio is maintained and a system to conduct
regular analysis of portfolio so as to ensure ongoing control of credit
concentration is in place.

Loans past due and Impaired:

The regulatory guidelines are adhered to in respect of income
recognition, asset classification and provisioning, the Bank considers
following categories of loans and advances as Non-performing Assets,
wherein:

u Interest and/or installment of principal remain overdue for a

period of more than 90 days in respect of a Term Loan

[ The account remains ‘out of order’ in respect of an Overdraft/
Cash Credit (OD/CC)

[ The bill remains overdue for a period of more than 90 days in the
case of Bills Purchased and Discounted

[ In case of agricultural advances, interest and/or installment of

principal remains overdue for 2 crop seasons (in respect of short
duration crops) & 1 crop season (in respect of long duration crops).

Any amount receivable that remains overdue for a period of
more than 90 days in respect of other accounts.

‘Out of Order’ status: An account is treated as ‘out of order’ if the
outstanding balance remains continuously in excess of the sanctioned
limit/drawing power. In cases where the outstanding balance in the
principal operating account is less than the sanctioned limit/drawing
power, but there are no credits continuously for 90 days as on the
date of Balance Sheet or credits are not enough to cover the interest
debited during the same period, these accounts are also treated as
‘out of order’.

Overdue: Any amount due to the bank under any credit facility is
‘overdue’ if it is not paid on the due date fixed by the bank.

Types of exposures for which each agency is used:

The Bank has used the solicited ratings assigned by the above
approved credit rating agencies for all eligible exposures, both the
balance sheet and off balance sheet, whether short-term or long-
term, in the manner permitted in the RBI guidelines on the New
Capital Adequacy Framework (NCAF). The Bank has not made any
discrimination among ratings assigned by these agencies nor has
restricted their usage to any particular type of exposure.

The key aspects of the Bank’s External Ratings application framework
are as follows:

© The Bank shall use the ratings assigned by any of these credit

rating agencies as solicited and accepted by the borrowers in
line with RBI guidelines.

Wherever available, the Bank uses facility rating or bank loan
rating for risk weighting the borrower’s exposures. Where issuer
rating is available the Bank uses such ratings unless the bank
loan is specifically rated.

When a borrower is assigned a rating that maps to a risk weight
of 150%, then this rating is applied on all the unrated facilities of
the borrower and risk weighted at 150%.

The RBI guidelines outline specific conditions for facilities that
have multiple ratings. In this context, the lower rating, where
there are two ratings and the second-lowest rating where there
are two or more ratings are used for a given facility.

While mapping/applying the ratings assigned by the credit
rating agencies, the Bank is guided by Regulatory guidelines /

Bank’s Board approved policy.

Qualitative Disclosures

Policies for Credit Risk Mitigation:

The Bank has a Board approved policy framework for collateral
management and credit risk mitigation techniques, which
include among other aspects guidelines on acceptable types
of collateral, ongoing monitoring of collateral including the
frequency and basis of valuation and application of credit risk
mitigation techniques.

Collateral Management

The Bank defines collateral as it is an additional or sub-ordinate
security given, over and above the primary security or in
substitution thereof. It serves as an additional comfort to the
bank for recovery of loans in default situations. At times, these
securities are not connected to the main business of the borrower
or may not be owned by the borrower. The Bank ensures that the
underlying documentation for the collateral provides the Bank
appropriate rights over the collateral or other forms of credit
enhancement including the right to liquidate retain or take legal
possession of it in a timely manner in the event of default by the
counterparty.

Collateral Valuation

As stipulated by the RBI guidelines, the Bank uses the
comprehensive approach for collateral valuation. Under this
approach, the Bank reduces its exposure to counterparty when
calculating its capital requirements to the extent of risk mitigation
provided by the eligible collateral as specified in the Basel Ill
guidelines. The Bank also applies appropriate haircuts. Bank
has also put in place Lending Policy duly approved by the
Board, which lay down the types of securities normally accepted
by the Bank for lending, and administration / monitoring of such
securities in order to safeguard/protect the interest of the Bank
so as to minimize the risk associated with it. Both the fixed and
the current assets obtained to secure the loans granted by the
Bank as per policy prescription are subjected to valuation by
outside valuers empanelled by the Bank. In respect of high value
of collateral. Valuation from two or more valuers is obtained,

Description of the main types of collateral taken by the Bank

For the purpose of computation of capital requirement for
Credit Risk, the Bank recognizes only those collaterals that are
considered as eligible for risk mitigation in RBI guidelines, which
are as follows:

0  Cash Deposit with banks

o Gold, including bullion and Jewellery

o Securities issued by Central and State Governments
o Kisan Vikas Patra and National Savings Certificate

Wherever required the Bank obtains personal or corporate
guarantee as an additional comfort for mitigation of credit risk
which can be translated into a direct claim on the guarantor
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which is unconditional and irrevocable. The Bank also accepts
guarantee given by State / Central Government/ECGC/CGTMSE
as a security comfort.

Concentrations within Credit Risk Mitigation

The RBI guidelines, among its conditions for elig ble credit risk
mitigants, require that there should not be a material positive
correlation between the credit quality of the counterparty and the
value of the collateral being considered. Currently, Bank does
not have any concentration risk within credit risk mitigation.

Quantitative Disclosures:

Market Risk:

Market Risk is defined as the possibility of loss to a bank caused by
adverse movements in the market variables such as interest rates,
foreign currency exchange rates, equity prices and commodity prices.
Bank’s exposure to market risk arises from domestic investments
(interest related instruments and equities) in trading book (both AFS
and HFT categories), the Foreign exchange positions. Bank is not
trading in commodities. The objective of the market risk management
is to minimize the impact of losses on earnings and equity arising from
market risk.

Policies, strategies and processes for of

Market Risk

management

The Bank has put in place Board approved Investment Management
Policy & Investment Risk Management Policy, Market Risk
Management Policy and Asset Liability Management (ALM) Policy for
effective management of market risk in the Bank. The above policies lay
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down well-defined organization structure for market risk management
functions and processes whereby the market risks carried by the Bank
are identified, measured, monitored and controlled within the policy
framework consistent with the Bank’s risk tolerance. The policies deal
with the reporting framework for effective monitoring of market risk
and also set various risk limits such as Overnight Limit, Intra-day limit,
Aggregate Gap limit, Stop Loss limit, VaR limit etc. Exposure limits
are set for the counterparty banks and the exposures are monitored
on daily basis.

The ALM Policy specifically deals with liquidity risk and interest rate
risk management framework. The Bank has put in place mechanism
of short term dynamic liquidity management and contingency plan for
liquidity management. Prudential (Tolerance) limits are set for different
residual maturity time buckets for efficient asset liability management.
The Bank’s contingency plan for liquidity management comprises
various contingent measures to deal with any kind of stress on liquidity
position. The Bank has put in place Board approved Stress Testing
Policy and conducts periodic stress tests on liquidity risk, interest rate
risk and foreign exchange risk.

Interest rate risk is managed through use of Gap Analysis of rate
sensitive assets and liabilities and monitored through prudential
(Tolerance) limits prescribed. The Bank also has put in place Duration
Gap Analysis framework for management of interest rate risk. The
Bank estimates Earnings at Risk (EaR) and Modified Duration Gap
(DGAP) periodically against adverse movement in interest rate for
assessing the impact on Net Interest Income (NII) and Economic
Value of Equity (EVE).

The Asset Liability Management Committee (ALCO) / Board monitors
adherence of prudential limits fixed by the Bank and determines the
strategy in light of the market conditions. Dealing room activities
are centralized and system is in place to monitor the dealing room
activities. The Mid- Office at the Treasury & International Banking
Department (TIBD) also monitors adherence of prudential limits on a
continuous basis.

Market Risk Management Policy - To ensure that the Bank’s operations
are in line with Management expectations of return vis-a-vis market
risk, it is crucial that the Bank has a defined set of principles and
processes in place for articulating how it plans to manage the market
risks it faces, in the Trading or Banking Book.

The Bank’s Market Risk Management Policy aims to set out the broad
outlines of the processes by which the market risks carried by the Bank
shall be managed i.e. identified, measured, controlled and monitored
in such a way that the risk taken is within the approved risk tolerance
limits. The scope of this policy covers market risks arising from the
bank’s “Trading book” and investment portion of “Banking book”.

The aggregate exposure on country-wise basis is taken for monitoring
the country risk. For risk categorization of various countries, the
ECGC risk classification is used by the Bank. Exposure on High Risk
countries are taken with proper risk mitigation.

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Operational Risk is risk of loss resulting from inadequate or failed
internal processes, people and systems or from external events.
Operational risk includes Legal risk but excludes Strategic and
Reputation Risk.

Policies on management of Operational Risk:

The Bank has framed Operational Risk Management Policy in line
with the RBI Guidelines for the Advanced Approaches for Operational
Risk (TSA & AMA) duly approved by the Board. The other policies
approved by the Board which deal with management of operational
risk are (a) Information System Security Policy, (b) Business Continuity
Planning Policy, (c) Compliance Policy, (d) Outsourcing Policy and (e)
Fraud Risk Management Policy.

Strategies and processes: The Operational Risk Management
process of the Bank is driven by a strong organizational culture and
sound operating procedures, involving corporate values, internal
control culture, effective internal reporting. Policies are put in place for
effective management of Operational Risk in the Bank.

The Bank has been constantly reviewing the legal documents to
ensure that the legal documents are comprehensive and enforceable.
As a measure of risk transfer, the Bank has obtained insurance cover
for all the assets owned by the Bank. It is also ensured that the
assets financed by the Bank are also adequately insured as a risk
mitigation measure. The operational risk management policy outlines
the organization structure and detail processes for management
of operational risk. The basic objective of the policy is to closely
integrate operational risk management system into the day-to-day
risk management processes of the Bank by clearly assigning roles
for effectively identifying, assessing, monitoring and controlling /
mitigating operational risks and by timely reporting of operational risk
exposures including material operational losses. Operational risks in
the Bank are managed through comprehensive and well-articulated
internal control framework.

Approach adopted for capital charge computation for operational
risk: The Bank is following Basic Indicator Approach (BIA) for
calculating capital charge for Operational Risk. The Bank is preparing
for migrating to The Standardized Approach (TSA) and then for
Advanced Measurement Approach (AMA) for calculation of capital
risk charge for Operational Risk. The Bank has received approval
for migrating to ‘The Standardised Approach’ (TSA) for calculating
Operational Risk Capital Charge as a parallel run only. However, the
Bank has allowed maintaining the capital charge as gets calculated
under Basic Indicator Appraoch (BIA) for regulatory purpose.

From the exchange side, the limits stipulated are (1) initial margin
(2) mark to market margins (3) open interest. Open interest and
mark to market margins are adhered to by the bank.

In respect of currency futures transactions, Bank is maintaining
account with the exchange approved Bank for the purpose of
clearing and settlement of the transactions and also maintains
the margin in the form of cash/bank deposits/bank guarantees/

Accounting Conventions:

The accompanying consolidated financial statements are
prepared under the historical cost conventions except as
otherwise stated and conform to the Generally Accepted
Accounting Principles (GAAP) which include statutory provisions,
practices prevailing within the Banking Industry in India, the
regulatory/ Reserve Bank of India (“RBI”) guidelines, Accounting
Standards/ guidance notes issued by Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India (ICAI).

The preparation of financial statements requires the management
to make estimates and assumptions considered in the reported
amount of assets and liabilities (including contingent liabilities)
as of the date of financial statements and reported income and
expenses for the period under report. Management is of the view
that the estimates used in the preparation of financial statements
are prudent and reasonable.

The Consolidated Financial Statements have been prepared in
accordance with Accounting Standard 21 — “Consolidated Financial
Statements” and Accounting Standard 23 — “Accounting for
Investments in Associates in Consolidated Financial Statements”,
issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India.

Revenue and costs are accounted for on accrual basis except as
stated in para 7.1 below.

The accounting policies with regard to Revenue Recognition,
Investments and Advances in relation to Banking Business are
in conformity with the prudential norms issued by the Reserve
Bank of India from time to time.

The financial statements of the Subsidiary and Associate
considered in preparation of Consolidated Financial Statement
are drawn up to 31st March 2015.

Basis of Preparation of Consolidated Financial
Statement & its impact

The Consolidated financial statements of the Bank & its
subsidiary have been combined on a line-by-line basis by adding
together the like items of assets, liabilities, income & expenses,
after fully eliminating intra-group balances / transactions. The
excess of the cost of investment to the parent over and above
its proportionate share in equity of the subsidiary as on date of
investment is recognized as Goodwill. While excess of share in
equity of the subsidiary over the cost of investment is credited to
Capital Reserve.

The Consolidated financial statements of the Bank & its associate
have been combined on Equity Method basis. The excess of
carrying cost of Bank’s investment in Associate is recognized in
the financial statements as goodwill.

The financial statement of the Subsidiary has been regrouped
with that of the parent Bank, wherever necessary.

The subsidiary has used accounting policies other than those
adopted by the Bank in certain cases for like transactions &
events in similar circumstances. No adjustments have been
made to the financial statements of the subsidiary, when they
are used in preparing the consolidated financial statements.
However, the proportion of the items in the consolidated financial
statements to which the different accounting policies are applied
by the subsidiary is insignificant.

Foreign Exchange Transactions:

The foreign currency transactions are translated at the weekly
average closing rates for the preceding week as published
by Foreign Exchange Dealers’ Association of India (FEDAI).
Revaluation of foreign currency assets and liabilities as on
Balance Sheet date is done at the closing exchange rate
published by FEDAI and the resultant profit/loss is accounted for
in the Profit & Loss Account.

Outstanding Forward Foreign Exchange Contracts are stated at
contracted rates and revalued/ marked to market as on quarterly
basis and on Balance Sheet date at the exchange rates published
by FEDAI for specified maturities by discounting the same at
the applicable MIFOR rate published by FIMMDA - Reuter,
i.e. on PVO1 basis. The resulting profit/loss, on revaluation, is
recognized in the Profit & Loss Account in accordance with RBI
/ FEDAI guidelines and the effect is taken to “Other Assets” in
case of gain or to “Other Liabilities” in case of loss.

Contingent Liabilities on account of Guarantees and Letters of
Credit issued in foreign currency are stated in the Balance Sheet
at the closing exchange rates published by FEDAI

Credit exposure of the un-hedged foreign currency exposure,
if any, of the constituents shall attract provisioning and capital
requirements as per RBI guidelines.

As per Reserve Bank of India guidelines, the investments are
classified and valued as under:

Bank decides the category of each investment at the time of
acquisition and classifies the same accordingly. Shifting of
securities from one category to another, other than shifting /
transfer from HFT to AFS category, is done once in a year with
the approval of Board of Directors, at the least of acquisition
cost / book value / market value on the date of shifting the
depreciation, if any, on such shifting is provided for and the
book value of the security is adjusted accordingly. The transfer
of securities from one category to another is made as per
permission from or guidelines of Reserve Bank of India. Transfer
/ shifting of investments from HFT to AFS category will be
executed under exceptional circumstances, like not being able to
sell the securities within 90 days due to tight liquidity conditions,
or extreme volatility, or market becoming unidirectional..

REPO / Reverse REPO

The Bank has adopted the Uniform Accounting Procedure
prescribed by the RBI for accounting of market Repo and Reverse
Repo transactions. Repo and Reverse Repo Transactions are
treated as Collateralized Borrowing / Lending Operations with
an agreement to repurchase on the agreed terms. Securities
sold under Repo are continued to be shown under investment
and Securities purchased under Reverse Repo are not included
in Investment. Outstanding Repo / Term Repo is disclosed
as borrowing and outstanding Reverse Repo is disclosed as
lending. Costs and revenues are accounted for as interest
expenditure / income, as the case may be.

Valuation of investments
Held to Maturity:

i Securities under the category ‘Held to Maturity’ are valued
at average cost. Wherever the cost is higher than the face
value, the premium is amortized over the remaining period
of maturity on straight line basis. In case of investments,
where the cost price is less than the face value, the
difference is ignored .

i In case of investments in subsidiaries and joint ventures
permanent diminution in value is recognized and provided
for; investment in RRB is valued at carrying cost.

i On sale of investments in this category (a) the net profit is
initially taken to profit and loss account and thereafter net
of applicable taxes and proportionate statutory reserve is
appropriated to the ‘Capital Reserve account’; and (b) the
net loss is charged to the Profit & Loss Account

Available for Sale:

The individual securities under this category are marked to
market on a quarterly basis. Central/ State Government securities
are valued at market rates declared by Fixed Income Money
Market and Derivatives Association of India [FIMMDA]. Other
approved securities, Debentures and Bonds are valued as per
the yield curve, average credit spread rating and methodology
suggested by FIMMDA. Quoted Shares are valued at market
rates. Unquoted shares are valued at book value ascertained
from the latest available Balance Sheet i.e Balance sheet of
immediate preceding year and in case the latest Balance Sheet
is not available, the same is valued at ¥1/- per company / Scrip.

Investments in discounted instruments, viz. Treasury bills,
Certificate of deposits and commercial papers, Zero coupon
Bonds are valued at carrying cost. Mutual Fund Instruments are
valued at market rate or repurchase price or net asset value in
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that order depending on their availability. Investments in Security
Receipts /PTCs issued by Asset Reconstruction Companies
(ARCs) in respect of financial assets sold to ARCs are carried
at lower of redemption value and net book value (i.e. book value
less provision held), of the financial assets.

In the case of METCO, fixed assets are stated at cost, less
accumulated depreciation and impairment losses, if any. Cost
includes all expenditure necessary to bring the asset to its
working conditions for its intended use. Assets sold are reduced
from the fixed assets and after taking effect of depreciation,
profit / loss has been calculated. Depreciation is provided on
the Written down value basis applying new standards as per
Companies Act 2013, on the basis of useful life of assets.

Revenue Recognition

All revenues and costs are accounted for on accrual basis except
the following items, which are accounted for on cash basis:-

a. Interest on Advances and Investments identified as Non-
Performing Assets according to the prudential norms issued
by Reserve Bank of India, from time to time.

Pursuant to RBI guidelines, the interest payable on overdue
term deposit is provided on accrual basis at Saving Bank rate
effective from date of RBI circular dated 22.08.2008, and the
balance at the time of renewal.

Employees’ Benefits:

Defined Contribution Plan: The contribution paid / payable under
defined contribution benefit schemes are charged to profit and
loss account.

Defined Benefit Plan: Bank’s liabilities towards defined benefit
schemes are determined on the basis of an actuarial valuation
made at the end of financial year. Actuarial gains and losses are
recognized in the Profit and Loss account.

Impairment of Assets

Impairment losses if any, on fixed assets including Revalued
Assets, are recognized in accordance with Accounting Standard
28- “Impairment of Assets” issued by Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India (ICAI) and charged to profit and loss
account.

Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets:

As per the Accounting Standard 29-“Provisions, Contingent
Liabilities and Contingent Assets” issued by by Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India (ICAl), the Bank recognizes
provisions only when it has a present obligation as a result of

Contingent assets are not recognized in the financial statements
since this may result in the recognition of the income that may
never be realized.

Net Profit, Provisions and Contingencies:

The Net Profit disclosed is after making the Provisions and
Contingencies which include adjustment to the value of
investments, write off of bad debts, provision for taxation
(including deferred taxation), provision for advances and
contingencies/others.

Income tax:

The provision for tax for the year comprises liability towards
Current Income Tax, Wealth Tax and Deferred Tax. The deferred
tax asset/ liability is recognized, subject to the consideration of
prudence, taking into account the timing differences between
the taxable income and accounting income, in terms of the
Accounting Standard 22 issued by Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India (ICAI). The effect of change in tax rates on
deferred tax assets and liabilities is recognized in the profit and
loss account in the period of applicability of the change.

Interest income on refund of Income Tax is accounted for in the
year the order is passed by the concerned authority.

The demand raised by the Income Tax authorities including the
interest thereon is provided for when the demand is upheld in the
second appeal (i.e. by ITAT)

The tax expenses shown in the Consolidated Financial
Statements is the aggregate of the amounts of tax expenses
appearing in the separate financial statements of the parent &
subsidiary.

Earnings Per Share

Basic and Diluted earnings per equity share are reported in
accordance with the Accounting Standard (AS-20) “Earnings
Per Share” issued by ICAIl. Basic Earnings per share is arrived
by dividing net profit by the weighted average number of equity
shares outstanding for the period.

we have audited the accompanying Consolidated Financial
Statements of Bank of Maharashtra, its subsidiary and an
associate (the Group), which comprise the consolidated Balance
Sheet as at 31st March 2015, the Consolidated Profit and Loss
Account and the Consolidated Cash Flow Statement for the year
then ended and a summary of significant accounting policies and
other explanatory information.

Incorporated in these consolidated financial statements are the:
(a) audited accounts of the bank audited by 4(Four) Joint Auditors
which reflect total assets of Rs. 146018.79 crore as at 31st
March 2015, total revenue of Rs 13671.42 crore, profits of Rs
450.69 crore and net cash inflows amounting to Rs 650.82 crore
for the year then ended; audited accounts of one subsidiary, one
associate audited by other auditors whose financial statements
reflects the group’s share in total assets of Rs 146072.94 crore
as at 31st March 2015, the group’s share in the total revenue
of Rs 13685.77 crore, the group’s share in net cash inflows
amounting to Rs. 650.81 crore. The entities of the group whose
financial statements are included in the Consolidated Financial
Statements are listed in Schedule 18 - Notes to Accounts -
which forms part of the Consolidated Financial Statements of
the Group.

We did not audit the financial statements of subsidiary whose
financial statement reflect total asset of Rs.990.83 lacs as on
31st March 2015, and net profit of Rs.30.09 lacs for the year
ended on that date, and associate whose financial statements
reflect the Group share of profit of Rs. 1363.34 lacs for the
year ended on that date as considered in consolidated financial
statements. These financial statements have been furnished to
us and our opinion is so far as it relates to the amounts included
in respect of the subsidiary and the associate is based solely on
the reports of the other auditors.
