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`8,265 crores in FY’11 to `11,707 crores in FY’12, one of the highest net profits earned by any corporate

in the country. Operating Profit for your Bank crossed `30,000 crores mark, rising by 24.62% to `31,574

crores in FY’12 from `25,336 crores in FY’11, indicating that core operations remain robust.

Your Bank consolidated gains on the income side by recording a robust increase in Net Interest

Income. In particular, Interest Income on Advances rose by 35.18% from `59,976 crores in FY’11

to `81,078 crores in FY’12. Interest income of your Bank increased by 30.87% in FY’12 against

a growth of 14.65% in FY’11 while growth in interest expenses stood at 29.39% in FY’12. Fee

income also recorded a rise of 4.56% in FY’12. Consequently, Net Interest Income increased by

33.10% to `43,291 crores in FY’12. However, reflecting market conditions, non-interest income

showed a decline of 9.31% due to the loss of `920 crores on account of sale of domestic equity

and bonds.

On the other hand, with lower reliance on bulk deposits, interest paid on deposits showed a smaller

increase of 28.70% from `43,235 crores in FY’11 to `55,644 crores in FY’12. More importantly, the

quarterly movement in income parameters shows that the last year has witnessed a constant and

consistent up trend, leading to enduring results.

Due to a prudent and market driven approach, your Bank is able to lend profitably and borrow at

a reasonable cost which is clearly shown by the strong Net Interest Margin (NIM) of 3.85% in FY’12,

up from 3.32% in FY’11. This performance is remarkable because your Bank has the lowest Base

Rate in the industry, so, clearly we have the trust of the people as we strive to be ‘The Banker

to Every Indian’. I can proudly say that not only have we outperformed our guidance but also your

Bank’s domestic NIM at 4.17% is remarkable as it ranks at the very top among its peers.

You will be happy to see that revenue growth has significantly outstripped growth in expenses. Staff

expenses, which have largely been contained after full provisions for current wages and superannuation

expenses rose by 11.59% from `15,213 crores in FY’11 to `16,974 crores in FY’12. Due to consolidated

improvement all round, total provisions also increased by only 16.37% from `17,071 crores in FY’11

to `19,866 crores in FY’12.

Asset Quality

Along with robust growth, your Bank has ensured that asset quality is maintained. As of end-March’12,

Gross NPAs of your Bank stood at 4.44%. Net NPAs, that had risen to 2.22% in December’11 also

fell below the psychological threshold of 2% to 1.82%. What adds to our strength is that your Bank’s

Provision Coverage Ratio improved to 68.10% in March’12 from 64.95% in March’11, reflecting our

abundant prudence and caution.

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Further, out of total Restructured Standard Assets of `37,168 crores outstanding on the books of

your Bank as on 31st March 2012, only `6,010 crores are in the NPA category, so the risk is well

contained.

Our improved performance in respect of NPAs has been possible due to our committed and focused

efforts. You will be happy to see that we have reduced our NPAs but increased provisioning as a

prudent measure. One reason for the low level NPAs is all-out efforts made by your Bank to step

up recovery. This has also been helped by the fact that your Bank has revived the modular structure

and posted DGMs at modules for closer supervision and monitoring. Going forward, our endeavour

is to keep the NPA levels as low as possible.

Capital structure

I am happy to announce that the Capital Adequacy Ratio for your Bank increased from 11.98% in

March’11 to 13.86% in March’12. Specifically, the Tier-1 Capital Adequacy Ratio, which is the bedrock

of a bank’s strength, rose from 7.77% to 9.79% during this period.

This turnaround has been helped firstly, by improved internal generation and plough back of profits.

A second reason is the `7,900 crores capital infusion by the Government at the end of March 2012.

Finally, the huge effort made by your Bank in terms of optimising capital has paid off.

Let me point out here that while capital infusion happens only once in 3-4 years, as a good corporate

citizen, your Bank discharges its duties diligently and is among the highest tax payers in the country

every year. Including income tax and service tax, the total tax paid by your Bank rose from `7,329

crores in FY’10 to `7,647 crores in FY’12.

Deposits and Advances

You will be glad to see that deposits of your Bank rose from `9,33,933 crores in March’11 to

`10,43,647 crores in March’12, a growth of 11.75%. I would like to draw your attention to the fact

that not only have we grown our deposits, but the quality of your Bank’s deposit growth is very

good. In time deposits, we have stopped taking bulk deposits and CDs and instead focused on

increasing our stable term deposits portfolio. In a scenario where other banks offer higher interest

on savings bank deposits, your Bank’s Savings Bank deposits increased by 11.27% from `3,23,394

crores in March 2011 to `3,59,847 crores in March 2012.

This was made possible through our efforts to deliver value to all our Savings Bank customers through

multi-city cheques, doing away with minimum balance requirement, large number of ATMs and

providing accident insurance for savings bank account holders.

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Let me point out that overall CASA ratio declined from 48.52% in March’11 to 46.64% in

March’12, a decrease of 188 bps, but this is still well above the CASA ratios other banks strive

to achieve.

Gross Advances of your Bank recorded a YoY growth of 15.78% from `7,71,802 crores in March’11

to `8,93,613 crores in March’12. Credit deposit ratio (domestic) at 78.5% as at the end of March’12

was 220 bps higher than 76.3% at the end of March’11.

Your Bank’s advances remain well distributed across all verticals. Large Corporate advances have grown

from `1,08,741 crores in March’11 to `1,25,023 crores in March’12, registering a growth of 15%.

Mid-Corporate Advances increased from `1,57,566 crores to `1,67,639 crores, growing by 6.4%. In

fact, I am happy to place on record that your Bank has crossed a milestone of `1 lakh crore in

agricultural advances.

Retail advances grew 10.9% from `1,64,576 crores in March’11 to `1,82,427 crores in March’12.

Your Bank continues to be the No.1 Home Loan provider with a 26% market share. It also

maintains its retail market leadership in Car loan financing and enjoys a market share of 17.51%

as on March 2012.

Your Bank is also conscious of its responsibility towards the MSME segment which provides

employment to large numbers and contributes substantially to India’s GDP and exports. Advances

under the SME Business Unit grew 17.40% from `1,39,470 crores in March’11 to `1,63,745 crores

in March’12.

Dividend

I am happy to announce that the Board of Directors of your Bank has declared a dividend of

`35 per share (350%) for the year ended 31st March 2012.

New Initiatives

• The new product, ‘unFIXED Deposits’, introduced by your Bank for deposits of 7-180 days, with

option to break the deposit any time without penalty, has been a great success. With interest

rate of 8-9%, this product is uniquely positioned to attract short term funds and compete with

liquid mutual funds, which offer returns ranging from 8.8% to 9.5%.

• To promote trade finance, in March’11 your Bank launched a web-based portal, e-Trade SBI,

to provide access to trade finance services with speed and efficiency. Presently, the e-trade

platform has been introduced in all 6 CAG Branches and 63 MCG Branches. As on 31st March’12,

393 corporates have registered under e-Trade SBI.

Management Discussion and Analysis

ECONOMIC BACKDROP AND

BANKING ENVIRONMENT

The global economy continued to be characterised by

multi-speed growth as fiscal consolidation, private

sector deleveraging and the Euro zone crisis affected

growth in advanced economies. Emerging market

economies are growing but at a slower pace than

expected earlier. Overall, conditions in the US are

improving, Europe is sliding into a mild recession, but

despite slowing growth, India and China are still likely

to provide some support for global recovery.

For the Indian economy, GDP growth in FY’12 is

estimated at 6.5% against 8.4% in FY’11.

Notwithstanding this, India remained one of the fastest

growing economies in the world. India also remained

a favoured destination for investment which is

reflected in increase in FDI to US$ 46.85 billion in FY’12

against US$ 34.85 billion in FY’11. NRI deposits grew

substantially to US$ 11.0 billion in FY’12 from US$ 3.24

billion in FY’11, particularly after deregulation of

interest rates on NRI deposits in December 2011.

Remittances from Indians working abroad remained

robust at US$ 63.7 billion in 2011, the highest among

developing countries.

During FY’12, agriculture and services continued to

perform well but industrial production particularly in

manufacturing slowed perceptibly. Investment was

impacted by domestic and global factors, which

affected manufacturing activity and overall industrial

growth decelerated to 2.6% in FY’12 from 6.8% in

FY’11. Good monsoons led to increase in food grains

production though the deceleration in agriculture and

allied sector GDP growth to 2.8% in FY’12 from 7.0% in

FY’11 was due to high base effect. Services sector

however, remained fairly stable and grew by 8.5% in

FY’12 against 9.2% in FY’11.

On the external front, exports grew by 21% despite

slowdown in global trade. However, the trade gap

widened to $185 billion due to higher import growth

at 32% led by sharp increase in gold and oil imports.

Rise in external debt was driven by increase in external

commercial borrowings, export credit and short-term

debt. Increased flows of NRI deposits also have

implications for India’s external debt.

Inflation remained a concern with average inflation at

9.6% in FY’11 moderating only slightly to 8.8% in FY’12,

prompting RBI to follow a tight monetary policy.

Between May and October 2011, RBI increased the

Repo rate five times from 7.25% to 8.50%. The liquidity

situation remained in deficit mode and banks were

seen borrowing under the Liquidity Adjustment Facility

(LAF). To ease pressure on liquidity and ensure

adequate credit availability, RBI introduced the

Marginal Standing Facility (MSF) and cut CRR by 125

bps in two tranches of 50 bps and 75 bps from 6.0% to

4.75% during the year.

Banking Developments

The moderation in GDP growth following monetary

tightening by RBI affected business growth of banks,

which is reflected in slowdown in their deposit and

credit growth. While deposit growth of All Scheduled

Commercial Banks (ASCB) decelerated to 13.4% in

FY’12 from 15.9% FY’11 despite increase in interest

rates, growth in ASCB credit was lower at 17.0% in FY’12

than 21.5% in FY’11 reflecting slower growth in the

economy. To control inflation, RBI raised the repo rate

five times during FY’12 from 7.25% to 8.50%. Reflecting

monetary transmission, interest rates on bank deposits

and credit also rose. Deposit rate of major banks for

more than one year maturity rose from 7.75-9.50% in

FY’11 to 8.50-9.25% in FY’12, and base rate of major

banks rose from 8.25-9.50% to 10.0-10.75% in the same

period. Due to deceleration in growth impinging on

corporate profitability and move to system-driven

identification of NPAs, non-performing assets of banks

rose during the year.

Opportunities and Threats

The Government is increasing investment in agriculture

and rural development, expanding financial inclusion

and pushing for investment in manufacturing and

infrastructure, which will translate into growth

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opportunities for several sectors such as steel, cement,

aluminium, etc. To boost growth, RBI is likely to cut

rates further during FY’13, though the extent of rate

cuts will be contingent on the inflation trajectory. All

this will provide an opportunity for banks to increase

fund and non-fund business in a wide range of areas.

Banks will be required to cut interest on credit in

tandem with cut in key policy rate by RBI. However,

due to high cost funds mobilised over the last year and

large NPAs and restructured assets, banks may find it

difficult to pass on the entire reduction in repo rate to

customers. Net Interest Margin (NIM) of banks could

come under pressure as it may be difficult for banks to

cut interest rates on deposits due to sluggish deposit

growth reflecting the declining trend in savings in

financial assets as households favour physical assets

like gold and real estate.

Outlook

In FY’13, the Indian economy is expected to perform

better than in FY’12. We believe GDP growth bottomed

out in Q4 FY’12 at 5.3%, and economic growth is now

gaining traction. The change in the economic

environment will be led by industrial growth,

particularly in the manufacturing sector, as we believe

the Government’s New Manufacturing Policy,

increased spending in the infrastructure space and

efforts to push through some large projects to kick start

growth will help improve the investment climate and

attract FDI on the ground. The country has seen record

food grains harvest for the second successive year and

food grains output is likely to touch 250.40 million

tonnes in FY’12, which will have a moderating impact

on food inflation. Accordingly, we have pencilled in

slightly higher GDP growth in 2012-13. To support this

growth, in our view, banking sector deposits and credit

are poised to grow in tandem.

Risks and Concerns

The main risks to the outlook are slowing global growth

as the Euro zone sovereign debt crisis continues. High

international oil and commodity prices could also

dampen growth. As a result of the vast pools of liquidity

injected by central banks of advanced countries to

stimulate growth and prevent bank deleveraging, India

will need to guard against volatile capital flows and

build-up of asset bubbles. The situation could be

exacerbated by the return of risk aversion and

deleveraging by banks in developed economies.

Monsoons, inflation including food inflation and

suppressed inflation on account of fuel prices,

widening current account deficit, and fiscal slippage

leading to higher fiscal deficit are major risk factors.

The fiscal deficit is estimated to be 5.1% in FY’13 but

slower revenue generation through tax collections as

well as disinvestment proceeds, and rise in

expenditure can lead to higher net market borrowings

by the Government than the targeted `4.79 lakh

crore. Rising oil prices, as also slowing export

growth due to weakness in global demand

could lead to widening of the current account deficit

in FY’13.

Inflation could rise on the back of supply constraints

from a slowdown in growth. Liquidity is likely to remain

a concern and banks may need to strive for higher

resources mobilisation besides tapping all sources of

refinance, to avoid liquidity pressure. Overall, the

biggest concern is that despite strengths such as a large

domestic market, high domestic savings rate and vast

scope for investment, India’s growth remains below

its potential.

Profit

The Operating Profit of the Bank for 2011-12 stood at

`31,573.54 crores as compared to `25,335.57 crores

in 2010-11 registering a growth of 24.62%. The Bank

has posted a Net Profit of `11,707.29 crores for

2011-12 as compared to `8,264.52 crores in 2010-11

registering a growth of 41.66%.

While Net Interest Income recorded a growth of

33.10%, the Other Income declined by 9.31%,

Operating Expenses increased by 13.27% attributable

to higher staff cost and other expenses.

Dividend

The Bank has declared dividend @ `35.00 per share

(350%) as against @ `30.00 per share (300%) in the

previous year.

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Net Interest Income

The Net Interest Income of the Bank registered a

growth of 33.10% from `32,526.41 crores in

2010-11 to `43,291.08 crores in 2011-12. This was

due to higher growth in the advances and investment

portfolios.

The gross interest income from global operations

correspondingly rose from `81,394.36 crores to

`1,06,521.45 crores during the year registering a

growth of 30.87%.

Interest income on advances in India registered an

increase from `56,960.97 crores in 2010-11 to

`77,309.15 crores in 2011-12 due to higher volumes.

The average yield on advances in India increased

from 9.56% in 2010-11 to 11.05% in 2011-12. Interest

income on advances at foreign offices has also grown

by 24.99%.

Income from resources deployed in treasury

operations in India increased by 22.05% mainly due

to higher average resources deployed and increase

in average yield. The average yield, which was 7.02%

in 2010-11, has increased to 7.51% in 2011-12.

Total interest expenses of global operations increased

from `48,867.96 crores in 2010-11 to `63,230.37

crores in 2011-12. Interest expenses on deposits in

India during 2011-12 recorded an increase of 29.19%

compared to the previous year, whereas the average

level of deposits in India grew by 14.31%. The

average cost of deposits has consequently increased

from 5.26% in 2010-11 to 5.95% in 2011-12.

Non-Interest Income

Non-interest income stood at `14,351.45 crores in

2011-12 as against `15,824.59 crores in 2010-11

registering a decline of 9.31%.

During the year, the Bank received an income of

`767.35 crores (`827.73 crores in the previous year)

by way of dividends from Associate Banks/

subsidiaries and joint ventures in India and abroad.

Operating Expenses

There was an increase of 11.59% in the Staff Cost

from `15,211.62 crores in 2010-11 to `16,974.04

crores in 2011-12. Other Operating Expenses have

also registered an increase of 16.54% mainly due to

increase in expenses on rent, taxes and lighting,

postage, telegrams & telephones, insurance and

miscellaneous expenditure.

Operating Expenses, comprising both staff cost and

other operating expenses, have registered an increase

of 13.27% over the previous year.

Provisions and Contingencies

Major amounts of provisions made in 2011-12 were

as under:

• `663.70 crores towards provision for depreciation

on investments, excluding amortization of

premium on ‘Held to Maturity’ category (as

against `646.75 crores towards depreciation on

investments in 2010-11).

• `6,320.09 crores towards Provision for Tax,

excluding deferred tax reversal of `455.93 crores

(as against `5,712.89 crores in 2010-11 excluding

deferred tax reversal of `976.82 crores).

• `11,545.85 crores (net of write-back) for non-

performing assets (as against `8,792.09 crores

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CORE OPERATIONS

1. BUSINESS GROUPS

A. GLOBAL MARKETS OPERATIONS

Global Markets department mainly handles the

bank’s liquidity and provides foreign exchange

services to customers. In addition, it also handles

compliance with reserve requirements of RBI,

provides products like derivatives, gold forwards and

portfolio management services, and handles the

bank’s proprietary trading and investment portfolio.

The liquidity management function and debt

portfolio’s performance depend significantly on

interest rate movements and system wide liquidity

conditions. In fiscal year 2012, interest rates were

volatile due to inflation and liquidity concerns. The

second half of the fiscal saw liquidity in the banking

system tighten significantly. Within this environment

Global Markets continued to actively manage the

liquidity and optimized returns on investment.

The equity markets continued to fall for the major

part of the year prompting a strategic decision to

reduce our exposure to equities for proprietary

trading and rebalance the portfolio. We still

continue to hold multiple strategic positions and

remain on the lookout for good investment

opportunities to enhance returns while

maintaining a reduced risk appetite given the

uncertain environment.

Being the biggest bank of the country and its role

as a market maker, the bank endeavours to provide

the best prices to corporates, ranging from the

behemoths to emerging SMEs both in the Public

and Private Sector. In addition, forex treasury

facilitates liquidity in the inter-bank market.

In addition to these, the bank also provides Indian

Rupee and Foreign Exchange Derivatives to

corporates for hedging their interest rate and

currency exposures, within the regulatory

stipulations.

Treasury Marketing Group markets various

treasury products offered by the Bank, to its

customers to mitigate Exchange Rate Risk /

Interest Rate Risk in their exposures.  Dedicated

Treasury Marketing Officers continuously engage

with the customers bringing them various inputs

about markets as part of advisory services offered

by the Bank. The Bank’s forex volumes grew by

14% YoY for FY 2011-12.

`13,35,519.23 crores as at the end of March 2012.

During the period, the loan portfolio increased by

14.65% from `7,56,719.45 crores to `8,67,578.89

crores. Investments increased by 5.61% from

`2, 95,600.57 crores to `3,12,197.61 crores as at the

end of March 2012. A major portion of the investment

was in the domestic market in government securities

and investment in Subsidiaries & Associates.

Liabilities

The Bank’s aggregate liabilities (excluding capital and

reserves) rose by 8.01% from `11,58,750.16 crores on

31st March 2011 to `  12,51,568.03 crores on

31st March 2012. The increase in liabilities was mainly

contributed by increase in deposits and borrowings.

B. CORPORATE BANKING GROUP

The Bank’s Corporate Banking Group consists of

four Strategic Business Units viz., Corporate

Accounts Group, Transaction Banking Unit, Project

Finance & Leasing SBU and Financial Institutions

Business Unit.

B.1. Corporate Accounts Group (CAG)

CAG was set up in 1995 as the first Strategic

Business Unit to be created under Corporate

Banking Group of the Bank. Over the years CAG

has effectively met its strategic objectives of

delivering best in class Corporate Banking

services to the top most corporates in the

country. Nearly five hundred such corporates deal

with CAG and the client list includes industry

leaders in every segment.

A highly skilled Relationship team and a strong

delivery platform with enabling technology

support lie at the core of each CAG unit. CAG has

offices in all four metros, Hyderabad and

Ahmedabad. The incumbency of Regional Head at

each of the above centres has been upgraded to

the level of General Manager in line with the rising

business profile of the group and to facilitate

interaction at senior level having regard to the high

profile of the CAG clients.

The total Fund and Non-Fund limits of CAG

accounts stand at `5,26,078 crores. The Fund

based outstandings grew by 15% during FY'12 from

`1,08,774 crores to ̀ 1,25,286 crores. It constitutes

16% of total domestic credit portfolio and 31% of

the C & I (Non-Food) advances of the Bank.

The Non-Fund based outstandings at `1,87,062

crores also grew by 17% during the year. CAG’s

FOREX business at `8,73,416 crores constitutes

48% of the domestic FOREX business of the Bank.

Trade Finance (LC and BG) volumes also registered

a growth of 30% with the volumes standing at

`3,37,486 crores for FY'12. Despite slow pick up

of credit and a tepid financial market that did not

offer significant scope for structured products,

CAG’s operating profit grew by 31% from `9,808

crores to `12,875 crores during FY'12.

About 36% of CAG’s Fund based & Non-fund based

outstandings carries the highest rating grades from

the external rating agencies. The NPA level of CAG

is well contained at 0.20% of total advances as on

31st March 2012.

certain threshold on minimum project cost.

In order to further strengthen this specialised

outfit, Bank has engaged 19 former CEOs/

in Energy, Transport, Mining, Telecom, Metals and

Fertilizer sectors to provide consultancy support

in technical areas.

During 2011-12, PFSBU appraised and enabled

funding of projects with outlay of `1,08,468

crores (`3,33,054 crores) involving debt of

`84,408 crores (`2,36,607 crores). Sanctions

accorded aggregated `24,976 crores

(`59,209 crores), whi le PFSBU took up

syndication of debt of `18,610 crores (`73,082

crores) with other banks.

Major sanctions with Project Finance during

2011-12 included Neyveli Lignite Corporation

Limited (`2,500 crores) for setting up Power plant

for 1000 MW, Meja Urja Nigam Limited (`2,000

crores) for 1320 MW and Tata Teleservices Ltd

(`2500 crores) for expansion of their services.

As on 31st March 2012, the portfolio of

infrastructure projects under implementation with

Project Finance SBU involves Power projects to

produce 57,788 MW including 399 MW from

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About 2 lacs new Home Loan customers were
added to the portfolio during the same period.  Total
Home Loan limits sanctioned during FY 2011-12
were ̀ 28,036 Crores. State Bank of India continues
to be the No.1 Home Loan player in terms of size
of the Individual Home Loan portfolio – amongst
all players in the Home Loan market. State Bank
of India had a market share of over 26% in Home
Loan levels achieved by Scheduled Commercial
Banks as of 31st March 2012.

FY 2011-12 saw an uptrend in the interest rate
cycle, keeping this in view the following steps were
taken to minimise the possibility of stress arising
from rise in Home Loan rates –

• Maximum repayment tenure for new Home
Loan borrowers increased from 25 to 30 years.

• Extension of repayment tenure up to 5 years
keeping EMI unchanged, subject to maximum
tenure of 35 years.

• Existing borrowers on floating rate loans have
been given a one time option to switchover
to current interest rates by paying a 1%
switchover fee.

A new Home Equity product has been launched
to provide existing home loan customers an option
to leverage their equity in the house to raise
additional loans at low interest rates for meeting
their liquidity requirements. Furthermore,
modifications have been carried out in the Yuva
Home Loan and Maxgain products to extend their

coverage, so that more customers are able to get
benefitted by the schemes.

Optional Life Insurance cover is available to Home
Loan customers under SBI Suraksha. The customer
has option for selecting a suitable product from
SBI Life namely, RiNn Raksha or Smart Shield policy
at payment of nominal premium. Bank provides
additional loan for payment of premium at similar
terms as applicable to the underlying Home Loan.

Technology initiatives like dashboards for
monitoring of slippages, account tracking centres
etc. have been undertaken towards management
of collections and prevention of fresh slippages.
In order to strengthen Bank’s affordable housing
initiatives, consultations are underway with
consultants for arriving at a suitable methodology

for delivering finance for affordable housing.

D3. SME Business Unit (SMEBU)

During the financial year 2011-12, the advances
under SME Business Unit has registered YoY growth
of 17.40%. The business figures of SME Business
Unit as on 31.03.2012 have remained as under:

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• Credit Flow to Micro and Small Enterprises

i. Bank is extending collateral free lending upto
`1.00 crore to MSE sector under guarantee
of CGTMSE. Additionally, to provide relief to
these units, the Bank decided to absorb the
guarantee charges payable to CGTMSE. To
ramp up collateral free lending to Micro and
Small Enterprises, a special campaign “SME
BONANZA” was launched for a period of three
months from January-March 2012.

ii. A new product Weavers Credit Card launched
for weavers.

• Project Uptech and Cluster Financing :

The Bank is providing consultancy services to SMEs
to enable them to increase productivity and
reduce costs. Since inception of the initiative, 1600
units have benefitted in 28 clusters. During the
year, a project for engineering and fabrication was
launched in Nagpur along with two ongoing
projects at Jamshedpur and Trichy. Under cluster
approach 13 clusters were taken up for financing
by the Circles.

• Supply Chain Finance:

Under e-DFS and e-VFS, the Bank has tied up with 60
Industry Majors(IMs) with aggregate business of over
`3,325 crores across all Industry Verticals like Auto,
Oil, Steel, Power, Fertilizer, FMCG & Textiles.

• Liability & Transaction Products:

• unFIXED Deposit: The Bank launched a new
scheme for short term deposits for 7 days to less
than 1 year with an attractive feature of waiver of
prepayment penalty. It met with success and we
plan to take it forward next year.

• New process for deposit of contributions to
Employees Provident Fund Organisation (EPFO)
was implemented across the country in our 7000
plus branches. Deposit of such contributions
through CINB was also put in place.

• Service charge on payment of Multi City Cheques
was waived for SME customers.

• Cash Pick up facility was launched across the
country for cash collection of SME customers at
their door steps.

• An Internet banking transaction product- CINB
SARAL with single user interface was launched for
micro & small entrepreneurs.

• The process of implementation of Loan Origination
Software was started for better monitoring of SME
advances.

• During the year our Bank has been conferred with
the Second Award under National Awards for
Excellence in MSE Lending by Government of India
for the financial year 2010-11.

D.4 Government Business Unit (GBU)

• With 58.50% market share in Government
Business, the Bank has not only retained its
leadership but also increased its market share by
70 basis points over previous year.

• Bank earned a commission income of ̀ 2,008 crores
as against `1,939 crores during the previous year.

• E-Governance Project of Central & State
Governments have brought a paradigm shift in the
way Government Business will be conducted in the
days to come. Integration of these projects with
the Bank’s robust Core Banking Solutions/Internet
Banking platform has enabled us to conduct
Government Business efficiently and seamlessly
throughout the country.

• Bank is handling pension payment to 32.72 lacs
pensioners through its 14 Centralized Pension
Processing Cells (CPPCs), established across the
country. These cells provide efficient services &
timely payment of pension & arrears to the
pensioners, leading to a steady growth in pension
accounts. From this year, pension details are being
sent to the pensioners on their registered mobile
number through SMS.

• “THIRD PARTY E-TAX”, a new product enables all
our branches to pay taxes online, on behalf of all
customers/ non customers who either do not have
access to Internet Banking or are not comfortable
using it.

• E-AUCTION Project of Indian Railways for
Payment/ Registration Fee/EMD/Auction Money
was successfully implemented on 06.03.2012.

Monitoring of Transactions is done with a view

to submit various reports to Financial Intelligence

Unit-India mandated by rules of Prevention of

Money Laundering Act, 2002.

The Bank has decided to observe 1st August

every year as “KYC Compliance and Fraud

Prevention day” to maintain appropriate

awareness and involvement levels across the

Bank as also to create proper understanding of

KYC issues among the members of public.

E. INTERNATIONAL BANKING

E-1. Operation of Foreign Offices

The asset level of foreign branches rose by

12%, from USD 32.04 bn in March 2011 to

USD 35.826 bn in March 2012. During FY’12,

net customer credit grew by 9% from

USD 24.525 bn to USD 26.681 bn, customer

deposits grew by 15%, from USD 10.490 bn

to USD 12.075 bn and net profit rose by 21%,

to USD 396 mn.

Overseas Expansion

The number of foreign offices increased from

156 as on 31st March 2011 to 173 as on 31st

March 2012 spread across 34 countries. The

offices comprised 50 branches, 8 Representative

Offices, 103 offices of the six foreign banking

subsidiaries and 12 other offices.

Resource Management

Despite widespread risk aversion and volatile

market conditions, the Bank’s foreign offices

maintained comfortable liquidity position. The

Bank has a USD 10 bn Medium Term Note

(MTN) programme in place under which the

outstanding at the close of FY-2012 was

USD 4.43 bn. Under the MTN programme

USD 200 mn (`1,017.50 crores) was raised by

way of reverse inquiries. The Bank was able to

redeem bonds worth USD 800 mn

(`4,070 crores) without having any impact on

the liquidity at its foreign offices.

The Bank raised USD 460 mn funds through

Syndication Arrangement for three years at a

competitive pricing of 145 basis points over 3

months LIBOR in June 2011. During the fiscal the

Bank also raised a sum of USD 367.08 mn

(`1,867.52 crores) by way of bilateral loans of

different maturities.

Remittance

Remittances grew from `46,396 crores in FY’11

to `61,457 crores in FY’12, clocking a growth of

32%. The Bank had a tie-up with 26 exchange

E-2. Domestic Operations

Merchant Banking

The Bank retained the leadership as Mandated

Lead Arranger and Book Runner for syndicated

loans in Asia Pacific (excluding Japan but including

Australia) for the year ended March 2012.

During the year, fourteen high value

transactions for financing ECB requirements of

Indian Corporates, as well as their acquisition

related financing requirements aggregating

USD 4758 mn, were syndicated successfully with

a participation of USD 1423 mn. Apart from this,

a large number of bilateral deals aggregating

USD 2190 mn were also concluded with Indian

Corporates.

A fee income of USD 86 mn was earned from

syndications and bilateral deals concluded during

the year.

Global Link Services (GLS)

In the year 2011-12, GLS on behalf of domestic

branches, handled 1,09,413 export bills and

1,09,086 foreign currency cheque collections

aggregating USD 13.36 billion. In addition, it

handled 58,53,632 inward remittances

transactions amounting to USD 5.89 billion from

various centres in the Middle East, UK and USA.

Correspondent Relations

The Bank maintains correspondent banking

arrangement with 476 reputed International

Banks to extend seamless services to varied

clients. These correspondent Banks are located

in 118 countries. The Bank also has 1,871

Relationship Management Application (RMA)

arrangements with SWIFT, facilitating speedier

flow of financial messages.

Country Risk and Bank Exposures

The Bank has in place Country Risk Management

Policy in tune with RBI guidelines. The policy

outlines robust risk management model with

prescriptions for Country, Bank, Product and

Counter party exposure limits. Both Country-

wise and Bank-wise exposure limits are

monitored and reviewed on a regular basis. The

exposure ceilings and classifications are

moderated in line with the dynamics of their risk

profiles. Periodical corrective steps are initiated

to safeguard the Bank’s interests.

2. CUSTOMER SERVICE QUALITY INITIATIVES

• The Grievance Redressal Policy of the Bank

is based on the Model Policy Framed by

Indian Bank’s Association and provisions of

the revised Code of Commitments to

Customers released by Banking Codes and

Standards Board of India. The Bank has been

able to redress majority of the customer

grievances within a maximum period of three

weeks of receipt as against the time limit of

30 days. Bank has also been able to resolve

almost all ATM related complaints within the

RBI stipulated period of 7 days.

• The Standing Committee on Customer

Service constituted at the Local Head

Offices with representatives from customers

including Senior Citizens review the overall

position of Customer Service in the Circle.

Analysis of the consolidated data for

Customer Grievances for all Circles is

being put up to the Customer Service

Committee of the Central Board every

quarter to identify common systemic issues

that require rectification, and also review the

remedial measures taken by the Bank for

improving the Customer Service.

• The web based Complaint Management

System (CMS), launched in December 2009

for early resolution of ATM related complaints,

has since been extended to accept all

types of complaints. The customers can

Branches (SAMBs) and 1 Resident Office under its

wings. The Group opened two new branches in

March 2012 (one each at Ludhiana and Ernakulam).

These branches handle NPAs and AUCAs with

outstandings in excess of `1 crore. Each branch has

dedicated, trained staff including a legal expert for

expeditious resolution and is able to effect

significant recoveries by resorting to action under

SARFAESI Act, DRT Act, sale to ARCs and negotiated

settlements.

Risk Scoring Models have been developed for all

P-Segment Loans on the basis of statistical models

for objective assessment.

Account Tracking & Monitoring online (AT@M)

launched for updation of account wise follow up

in P-Segment.

NPA Dashboard is being  utilised as a data tool for

real time monitoring of NPAs.

To provide relief to stressed MSME sector, Bank

has launched non-discretionary and non-

discriminatory scheme named “SBIOTS-MSME-

2012”, for one time settlement of loan outstanding

with liberal terms.

ATCs have been operationalised in all Circles to

contact borrowers with outstanding up to ̀ 25 lacs

in SMAs and soft NPA accounts in SME.

4. CORPORATE STRATEGY AND NEW BUSINESSES

A. Merchant Acquiring Business

In order to tap huge potential available in

the market and also to create a

comprehensive electronic payment

infrastructure to activate our more than

108 million debit cards, Bank has entered

into Merchant Acquiring Business (MAB).

Bank has

already entered into several corporate

tie-ups with prominent players in different

segments.

B. Financial Planning & Advisory Services

It is strategising to provide financial solutions

driven by customer segmentation and offer

relationship banking to high end customers.

C. Private Equity

The Bank’s maiden Private equity foray,

the SBI Macquarie Infrastructure Fund,

set up in collaboration with Macquarie

Group of Australia and International

Finance Corporation, Washington closed

for subscription and raised a corpus of

`5,265 crores. The Fund has made five

investments worth `3,092 crores in Key

infrastructure sectors such as airports,

telecom towers, thermal power and hydro

power.

etc. While cash deposit facility has been activated

at some of the ATMs, we are now going to

deploy a large number of Cash Deposit Machines

(Bunch Note Acceptors) at ATM locations which

customers can use 24x7 to deposit cash. 50 such

machines have already been deployed and we

plan to deploy another 600 Cash Deposit

Machines this year.

D. Enterprise Data Warehouse:

The second phase of Enterprise Data Warehouse

Project is under implementation. Dashboards

have been developed and deployed to facilitate

decision making by top executives of the

Bank. Campaign Management tool has been

implemented and campaigns through emails/

SMS have been launched by various Business

Units targeting customers under various

segments.

E. Payment System Group:

NEFT and RTGS continue to remain the most

cost-effective and efficient modes for

remittance. Our Bank has maintained

2nd position as on 31st March 2012 with

market share of 13.70% in NEFT and continues

to be the market leader in RTGS with a share

of 13.85 % as on 31st March 2012. Cheque

Truncation System (CTS) has been implemented

in Chennai which will become part of the

southern Grid for CTS. Swift Gateway has

been centralized by shifting UK, US and

Frankfurt operations to Swift Operation Centre,

Mumbai.

F. Networking:

The Bank has implemented a secured, robust

WAN architecture network built with equipment

owned by SBI, connecting branches/offices

and ATMs of State Bank Group through leased

lines, VSATs and CDMA technology. While

leased lines have been procured for the primary

link for connectivity, ISDN lines or VSAT's have

been provided as backup. Wherever leased

lines have not been found feasible, VSAT's

have been provided to the branches for

connecting to Bank's network. The bandwidth

for VSATs is being upgraded from 32 kbps to

64 kbps at all locations. The Bank is also

exploring alternate technologies like 3G, CDMA-

EVDO, etc. to provide alternate connectivity.

The Bank proactively monitors the bandwidth

utilization and upgrades wherever warranted.

The Bank has in operation a state of the art

video conferencing facility connecting all

administrative offices and important branches.

• The Bank has in place the Internal Capital

Adequacy Assessment Process (ICAAP)

Document as required by Pillar II of New Capital

Adequacy Framework under Basel II as

prescribed by RBI.

• The ICAAP process covers identification,

measurement, management, capital assessment

and stress testing of material risks and also

detailed additional capital requirements on

account of such risks. Besides the aforesaid three

Pillar I Risks, the ICAAP also covers Pillar II Risks

such as Liquidity Risk, Interest Rate Risk in the

Banking Book, Credit Concentration Risk,

Reputation Risk, Strategic Risk etc.

Credit Risk Management (CRM)

• In addition to implementing the Standarised

Approach, well defined credit risk practices such

as use of Credit Risk Assessment (CRA) Models,

Industry Exposure Norms, Counterparty Exposure

Limits, Substantial Exposure Norms, Macro

Economic Stress Tests etc., have also been put in

place to improve credit risk management

• The Bank has now set in process a project to

migrate to Internal Rating Based (IRB) Approach.

★ Models for estimation of Probability of

Default (PD), Loss Given Default (LGD), and

Exposure At Default (EAD) are being

developed.

★ Credit risk data mart is being set up.

★ Retail scoring and behavioural scoring models

are being implemented.

Market Risk Management (MRM)

In accordance with RBI guidelines, Market Risk

Management is governed by the Board approved

policies covering Investment, Trading, Foreign

Exchange, Derivatives, Value at Risk & Stress Testing

which stipulate limits for various products and risk

types in the portfolio. These limits along with

Management Action Triggers & Stop Loss Triggers are

monitored on a daily basis and in case of breaches;

appropriate actions are initiated by the business units

as per the policy prescriptions.

Operational Risk Management(ORM)

• The main objectives of the Bank’s ORM are to

continuously review systems and control

mechanisms, create awareness of operational risk

throughout the Bank, assign risk ownership,

alignment of risk management activities with

business strategy and ensuring compliance with

regulatory requirements.

• The Operational Risk Management Policy of the

Bank establishes a consistent framework for

systematic and proactive identification, assessment,

measurement, monitoring and mitigation of

operational risk & applies to all business and

functional areas within the Bank, and is

supplemented by operational systems, procedures

and guidelines which are periodically updated.

Group Risk Management (GRM)

• A Group Risk Management policy is in place which

applies to all Associate Banks, Banking and Non-

banking Subsidiaries and Joint Ventures of the

State Bank Group under the jurisdiction of

specified regulators and complying with the

relevant Accounting Standards, where SBI has

investment in equity shares of 30% and more with

control over management of the entity.

• All Group entities are encouraged to align their

policies and practices with the Group, follow Basel

prescriptions, guidelines of their regulators besides

international best practices.

• The Group ICAAP Document for the State Bank

Group is also prepared and submitted to RBI as

required by Pillar II of New Capital Adequacy

Framework.

• Chief Information Security Officer [CISO]

Bank has implemented a robust IT policy and

Information System Security policy which are in

line with the international best practices. These

policies are reviewed periodically and suitably

strengthened in order to address emerging

threats. Regular security drills and employee
awareness programs are conducted to ensure
security and increase awareness among staff.
Business Continuity Management System (BCMS)
has been implemented at Global IT centre,
Belapur. Bank is also among the forerunners in the
process of implementing the new RBI Guidelines
for the Banking Sector in this area.

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INTERNAL CONTROLS

The Bank has in-built internal control systems with well-

defined responsibilities at each level and conducts

internal audit through its Inspection & Management

Audit Department. Audit Committee of the Board (ACB)

exercises supervision and control over the functioning

of the department. The inspection system plays an

important and critical role in identification, control and

management of risks by using international best

practices in the internal audit function which is

regarded as one of the most important components

of Corporate Governance. The Bank carries out mainly

two streams of audits – Risk Focussed Internal Audit

(RFIA) and Management Audit covering different facets

of Internal Audit requirement. All accounting units of

the Bank like branches, Business Process Reengineering

(BPR) entities, major critical corporate centre

departments like Foreign Account Office, Treasury

operations, Central Accounts Office etc., are subjected

to RFIA. Management Audit covers administrative

offices and examines policies and procedures besides

quality of execution thereof.

Besides the above, the department conducts Credit

Audit, Concurrent Audit, Information Systems Audit,

Home Office Audit (audit of foreign offices) and

Expenditure Audit. Risk Focussed Internal Audit (RFIA)

helps in appropriately capturing all types of risks

residing in operating units. Credit Audit is conducted

for units with large credit limits and Concurrent Audit

is carried out at branches including BPR outfits having

large deposits, advances & other risk exposures.

Expenditure Audit, involving scrutiny of accounts and

correctness of expenditure incurred, is conducted at

administrative offices including Corporate Centre

Establishments and Lead Bank Offices, etc. To verify

the level of rectification of irregularities by branches,

audit of compliance at select branches is also

undertaken. The Information System Audit (IS Audit)

of the centralised IT establishments is also being

conducted.During the year, 8416 domestic branches/

BPR entities were audited covering more than 99% of

branches falling due for audit. No branch remained due

for audit beyond the periodicity prescribed by RBI.

VIGILANCE

The concept of Vigilance as an investigative process

and an exercise for punitive action has evolved to that

of “Vigilance for Corporate Growth”, the emphasis

getting shifted from punitive vigilance to “Preventive

and Proactive Vigilance” through an active participation

of all concerned.

In this context, two important issues deserve a special

mention viz. (i) Preventive Vigilance Committee (PVC)

Meetings being held at the branches and the BPR

outfits and (ii) Whistle Blower Scheme. Through PVC

meetings every employee can share his views on

preventive vigilance, suggest and implement various

measures specifically suited to his workplace and

participate in a collective exercise of ensuring

watchfulness and alertness in his official functions.

Under “Whistle Blower Scheme” the staff members are

expected to advise appropriate authorities about

irregular and unethical practices, if any, being indulged

in by colleagues and even seniors.

While Vigilance Administration seeks, as one of its

functions, to suitably punish the delinquent employees,

it also protects the legitimate and bona fide decisions

taken in the interest of the organization. The number

of vigilance case brought to conclusion during the year

2011-12 is 1447, in which 1307 employees have been

inflicted with various penalties for their proven

misconducts.

The number of officers retired under Rule-19(3) of SBI

Officers' Service Rules has substantially come down

from 54 to 11 during the year. All efforts are made to

conclude such cases in the shortest possible time.

Considering the size of our Bank, we have set up

Vigilance Departments at each of the 14 Circles,

headed by Deputy General Managers. The apex

Vigilance Department at Corporate Centre is headed

by the Chief Vigilance Officer of the rank of Chief

General Manager. The Department reports to the

Chairman directly and conducts its affairs in an

independent manner. The guidelines of the Central

Vigilance Commission (CVC) are followed by the

vigilance set-up in its functioning.

Fraud Prevention & Monitoring

The measures taken for prevention of frauds are as

under:

• The KYC Compliance and Fraud Prevention day was

observed on 1st August every year.

• The Preventive Vigilance Committees are formed

at the branches having staff strength of 10 or more

(including SAM branches) and at CPCs/Cells

irrespective of their staff strength, as per the

revised scheme approved by the Vigilance

Department at Corporate Centre.

However, there was a strike call

from the Officers’ Federation on 8th and 9th

November 2011 which would have closed the Bank

for public transactions for a continuous period of

5 days. The Management took appropriate steps

and the strike did not materialise. Meanwhile,

issues raised by both the Federations were duly

examined and addressed.

1. Processing and payment of salary of all the

employees of SBI, SBP, SBM & SBH is being

done through a centralised platform.

2. Automation of centralised PF related services

has facilitated faster settlement of terminal

benefits.

STRATEGIC TRAINING UNIT (STU)

The Strategic Training Unit (STU), operationalized

on 5th April 2010, has undertaken a number of

initiatives during the year to increase the

efficiency and effectiveness of the Bank’s training

system. Some of the major initiatives in this

regard are as follows:

1. Over 2 lacs ( 96.7% of Bank’s staff strength )

employees were trained at 5 ATIs and 47

SBLCs.

2. State Bank Training Management System has

been operationalised for creating a

comprehensive database and tracking of

training of all employees.

3. E-learning through HRMS portal has been

expanded to over 213 courses and about 83%

of the staff are now registered on the portal.

4. Leadership Development Programmes were

organised for Top Executives and Senior

Management.

5. Research studies by the Bank officials were

recognised by various outside publications /

agencies like Bancon, ICRIER, IBFA.

STAFF STRENGTH

The Bank had a total permanent staff strength of

2,15,481 on the 31st March, 2012. Of this, 80,404

(37.32%) are officers, 95,715 (44.42%) clerical staff and

the remaining 39,362 (18.26%) were sub-staff.

It has been decided to recruit 9500 new clerical staff

during the FY 2012-13 to meet the growing business

needs of the Bank.

The State Bank Group with a network of 20193 branches including 5096 branches of its five Associate Banks dominates

CROSS SELLING

The large network of branches of the State Bank Group is being leveraged to deliver products of SBI Life Insurance

Co., SBI Mutual Fund, SBI Card, SBICap Securities Ltd., SBI General and other third party companies having tie-up

arrangements with the Bank, thereby offering a wider range of financial products to our customers.

• SBISG, a joint venture between State Bank of India and Societe Generale of France, was set up to offer high

quality custody and fund administration services to complete the bouquet of financial services on offer by

a financial conglomerate.

• SBISG commenced commercial operations in Custody in May 2010 and Fund Accounting Services in

Sept 2010.

• The Company recorded a net profit of `24.71 lacs during the FY 2011-12 as against a net loss of

`137.47 lacs during the FY 2010-11.

• The Assets Under Custody as on 31st March 2012 stood at `28,659.47 crores, while the Assets Under

Administration were at `42,671.35 crores.

Central Board : Role and Composition

State Bank of India was formed in 1955 by an Act of

the Parliament, i.e., The State Bank of India Act, 1955

(Act). A Central Board of Directors was constituted

according to the Act.

The Bank’s Central Board draws its powers from and

carries out its functions in compliance with the

provisions of SBI Act & Regulations 1955. Its major roles

include, among others,

• Overseeing the risk profile of the Bank;

• Monitoring the integrity of its business and control

mechanisms;

• Ensuring expert management, and

• Maximising the interests of its stakeholders.

The Central Board is headed by the Chairman,

appointed under section 19(a) of SBI Act; four

Managing Directors are also appointed members of the

Board under section 19(b) of SBI Act. The Chairman

and Managing Directors are whole time Directors. As

on 31st March 2012, there were ten other directors on

the Board including eminent professionals representing

Technology, Accountancy, Finance and Economics.

These included representatives of shareholders and

staff of the Bank, nominee officials of Govt. of India

and Reserve Bank of India and directors nominated by

the Govt. under Section 19(d) of the State Bank of India

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Highlights of the year :

The Hon’ble Finance Minister of India Shri Pranab

Mukherjee addressed the Central Board at a meeting

specially convened on 6th August 2011 and shared his

thoughts on the country’s major challenges like fiscal

consolidation, inflation management and inclusive

growth, various Government initiatives on providing

‘entitlement’ to people through legal enactment viz. Right

to Information, Right to Education and Right to Food and

the role played by the Banks in the country towards

inclusive growth and nation building. He also interacted

with the Directors on various issues like improving delivery

mechanisms/legal clearances facilitating timely

implementation of Projects, capital augmentation and

consolidation in the banking industry.

Dr. Subir V. Gokarn, Deputy Governor RBI, also on the

Central Board, addressed the Board on 24th December

2011 and again on 1st March 2012 covering major

challenges faced by the global economy, volatility and

depreciation of the Indian Rupee, domestic economic

concerns, deliberations at the G20 meeting held at

Mexico on IMF’s funding Europe and other issues. Wide

ranging discussions followed on themes like commodity

futures, controlling tax evasion and skill development

programmes.

Shri Diwakar Gupta, Managing Director & Chief

Financial Officer, attended an International Conference

on Corporate Governance & Sustainability: “Enhancing

Effectiveness of Boards through Corporate Governance

Best Practices” organised by the Asian Centre for

Corporate Governance & Sustainability at Mauritius in

September 2011 and delivered a talk on “Does

Governance of the Banking and Financial Services

Sector need a rethink”.  Shri Gupta’s address covered,

in brief, genesis of Corporate Governance in India and

abroad and its importance in Banks/Financial Sector

with an emphasis on the need to rise above procedural

roles towards enabling the evolution of Boards as

strong, high functioning workgroups, whose members

trust and challenge one another and engage directly

with Senior Managers on critical issues.

Earlier, on 30th June 2011, Shri Pratip Kar (former

Executive Director, SEBI), Senior Advisor, Deloitte and

his team made a detailed presentation to the Central

Board on Corporate Governance covering, inter alia,

Board structures, practices, procedures highlighting

critical areas the Board should own and manage,

challenges faced by the Board, global trends in BASEL

implementation and the features of Foreign Account Tax

Compliance Act of USA. The presentation was followed

by detailed deliberations on the subject. As a follow up,

a Quality Improvement Initiative was set in place by the

Bank with a view to bringing about improvements in

the content and structure of various reviews placed

before the Central Board and Other Committees.

Executive Committee of the Central Board

The Executive Committee of the Central Board (ECCB)

is constituted in terms of Section 30 of the SBI Act,

1955. The State Bank of India General Regulations

(46 & 47) provide that, subject to the general or

special directions of the Central Board, ECCB may deal

with any matter within the competence of the Central

Board. ECCB consists of the Chairman, the Managing

Directors, the Director nominated under Section 19(f)

of the SBI Act (Reserve Bank of India nominee), and

all or any of the other Directors who are normally

residents or may for the time being be present at any

place within India where the meeting is held. The ECCB

meetings are held once every week. The details

of attendance of ECCB Meetings during the year

2011-12 are as under :

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Other Board Level Committees :

In terms of the provisions of SBI Act and General

Regulations, 1955 and Govt./RBI/SEBI guidelines, the

Central Board has constituted seven Board Level

Committees viz. Audit Committee, Risk Management

Committee, Shareholders’/Investors’ Grievance

Committee, Special Committee of the Board for

Monitoring of Large Value Frauds (`1 crore and

above), Customer Service Committee, IT Strategy

Committee & Remuneration Committee of the Board.

These Committees provide effective professional

support in the conduct of Board level business in key

areas like Audit & Accounts, Risk Management,

resolution of Shareholders’/Investors’ grievances,

Fraud Review and Control, Review of customer

service and redressal of customer grievances,

Technology Management and Payment of Incentives

to Executive Directors. While the Remuneration

Committee approves, once in a year, payment of

incentives to wholetime Directors, based on Govt. of

India guidelines, the other Committees meet

periodically, once in a quarter generally, to deliberate

on policy issues and/or review domain performance,

as per the calendar of reviews approved by the

Central Board. The Committees also call external

specialists, besides drawing upon the services of top

executives from the Bank, as and when needed. The

minutes and proceedings containing brief reports on

the discussions held at the meetings of the

Committees are placed before the Central Board.

Audit Committee of the Board

The Audit Committee of the Board (ACB) was

constituted on 27th July 1994 and last re-constituted

on the 1st July 2011. The ACB functions as per RBI

guidelines and complies with the provisions of

Clause 49 of the Listing Agreement to the extent

that they do not violate the directives/guidelines

issued by RBI.

Functions of ACB

(a) ACB provides direction as also oversees the

operation of the total audit function in the Bank.

Total audit function implies the organisation,

operationalisation and quality control of internal

audit and inspection within the Bank, and

follow-up on the statutory/external audit,

compliance of RBI inspection. It also appoints

Statutory Auditors of the Bank and reviews their

performance from time to time.

(b) ACB reviews the Bank’s financial, Risk

Management, IS Audit Policies and Accounting

Policies/Systems of the Bank to ensure greater

transparency.

(c) ACB reviews the internal inspection/audit plan

and functions in the Bank – the system, its

quality and effectiveness in terms of follow-up.

It also, especially, focuses on the follow up of:

• KYC-AML Guidelines;

• Major areas of housekeeping;

• Compliance of Clause 49 and other guidelines

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

A. Basis of Preparation

The Bank’s financial statements are prepared under the

historical cost convention, on the accrual basis of accounting,

unless otherwise stated and conform in all material aspects

to Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India,

which comprise applicable statutory provisions, regulatory

norms/guidelines prescribed by Reserve Bank of India (RBI),

Accounting Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered

Accountants of India (ICAI), and the practices prevalent in the

banking industry in India.

B. Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements requires the

management to make estimates and assumptions

considered in the reported amount of assets and liabilities

(including contingent liabilities) as of the date of the financial

statements and the reported income and expenses during

the reporting period. Management believes that the

estimates used in the preparation of the financial statements

are prudent and reasonable. Future results could differ from

these estimates.

C. Significant Accounting Policies

1. Revenue recognition

1.1 Income and expenditure are accounted on accrual basis,

except otherwise stated. In respect of banks’ foreign

offices, income is recognised as per the local laws of

the country in which the respective foreign office is

located.

1.2 Interest income is recognised in the Profit and Loss

Account as it accrues except (i) income from non-

performing assets (NPAs), comprising of advances,

leases and investments, which is recognised upon

realisation, as per the prudential norms prescribed by

the RBI/ respective country regulators in case of foreign

offices (hereafter collectively referred to as Regulatory

Authorities), (ii) interest on application money on

investments, (iii) overdue interest on investments and

bills discounted, (iv) Income on Rupee Derivatives

designated as “Trading”.

1.3 Profit or loss on sale of investments is recognised in the

Profit and Loss Account, however, the profit on sale of

investments in the ‘Held to Maturity’ category is

appropriated net of applicable taxes and amount

required to be transferred to statutory reserve to ‘Capital

Reserve Account’.

1.4 Income from finance leases is calculated by applying the

interest rate implicit in the lease to the net investment

outstanding in the lease, over the primary lease period.

Leases effective from April 1, 2001 are accounted as

advances at an amount equal to the net investment in

the lease. The lease rentals are apportioned between

principal and finance income based on a pattern

reflecting a constant periodic return on the net

investment outstanding in respect of finance leases. The

principal amount is utilized for reduction in balance of

net investment in lease and finance income is reported

as interest income.

1.5 Income (other than interest) on investments in “Held

to Maturity” (HTM) category acquired at a discount to

the face value, is recognised as follows :

a. On Interest bearing securities, it is recognised only

at the time of sale/ redemption.

b. On zero-coupon securities, it is accounted for over

the balance tenor of the security on a constant

yield basis.

1.6 Dividend is accounted on an accrual basis where the

right to receive the dividend is established.

1.7 All other commission and fee incomes are recognised

on their realisation except for (i) Guarantee commission

on deferred payment guarantees, which is spread over

the period of the guarantee and (ii) Commission on

Government Business, which is recognised as it accrues.

1.8 One time Insurance Premium paid under Special Home

Loan Scheme (December 2008 to June 2009) is

amortised over average loan period of 15 years.

2. Investments

The transactions in Government Securities are recorded on

“Trade Date” up to 31.12.2010 and on “Settlement Date” with

effect from 01.01.2011. Investments other than Government

Securities are recorded on “Trade Date”.

2.1 Classification

Investments are classified into three categories, viz.

Held to Maturity (HTM), Available for Sale (AFS) and

Held for Trading (HFT)

2.2 Basis of classification:

i. Investments that the Bank intends to hold till

maturity are classified as Held to Maturity.

ii. Investments that are held principally for resale

within 90 days from the date of purchase are

classified as Held for Trading.

iii. Investments, which are not classified in the above

two categories, are classified as Available for Sale.

iv. An investment is classified as Held to Maturity,

Available for Sale or Held for Trading at the time

of its purchase and subsequent shifting amongst

categories is done in conformity with regulatory

guidelines.

v. Investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and

associates are classified as Held to Maturity.

2.3 Valuation:

i. In determining the acquisition cost of an

investment:

(a) Brokerage/commission received on

subscriptions is reduced from the cost.

(b) Brokerage, commission, securities

transaction tax etc. paid in connection with

acquisition of investments are expensed

upfront and excluded from cost.

(c) Broken period interest paid / received on

debt instruments is treated as interest

expense/income and is excluded from cost/

sale consideration.

Investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and

associates (both in India and abroad) are valued

at historical cost except for investments in Regional

Rural Banks, which are valued at carrying cost (i.e

book value). A provision is made for diminution,

other than temporary, for each investment

individually.

v. Available for Sale and Held for Trading categories:

Investments held under AFS and HFT categories

are individually revalued at the market price or

fair value determined as per Regulatory

guidelines, and only the net depreciation of each

group for each category is provided for and net

appreciation, is ignored. On provision for

depreciation, the book value of the individual

securities remains unchanged after marking to

market.

vi. Security receipts issued by an asset reconstruction

company (ARC) are valued in accordance with the

guidelines applicable to non-SLR instruments.

Accordingly, in cases where the security receipts

issued by the ARC are limited to the actual

realisation of the financial assets assigned to the

instruments in the concerned scheme, the Net

Asset Value, obtained from the ARC, is reckoned

for valuation of such investments.

vii. Investments are classified as performing and

non-performing, based on the guidelines issued

by the RBI in case of domestic offices and

respective regulators in case of foreign offices.

Costs and revenues are

accounted as interest expenditure/income,

as the case may be. Balance in Repo A/c is

classified under schedule 4 (Borrowings) and

balance in Reverse Repo A/c is classified

under schedule 7 (Balance with Banks and

Money at Call & Short Notice).

(b) Securities purchased / sold under LAF with

RBI are debited / credited to Investment

Account and reversed on maturity of the

transaction. Interest expended / earned

thereon is accounted for as expenditure /

revenue.

3. Loans / Advances and Provisions thereon

3.1 Loans and Advances are classified as performing and

non-performing, based on the guidelines issued by RBI.

ii. In respect of Overdraft or Cash Credit advances,

the account remains “out of order”, i.e. if the

outstanding balance exceeds the sanctioned

limit/drawing power continuously for a period

of 90 days, or if there are no credits continuously

for 90 days as on the date of balance-sheet, or

if the credits are not adequate to cover the

interest due during the same period;

3.2 NPAs are classified into sub-standard, doubtful and loss

assets, based on the following criteria stipulated by RBI:

i. Sub-standard: A loan asset that has remained

non-performing for a period less than or equal

to 12 months.

ii. Doubtful: A loan asset that has remained in

the sub-standard category for a period of

12 months.

iii. Loss: A loan asset where loss has been identified

but the amount has not been fully written off.

3.3 Provisions are made for NPAs as per the extant

guidelines prescribed by the regulatory

authorities, subject to minimum provisions as

prescribed below:

Sub-standard Assets: i. A general provision of 15%

ii. Additional provision of

10% for exposures which

are unsecured

ab-initio (i.e. where

realisable value of

security is not more than

10 percent

ab-initio)

iii. Unsecured Exposure in

respect of infrastructure

loan accounts where

certain safeguards such as

escrow accounts are

available - 20%

Doubtful Assets:

– Secured portion: i. Upto one year – 25%

ii. One to three years – 40%

iii. More than three years –

100%

– Unsecured portion 100%

Loss Assets: 100%

3.4 In respect of foreign offices, classification of loans

and advances and provisions for non performing

advances are made as per the local regulations or as

per the norms of RBI, whichever is more stringent.

3.5 The sale of NPAs is accounted as per guidelines

prescribed by RBI. If the sale is at a price below net book

value, the shortfall is debited to the profit and loss

account, and in case of sale for a value higher than net

book value, the excess provision is retained and utilised

to meet the shortfall / loss on sale of other financial

assets. Net book value is outstandings as reduced by

specific provisions held and ECGC claims received.

3.7 For restructured/rescheduled assets, provisions are

made in accordance with the guidelines issued by RBI,

which require that the difference between the fair

value of the loan before and after restructuring is

provided for, in addition to provision for NPAs. The

provision for diminution in fair value and interest

sacrifice, arising out of the above, is reduced from

advances.

3.8 In the case of loan accounts classified as NPAs, an

account may be reclassified as a performing asset if it

conforms to the guidelines prescribed by the regulators.

3.9 Amounts recovered against debts written off in earlier

years are recognised as revenue.

3.10 In addition to the specific provision on NPAs, general

provisions are also made for standard assets. These

provisions are reflected in Schedule 5 of the balance

sheet under the head “Other Liabilities & Provisions –

Others” and are not considered for arriving at

Net NPAs.

4. Floating Provisions

The bank has a policy for creation and utilisation of floating

provisions separately for advances, investments and general

purpose. The quantum of floating provisions to be created is

assessed at the end of each financial year. The floating

provisions are utilised only for contingencies under extra

ordinary circumstances specified in the policy with prior

permission of Reserve Bank of India.

5. Provision for Country Exposure

In addition to the specific provisions held according to the

asset classification status, provisions are held for individual

country exposures (other than the home country). Countries

are categorised into seven risk categories namely,

insignificant, low, moderate, high, very high, restricted and

off-credit and provisioning made as per extant RBI guidelines.

If the country exposure (net) of the bank in respect of each

country does not exceed 1% of the total funded assets, no

provision is maintained on such country exposures. The

provision is reflected in schedule 5 of the balance sheet under

the head “Other liabilities & Provisions – Others”.

6. Derivatives:

6.1 The Bank enters into derivative contracts, such as

foreign currency options, interest rate swaps, currency

swaps, and cross currency interest rate swaps and

forward rate agreements in order to hedge on-balance

sheet/off-balance sheet assets and liabilities or for

trading purposes. The swap contracts entered to hedge

on-balance sheet assets and liabilities are structured

in such a way that they bear an opposite and off setting

impact with the underlying on-balance sheet items.

The impact of such derivative instruments is correlated

with the movement of the underlying assets and

accounted in accordance with the principles of hedge

accounting.

6.2 Derivative contracts classified as hedge are recorded

on accrual basis. Hedge contracts are not marked to

market unless the underlying Assets / Liabilities are

also marked to market.

6.3 Except as mentioned above, all other derivative

contracts are marked to market as per the generally

accepted practices prevalent in the industry. In respect

of derivative contracts that are marked to market,

changes in the market value are recognised in the profit

and loss account in the period of change. Any receivable

under derivatives contracts, which remain overdue for

more than 90 days, are reversed through profit and loss

account to “Suspense A/c Crystallised Receivables”. In

cases where the derivative contracts provide for more

settlement in future and if the derivative contract is

not terminated on the overdue receivables remaining

unpaid for 90 days, the positive MTM pertaining to

future receivables is also reversed from Profit and Loss

Account to “Suspense A/c - Positive MTM”.

6.4 Option premium paid or received is recorded in profit

and loss account at the expiry of the option. The Balance

in the premium received on options sold and premium

paid on options bought have been considered to arrive

at Mark to Market value for forex Over the Counter

options.

6.5 Exchange Traded Derivatives entered into for trading

purposes are valued at prevailing market rates based

on rates given by the Exchange and the resultant gains

and losses are recognized in the Profit and Loss

Account.

7. Fixed Assets and Depreciation

7.1 Fixed assets are carried at cost less accumulated

depreciation.

7.2 Cost includes cost of purchase and all expenditure such

as site preparation, installation costs and professional

fees incurred on the asset before it is put to use.

Subsequent expenditure incurred on assets put to use

is capitalised only when it increases the future benefits

from such assets or their functioning capability.

7.4 In respect of assets acquired during the year for

domestic operations, depreciation is charged for half a

year in respect of assets used for upto 180 days and for

the full year in respect of assets used for more than 180

days, except depreciation on computers and software,

which is charged for the full year irrespective of the

period for which the asset was put to use.

7.5 Items costing less than `1,000 each are charged off in

the year of purchase.

7.6 In respect of leasehold premises, the lease premium, if

any, is amortised over the period of lease and the lease

rent is charged in the respective year.

7.7 In respect of assets given on lease by the Bank on or

before 31st March 2001, the value of the assets given

on lease is disclosed as Leased Assets under fixed assets,

and the difference between the annual lease charge

(capital recovery) and the depreciation is taken to Lease

Equalisation Account.

7.8 In respect of fixed assets held at foreign offices,

depreciation is provided as per the regulations /norms

of the respective countries.

8. Leases

The asset classification and provisioning norms applicable to

advances, as laid down in Para 3 above, are applied to financial

leases also.

9. Impairment of Assets

Fixed Assets are reviewed for impairment whenever events

or changes in circumstances warrant that the carrying amount

of an asset may not be recoverable. Recoverability of assets

to be held and used is measured by a comparison of the

carrying amount of an asset to future net discounted cash

flows expected to be generated by the asset. If such assets

are considered to be impaired, the impairment to be

recognised is measured by the amount by which the carrying

amount of the asset exceeds the fair value of the asset.

10. Effect of changes in the foreign exchange rate

10.1 Foreign Currency Transactions

i. Foreign currency transactions are recorded on

initial recognition in the reporting currency by

applying to the foreign currency amount the

exchange rate between the reporting currency and

the foreign currency on the date of transaction.

ii. Foreign currency monetary items are reported

using the Foreign Exchange Dealers Association of

India (FEDAI) closing spot/forward rates.

iii. Foreign currency non-monetary items, which are

carried in terms at historical cost, are reported

using the exchange rate at the date of the

transaction.

iv. Contingent liabilities denominated in foreign

currency are reported using the FEDAI closing

spot rates.

v. Outstanding foreign exchange spot and forward

contracts held for trading are revalued at the

exchange rates notified by FEDAI for specified

10.2 Foreign Operations

Foreign Branches of the Bank and Offshore Banking Units have

been classified as Non-integral Operations and Representative

Offices have been classified as Integral Operations.

a. Non-integral Operations:

i. Both monetary and non-monetary foreign

currency assets and liabilities including contingent

liabilities of non-integral foreign operations are

translated at closing exchange rates notified by

FEDAI at the balance sheet date.

ii. Income and expenditure of non-integral foreign

operations are translated at quarterly average

closing rates.

iii. Exchange differences arising on net investment in

non-integral foreign operations are accumulated

in Foreign Currency Translation Reserve until the

disposal of the net investment.

iv. The Assets and Liabilities of foreign offices in

foreign currency (other than local currency of

the foreign offices) are translated into

local currency using spot rates applicable to

that country.

b. Integral Operations:

i. Foreign currency transactions are recorded on

initial recognition in the reporting currency by

applying to the foreign currency amount the

exchange rate between the reporting currency and

the foreign currency on the date of transaction.

ii. Monetary foreign currency assets and liabilities of

integral foreign operations are translated at closing

exchange rates notified by FEDAI at the balance

sheet date and the resulting profit/loss is included

in the profit and loss account.

iii. Foreign currency non-monetary items which are

carried in terms of historical cost are reported

using the exchange rate at the date of the

transaction.

11. Employee Benefits:

11.1 Short Term Employee Benefits:

The undiscounted amount of short-term employee

benefits, such as medical benefits, casual leave etc.

which are expected to be paid in exchange for the

services rendered by employees are recognised during

the period when the employee renders the service.

11.2 Post Employment Benefits:

i. Defined Benefit Plan

a. The Bank operates a Provident Fund scheme.

All eligible employees are entitled to receive

benefits under the Bank’s Provident Fund

scheme. The Bank contributes monthly at a

determined rate (currently 10% of

employee’s basic pay plus eligible

allowance). These contributions are remitted

to a trust established for this purpose and

are charged to Profit and Loss Account. The

bank recognises such annual contributions

as an expense in the year to which it relates.

b. The bank operates gratuity and pension

schemes which are defined benefit plans.

c. The Bank provides for gratuity to all eligible

employees. The benefit is in the form of lump

sum payments to vested employees on

retirement, on death while in employment,

or on termination of employment, for an

amount equivalent to 15 days of basic salary

payable for each completed year of service,

subject to a maximum amount of `10 lacs.

Vesting occurs upon completion of five years

of service. The Bank makes annual

contributions to a fund administered by

trustees based on an independent external

actuarial valuation carried out annually.

d. The Bank provides for pension to all eligible

employees. The benefit is in the form of

monthly payments as per rules and regular

payments to vested employees on

retirement, on death while in employment,

or on termination of employment. Vesting

occurs at different stages as per rules. The

Bank makes annual contribution to the

pension fund at 10% of salary in terms of SBI

Pension Fund Rules. The pension liability is

reckoned based on an independent actuarial

valuation carried out annually and Bank

makes such additional contributions to the

Fund as may be required to secure payment

of the benefits under the pension

regulations.

e. The cost of providing defined benefits is

determined using the projected unit credit

method, with actuarial valuations being

carried out at each balance sheet date.

Actuarial gains/losses are immediately

recognised in the statement of profit and loss

and are not deferred.

ii. Defined Contribution Plans

The bank operates a new pension scheme (NPS)

for all officers / employees joining the Bank on or

after 1st August, 2010, which is a defined

contribution plan, such new joinees not being

entitled to become members of the existing SBI

Pension Scheme. As per the scheme, the covered

employees contribute 10% of their basic pay plus

dearness allowance to the scheme together with

a matching contribution from the Bank. Pending

completion of registration procedures, these

contributions are retained as deposits in the bank

and earn interest at the same rate as that of the

current account of Provident Fund balance. The

bank recognises such annual contributions and

interest as an expense in the year to which

they relate.

iii. Other Long Term Employee benefits:

a. All eligible employees of the bank are eligible

for compensated absences, silver jubilee

award, leave travel concession, retirement

award and resettlement allowance. The costs

of such long term employee benefits are

internally funded by the Bank.

b. The cost of providing other long term

benefits is determined using the projected

unit credit method with actuarial valuations

being carried out at each balance sheet date.

Past service cost is immediately recognised

in the statement of profit and loss and is not

deferred.

11.3 Employee benefits relating to employees employed at

foreign offices are valued and accounted for as per

the respective local laws/regulations.

12. Taxes on income

12.1 Income tax expense is the aggregate amount of current

tax and deferred tax. Current taxes are determined in

accordance with the provisions of Accounting Standard

22 and tax laws prevailing in India after taking into

account taxes of foreign offices, which are based on the

tax laws of respective jurisdiction. Deferred tax

adjustments comprise of changes in the deferred tax

assets or liabilities during the period.

12.2 Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured using

tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or

substantially enacted prior to the balance sheet date.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are recognised on a

prudent basis for the future tax consequences of timing

differences arising between the carrying values of assets

and liabilities and their respective tax bases, and carry

forward losses. The impact of changes in the deferred

tax assets and liabilities is recognised in the profit and

loss account.

12.3 Deferred tax assets are recognised and reassessed at

each reporting date, based upon management’s

judgement as to whether realisation is considered

reasonably certain. Deferred tax assets are recognised
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on carry forward of unabsorbed depreciation and tax

losses only if there is virtual certainty that such deferred

tax assets can be realised against future profits.

13. Earnings per Share

13.1 The Bank reports basic and diluted earnings per share

in accordance with AS 20 -‘Earnings per Share’ issued

by the ICAI. Basic earnings per share are computed by

dividing the net profit after tax by the weighted average

number of equity shares outstanding for the year.

13.2 Diluted earnings per share reflect the potential dilution

that could occur if securities or other contracts to issue

equity shares were exercised or converted during the

year. Diluted earnings per share are computed using the

weighted average number of equity shares and dilutive

potential equity shares outstanding at year end.

14. Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets

14.1 In conformity with AS 29, “Provisions, Contingent

Liabilities and Contingent Assets”, issued by the Institute

of Chartered Accountants of India, the Bank recognises

provisions only when it has a present obligation as a

result of a past event, it is probable that an outflow of

resources embodying economic benefits will be

required to settle the obligation, and when a reliable

estimate of the amount of the obligation can be made.

14.2 No provision is recognised for

i. any possible obligation that arises from past events

and the existence of which will be confirmed only

by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or

more uncertain future events not wholly within

the control of the Bank; or

ii. any present obligation that arises from past events

but is not recognised because

a. it is not probable that an outflow of resources

embodying economic benefits will be

required to settle the obligation; or

b. a reliable estimate of the amount of

obligation cannot be made.

Such obligations are recorded as Contingent Liabilities.

These are assessed at regular intervals and only that

part of the obligation for which an outflow of resources

embodying economic benefits is probable, is provided

for, except in the extremely rare circumstances where

no reliable estimate can be made.

14.3 Contingent Assets are not recognised in the financial

statements.

15. Special Reserves

Revenue and Other Reserves include Special Reserve created

under Section 36 (1) (viii) of the Income Tax Act, 1961. The

Board of Directors of the Bank has passed a resolution

approving creation of the reserve and confirming that it has

no intention to make withdrawal from the Special Reserve.

16. Share Issue Expenses

Share issue expenses are charged to the Share Premium

Account.

ii. Derivative transactions carry market risk i.e. the probable loss the Bank
may incur as a result of adverse movements in interest rates/exchange
rates/equity prices and credit risk i.e. the probable loss the Bank may incur
if the counterparties fail to meet their obligations. The Bank's "Policy for
Derivatives" approved by the Board prescribes the market risk parameters
(cut-loss triggers, open position limits, duration, modified duration, PV01
etc.) as well as customer eligibility criteria (credit rating, tenure of
relationship etc.) for entering into derivative transactions. Credit risk is
controlled by entering into derivative transactions only with counterparties
satisfying the criteria prescribed in the Policy.  Appropriate limits are set
for the counterparties taking into account their ability to honour obligations
and the Bank enters into ISDA agreement with each counterparty.

iii. The Asset Liability Management Committee (ALCO) of the Bank
oversees efficient management of these risks. The Bank's Mid-Office
and Risk Control (MORC) Department at Treasury, now Market Risk
Management Department (MRMD) independently identifies, measures,
monitors market risk associated with derivative transactions, assists
ALCO in controlling and managing these risks and reports compliance
with policy prescriptions to the Risk Management Committee of the
Board (RMCB) at regular intervals.

iv. The accounting policy for derivatives has been drawn-up in accordance
with RBI guidelines, the details of which are presented under Schedule
17: Significant Accounting Policies (SAP) for the financial year 2011-12.

v. Interest Rate Swaps are mainly used at Foreign Offices for hedging of
the assets and liabilities.

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The estimates of future salary growth, factored in actuarial

valuation, take account of inflation, seniority, promotion and other

relevant factors such as supply and demand in the employment

market. Such estimates are very long term and are not based on

limited past experience / immediate future. Empirical evidence also

suggests that in very long term, consistent high salary growth rates

are not possible, which has been relied upon by the auditors.

The Board of Directors has, pursuant to approval of Government

of India vide letter dated January 25, 2012, amended Rule 10 of

SBI Employees’ Pension Fund, which earlier restricted contribution

to 10% of salary, to permit contribution to the Fund as per actuarial

valuation. The notification of the said amendment in the Gazette

of India is under process. Consequent thereto, the Bank has

transferred ̀ 9,518 crores to the SBI Employees Pension Fund Trust

from the Special Provision Account, during the year.

ii. Employees’ Provident Fund

In terms of the guidance on implementing AS-15 (Revised 2005)

issued by the Institute of the Chartered Accountants of India, the

Employees Provident Fund set up by the Bank is treated as a defined

benefit plan. State Bank of India Provident Fund is not covered

under the EPF Act 1952 but is covered under the Provident Fund

Act 1925, wherein there is no minimum interest declared, so there

will not be any interest guarantee applicable for SBI PF. During the

FY 2011-12, the Trust has earned annualized yield of 9.26% whereas

the Trust has paid interest to Provident Fund members at 8.25%.

Accordingly, no shortfall remains unprovided for and the Trust is

having a surplus balance, which is not accounted as an asset in the

Banks’ books. Accordingly, other related disclosures in respect of

Provident Fund have not been made and an amount of `531.83

Crores (Previous Year `854.90 Crores) is recognised as an expense

towards the Provident Fund scheme of the Bank included under

the head “Payments to and provisions for employees” in Profit and

Loss Account.

iii. Defined Contributions

The Bank has implemented a Defined Contribution Pension Scheme

(DCPS) applicable to all categories of officers and employees joining

the Bank on or after 1st August 2010. The scheme will be managed

by NPS trust under the aegis of the Pension Fund Regulatory and

Development Authority. Pending the finalisation of the modalities

of the scheme and registration of the subscribers with the Central

Record Keeping Agency, the contributions of the Bank of `52.47

crores (Previous Year ̀ 11.75 crores) has been retained as a deposit

with the Bank and earns interest at the same rate as that of the

current account of Provident Fund.

iv. Other Long term Employee Benefits

Amount of `531.33 Crores (Previous Year `775.74 Crores) is

provided towards Long Term Employee Benefits and is included

under the head “Payments to and Provisions for Employees” in

Profit and Loss Account.

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b) Segment Reporting:

1. Segment Identification

I. Primary (Business Segment)

The following are the primary segments of the Bank:-

— Treasury

— Corporate / Wholesale Banking

— Retail Banking

— Other Banking Business

The present accounting and information system of the Bank

does not support capturing and extraction of the data in

respect of the above segments separately. However, based on

the present internal, organisational and management

reporting structure and the nature of their risk and returns,

the data on the primary segments have been computed as

under:

i. Treasury - The Treasury Segment includes the entire

investment portfolio and trading in foreign exchange

contracts and derivative contracts. The revenue of the

treasury segment primarily consists of fees and gains or

losses from trading operations and interest income on the

investment portfolio.

ii. Corporate/Wholesale Banking - The Corporate/

Wholesale Banking segment comprises the lending

activities of Corporate Accounts Group, Mid Corporate

Accounts Group and Stressed Assets Management Group.

These include providing loans and transaction services to

corporate and institutional clients and further include

non-treasury operations of foreign offices.

iii. Retail Banking - The Retail Banking Segment comprises

of branches in National Banking Group, which primarily

includes Personal Banking activities including lending

activities to corporate customers having banking relations

with branches in the National Banking Group. This

segment also includes agency business and ATMs.

iv. Other Banking business – Segments not classified under

(i) to (iii) above are classified under this primary segment.

II. Secondary (Geographical Segment)

i) Domestic Operations - Branches/Offices having

operations in India

ii) Foreign Operations - Branches/Offices having operations

outside India and offshore Banking units having

operations in India

III. Pricing of Inter-segmental Transfers

The Retail Banking segment is the primary resource mobilising

unit. The Corporate/Wholesale Banking and Treasury

segments are recipient of funds from Retail Banking. Market

related Funds Transfer Pricing (MRFTP) is followed under which

a separate unit called Funding Centre has been created. The

Funding Centre notionally buys funds that the business units

raise in the form of deposits or borrowings and notionally sell

funds to business units engaged in creating assets.

IV. Allocation of Expenses, Assets and Liabilities

Expenses incurred at Corporate Centre establishments directly

attributable either to Corporate / Wholesale and Retail Banking

Operations or to Treasury Operations segment, are allocated

accordingly. Expenses not directly attributable are allocated

on the basis of the ratio of number of employees in each

segment/ratio of directly attributable expenses.

The Bank has certain common assets and liabilities, which

cannot be attributed to any segment, and the same are treated

as unallocated.

Bank”), with effect from July 29, 2011, the effective date. The results for the

year ended March 31, 2012 include the results of operations of the erstwhile

SBICI for the period from July 29, 2011 to the year end March 31, 2012 and the

results of the Bank are not comparable to that extent.

The amalgamation of State Bank of India Commercial and International Bank

Ltd (SBICI) with the Bank has been accounted for under the pooling of interest

method as prescribed in Accounting Standard 14 “Accounting for

Amalgamations”. Pursuant thereto, all assets and liabilities including reserves

of SBICI as on the effective date have been transferred and vested in the Bank.

The Bank held 100% of the share capital of the SBICI on the effective date, which

stands cancelled. No shares were exchanged to effect the amalgamation.

To

The President of India,

1.   We, the undersigned Auditors of State Bank of India,

appointed under Section 41 (1) of the State Bank of

India Act, 1955, do hereby report to the Central

Government upon the Balance Sheet, Profit and Loss

Account and the Cash Flow Statement of the Bank.

2. We have audited the accompanying financial

statements of State Bank of India as at 31st March

2012, which comprise the Balance Sheet as at March

31, 2012, Profit & Loss Account and Cash Flow

Statement for the year then ended, and a summary

of significant accounting policies and other explanatory

information. Incorporated in the said financial

statements are the returns of:

i) The Central Office, fourteen Local Head Offices,

Global Markets Group, International Business

Group, Corporate Accounts Group (Central), Mid-

Corporate Group (Central), Stressed Assets

Management Group (Central) and forty two

branches audited by us;

ii) 11060 Indian Branches audited by branch

auditors; and

iii) 52 Foreign Branches audited by the local auditors.

The branches audited by us and those audited by

other auditors have been selected by the Bank in

accordance with the guidelines issued to the Bank by

Reserve Bank of India.

Also incorporated in the Balance Sheet and the

Statement of Profit and Loss are the returns from

3811 Indian branches and other accounting units,

which have not been subjected to audit. These

unaudited branches account for 1.18% of advances,

4.56% of deposits, 1.06% of interest income and

4.89% of interest expenses.

b)  Note 13 of Schedule 18: 'Notes to Accounts'

regarding deferment of gratuity liability of the

bank to the extent of `300 crores in accordance

with RBI circular no.DBOD.BP.BC.80/21.04.018/

2010-11 dated February 9, 2011 and the

exemption granted by the Reserve Bank of India

to the Bank from applicability of provisions of

accounting Standard 15: Employee Benefits.

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A. Basis of Preparation:

The accompanying financial statements have been prepared

under the historical cost convention, on the accrual basis of

accounting, unless otherwise stated and conform in all material

aspect to Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in

India, which comprise applicable statutory provisions,

regulatory norms/guidelines prescribed by Reserve Bank of

India (RBI), Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority

(IRDA), Companies Act, 1956, Accounting Standards issued by

the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI), and the

prevalent accounting practices in India.

B. Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements requires the

management to make estimates and assumptions considered

in the reported amounts of assets and liabilities (including

contingent liabilities) as of the date of the financial statements

and the reported income and expenses during the reporting

period. Management believes that the estimates used in the

preparation of the financial statements are prudent and

reasonable. Future results could differ from these estimates.

C. Basis of Consolidation:

1. Consolidated financial statements of the Group (comprising

of 29 subsidiaries, 8 Joint Ventures and 25 Associates) have

been prepared on the basis of:

a. Audited accounts of State Bank of India (Parent).

b. Line by line aggregation of each item of asset/liability/

income/expense of the subsidiaries with the respective

item of the Parent, and after eliminating all material intra-

group balances/transactions, unrealised profit/loss, and

making necessary adjustments wherever required for

non-uniform accounting policies as per AS 21

“Consolidated Financial Statements” issued by the ICAI.

c. Consolidation of Joint Ventures – ‘Proportionate

Consolidation’ as per AS 27 “Financial Reporting of

Interests in Joint Ventures” of the ICAI.

d.  Accounting for investment in ‘Associates’ under the

‘Equity Method’ as per AS 23 “Accounting for Investments

in Associates in Consolidated Financial Statements“ of the

ICAI.

2. The difference between cost to the group of its investment in

the subsidiary entities and the group’s portion of the equity

of the subsidiaries is recognised in the financial statements as

goodwill / capital reserve.

3. Minority interest in the net assets of the consolidated

subsidiaries consists of:

a. The amount of equity attributable to the minority at the

date on which investment in a subsidiary is made, and

b. The minority share of movements in revenue reserves/

loss (equity) since the date the parent-subsidiary

relationship came into existence.

1.2 Interest income is recognised in the Profit and Loss

Account as it accrues except (i) income from non-

performing assets (NPAs), comprising of advances, leases

and investments, which is recognised upon realisation,

as per the prudential norms prescribed by the RBI/

respective country regulators in case of foreign offices/

entities (hereafter collectively referred to as Regulatory

Authorities), (ii) interest on application money on

investments (iii) overdue interest on investments and bills

discounted, (iv) Income on Rupee Derivatives designated

as “Trading”.

1.3 Profit or Loss on sale of investments is recognised in the

Profit and Loss Account, however the profit on sale of

investments in the ‘Held to Maturity’ category is

appropriated net of applicable taxes and amount required

to be transferred to statutory reserve to ‘Capital Reserve

Account’.

ii. On zero-coupon securities, it is accounted for over

the balance tenor of the security on a constant yield

basis.

1.6 Dividend is accounted on an accrual basis where the right

to receive the dividend is established.

1.7 All other commission and fee incomes are recognised on

their realisation except for (i) Guarantee commission on

deferred payment guarantees, which is spread over the

period of the guarantee and (ii) Commission on

Government Business, which is recognised as it accrues.

1.8 One time Insurance Premium paid under Special Home

Loan Scheme (December 2008 to June 2009) is amortised

over average loan period of 15 years.

b. Portfolio Advisory Service income is recognised on

accrual basis as per the terms of the contract.

c. Recovery from guaranteed schemes of deficit earlier

recognised as expense is recognised as income in the

year of receipt.

d. Scheme Expenses: Expenses of schemes in excess of

the stipulated rates are charged to the Profit and Loss

Account.

e. Recovery, if any, on realisation of devolved

investments of schemes acquired by the company

in terms of right of subrogation is accounted on the

basis of receipts.

Credit Card Operations:

a. Joining membership fee and first annual fee have

been recognised over a period of one year as they

more closely reflects the period to which the fee

relate to.

b. Interchange income is recognised on accrual basis.

c. All other service fees are recorded at the time of

occurrence of the respective transaction.

Factoring:

Factoring service charges are accounted on accrual

basis except in the case of non-performing assets,

where income is accounted on realisation. Processing

charges are accrued upon acceptance of sanction of

the factoring /financing limits by the Company.

Life Insurance:

a. Premium (net of service tax) is recognized as income

when due from policyholders. Uncollected premium

from lapsed policies is not recognised as income until

such policies are revived.

Claims by maturity are

accounted on the policy maturity date. Annuity

benefits are accounted when due. Surrenders are

accounted as and when notified. Claims cost consist

of the policy benefit amounts and claims settlement

costs, where applicable. Amounts recoverable from

re-insurers are accounted for in the same period as

the related claims and are reduced from claims.

d. Acquisition costs such as commission; medical fees

etc. are costs that are primarily related to the

acquisition of new and renewal insurance contracts

and are expensed as and when incurred.

e. Liability for life policies: The actuarial liability of all

the life insurance policies has been calculated by the

appointed actuary as per the guidelines prescribed

by the Institute of Actuaries of India.

General Insurance:

a. Premium (net of service tax), including reinstatement

premium, on direct business and reinsurance

accepted, is recognized as income over the contract

period or the period of risk, whichever is appropriate,

on gross basis under 1/365 method. Any subsequent

revision to premium is recognized over the remaining

period of risk or contract period. Adjustments to

premium income arising on cancellation of policies

are recognised in the period in which it is cancelled.

b. Commission received on reinsurance ceded is

recognised as income in the period in which

reinsurance risk is ceded. Profit commission under

re-insurance treaties, wherever applicable, is

recognized as income in the year of final

determination of the profits as intimated by

Reinsurer and combined with commission on

reinsurance ceded.

c. In respect of proportional reinsurance ceded, the

cost of reinsurance ceded is accrued at the

commencement of risk. Non-proportional

reinsurance cost is recognized when due. Any

subsequent revision to, refunds or cancellations of

premiums is recognized in the period in which they

occur.

d.  Acquisition costs such as commission, policy issue

expenses etc. are costs that are primarily related to

the acquisition of new and renewal insurance

contracts and are expensed in the period in which

they are incurred.

e.  Claim is recognized as and when a loss occurrence

is reported. Provision for claims outstanding payable

as on the date of Balance Sheet is net of reinsurance,

salvage value and other recoveries as estimated by

the management.

f.  Provision in respect of claim liabilities that may have

been incurred during an accounting period but not

reported or claimed (IBNR) or not enough reported

(i.e reported with information insufficient for making

a reasonable estimate of likely claim amount) (IBNER)

before the end of the accounting period, is the

amount determined by the Appointed Actuary/

Consulting Actuary based on actuarial principles in

 The revenue is recognised to the extent that it is

probable that the economic benefits will flow to the

company and the revenue can be reliably measured.

Pension Fund Operation:

Management fees is recognized at specified rates

agreed with the relevant schemes calculated as per

the Investment Management Agreement (IMA)

entered into between the Company and NPS

Trustees, on accrual basis. Revenue excludes Service

Tax, wherever recovered.

Mutual Fund Trustee Operation:

Trusteeship fees / management fees are recognised

on an accrual basis in accordance with the respective

terms of contract between the Companies.

2. Investments

The transactions in Government Securities are recorded on

“Trade Date” upto 31.12.2010 and on “Settlement Date” with

effect from 01.01.2011. Investments other than Government

Securities are recorded on “Trade Date”.

2.1 Classification

Investments are classified into three categories, viz. Held

to Maturity (HTM), Available for Sale (AFS) and Held for

Trading (HFT)

2.2 Basis of classification:

i. Investments that the Bank intends to hold till

maturity are classified as Held to Maturity.

ii. Investments that are held principally for resale within

90 days from the date of purchase are classified as

Held for Trading.

iii. Investments, which are not classified in the above

two categories, are classified as Available for Sale.

iv. An investment is classified as Held to Maturity,

Available for Sale or Held for Trading at the time of

its purchase and subsequent shifting amongst

categories is done in conformity with regulatory

guidelines.

2.3 Valuation:

A. Banking Business

i. In determining the acquisition cost of an investment:

a. Brokerage/commission received on

subscriptions is reduced from the cost.

b. Brokerage, commission, securities transaction

tax, etc. paid in connection with acquisition of

investments are expensed upfront and excluded

from cost.

c. Broken period interest paid / received on debt

instruments is treated as interest expense/

income and is excluded from cost/sale

consideration.

Investments in

Regional Rural Banks (RRBs) are valued at equity cost

determined in accordance with AS 23 of the ICAI.A

provision is made for diminution, other than

temporary, for each investment individually.

v. Available for Sale and Held for Trading categories:

Investments held under AFS and HFT categories are

individually revalued at the market price or fair value

determined as per Regulatory guidelines, and only

the net depreciation of each group for each category

is provided for and net appreciation, is ignored. On

provision for depreciation, the book value of the

individual securities remains unchanged after

marking to market.

vi. Security receipts issued by an asset reconstruction

company (ARC) are valued in accordance with the

guidelines applicable to non-SLR instruments.

Accordingly, in cases where the security receipts

issued by the ARC are limited to the actual realisation

of the financial assets assigned to the instruments

in the concerned scheme, the Net Asset Value,

obtained from the ARC, is reckoned for valuation of

such investments.

vii. Investments are classified as performing and non-

performing, based on the guidelines issued by the

RBI in case of domestic offices/entities and respective

regulators in case of foreign offices/entities.

Investments of domestic offices become non-

performing where:

a. Interest/instalment (including maturity

proceeds) is due and remains unpaid for more

than 90 days.

b. In the case of equity shares, in the event the

investment in the shares of any company is

valued at ̀ 1 per company on account of the non

availability of the latest balance sheet, those

equity shares would be reckoned as NPI.

Reverse repo are accounted as Collateralized lending

and borrowing transactions. However securities are

transferred as in case of normal outright sale/

purchase transactions and such movement of

securities is reflected using the Repo/Reverse Repo

Accounts and Contra entries. The above entries are

reversed on the date of maturity. Costs and revenues

are accounted as interest expenditure/income, as the

case may be. Balance in Repo A/c is classified under

schedule 4 (Borrowings) and balance in Reverse Repo

A/c is classified under schedule 7 (Balance with Banks

and Money at Call & Short Notice).

(b) Securities purchased / sold under LAF with RBI are

debited / credited to Investment Account and

reversed on maturity of the transaction. Interest

expended / earned thereon is accounted for as

expenditure / revenue.

B. Insurance Business

In case of life and general insurance subsidiaries,

investments are made in accordance with the Insurance

Act, 1938, the IRDA (Investment) Regulations, 2000, and

various other circulars or notifications issued by IRDA in

this context from time to time.

(i) Valuation of investment pertaining to non-linked life

business and general insurance business:-

� All debt securities, including government

securities are stated at historical cost, subject

to amortisation.

� Listed equity shares are measured at fair value

on the Balance Sheet date. For the purpose of

determining fair value, the lower of the last

quoted closing price at the National Stock

Exchange of India Limited (‘NSE’) or Bombay

Stock Exchange Limited, Mumbai (‘BSE’) is

considered. Unlisted equity securities are

measured at historical cost.

� Investments in mutual fund units are valued at

the Net Asset Value (NAV) of previous day in

life insurance and of balance sheet date in

general insurance.

Debt securities

other than Government securities with

remaining maturity of more than one year are

valued on the basis of CRISIL Bond Valuer. The

amortised or average cost of Government and

other debt securities with remaining maturity

of one year or less are amortised over the

remaining life of the securities. Unrealised gains

or losses arising on such valuation are

recognized in the Profit & Loss Account.

� Listed equity shares are measured at fair value

on the Balance Sheet date. For the purpose of

determining fair value, the last quoted closing

price at the National Stock Exchange of India

Limited (‘NSE’) is considered. In case the equity

shares are not listed on NSE, then they are

valued at last quoted closing price on BSE.

� Investments in mutual fund units are valued at

the previous day’s Net Asset Value (NAV).

Unrealized gains or losses arising due to changes

in the fair value of equity shares and mutual

fund units are recognized in the Profit & Loss

Account.

3. Loans /Advances and Provisions thereon

3.1 Loans and Advances are classified as performing and non-

performing, based on the guidelines issued by RBI. Loan

assets become non-performing assets (NPAs) where:

i. In respect of term loans, interest and/or instalment

of principal remains overdue for a period of more

than 90 days;

ii. In respect of Overdraft or Cash Credit advances, the

account remains “out of order”, i.e. if the

outstanding balance exceeds the sanctioned limit/

drawing power continuously for a period of 90 days,

or if there are no credits continuously for 90 days

as on the date of balance-sheet, or if the credits

are not adequate to cover the interest due during

the same period;

iii. In respect of bills purchased/discounted, the bill

remains overdue for a period of more than 90 days;

iv. In respect of agricultural advances for short duration

crops, where the instalment of principal or interest

remains overdue for two crop seasons;

3.2 NPAs are classified into sub-standard, doubtful and loss

assets, based on the following criteria stipulated by RBI:

i. Sub-standard: A loan asset that has remained non-

performing for a period less than or equal to

12 months.

ii. Doubtful: A loan asset that has remained in the sub-

standard category for a period of 12 months.

iii. Loss: A loan asset where loss has been identified but

the amount has not been fully written off.

3.3 Provisions are made for NPAs as per the extant guidelines

prescribed by the regulatory authorities, subject to

minimum provisions as prescribed below :

Substandard Assets: i. A general provision of 15%

ii. Additional provision of 10%

for exposures which are

unsecured ab-initio (i.e.

where realisable value of

security is not more than

10 percent ab-initio)

iii. Unsecured Exposure in

respect of infrastructure

loan accounts where

certain safeguards such as

escrow accounts are

available – 20%

Doubtful Assets:

— Secured portion: i. Upto one year – 25%

ii. One to three years – 40%

iii. More than three

years – 100%

 — Unsecured portion 100%

Loss Assets: 100%

3.4 In respect of foreign Offices, classification of loans and

advances and provisions for non performing advances are

made as per the local regulations or as per the norms of

RBI, whichever is more stringent.

3.5 The sale of NPAs is accounted as per guidelines prescribed

by RBI. If the sale is at a price below net book value, the

shortfall is debited to the profit and loss account, and in

case of sale for a value higher than net book value, the

excess provision is retained and utilised to meet the

shortfall / loss on sale of other financial assets. Net book

value is outstanding as reduced by specific provisions held

and ECGC claims received.

3.6 Advances are net of specific loan loss provisions,

unrealised interest, ECGC claims received and bills

rediscounted.

3.7 For restructured/rescheduled assets, provisions are made

in accordance with the guidelines issued by RBI, which

require that the difference between the fair value of the

loan before and after restructuring is provided for, in

addition to provision for NPAs. The provision for

diminution in fair value and interest sacrifice, arising out

of the above, is reduced from advances.

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3.8 In the case of loan accounts classified as NPAs, an account

may be reclassified as a performing asset if it conforms

to the guidelines prescribed by the regulators.

3.9 Amounts recovered against debts written off in earlier

years are recognised as revenue.

3.10 In addition to the specific provision on NPAs, general

provisions are also made for standard assets. These

provisions are reflected in Schedule 5 of the balance

sheet under the head “Other Liabilities & Provisions –

Others” and are not considered for arriving at Net NPAs.

4. Floating Provision

The bank has a policy for creation and utilisation of floating

provisions separately for advances, investments and general

purpose. The quantum of floating provisions to be created is

assessed at the end of each financial year. The floating

provisions are utilised only for contingencies under extra

ordinary circumstances specified in the policy with prior

permission of Reserve Bank of India.

5. Provision for Country Exposure for Banking Entities

In addition to the specific provisions held according to the asset

classification status, provisions are held for individual country

exposures (other than the home country). Countries are

categorised into seven risk categories, namely, insignificant,

low, moderate, high, very high, restricted and off-credit, and

provisioning made as per extant RBI guidelines. If the country

exposure (net) of the bank in respect of each country does

not exceed 1% of the total funded assets, no provision is

maintained on such country exposures. The provision is

reflected in schedule 5 of the balance sheet under the “Other

liabilities & Provisions – Others”.

6. Derivatives:

6.1 The Bank enters into derivative contracts, such as foreign

currency options, interest rate swaps, currency swaps,

and cross currency interest rate swaps and forward

rate agreements in order to hedge on-balance

sheet/off-balance sheet assets and liabilities or for trading

purposes. The swap contracts entered to hedge

on-balance sheet assets and liabilities are structured in

such a way that they bear an opposite and offsetting

impact with the underlying on-balance sheet items. The

impact of such derivative instruments is correlated with

the movement of the underlying assets and accounted in

accordance with the principles of hedge accounting.

6.2 Derivative contracts classified as hedge are recorded on

accrual basis. Hedge contracts are not marked to market

unless the underlying Assets / Liabilities are also marked

to market.

6.3 Except as mentioned above, all other derivative contracts

are marked to market as per the generally accepted

practices prevalent in the industry. In respect of derivative

contracts that are marked to market, changes in the

market value are recognised in the profit and loss account

in the period of change. Any receivable under derivatives

contracts, which remain overdue for more than 90 days,

are reversed through profit and loss account to “Suspense

A/c Crystallised Receivables”. In cases where the

derivative contracts provide for more settlement in future

and if the derivative contract is not terminated on the

overdue receivables remaining unpaid for 90 days, the

Subsequent

expenditure incurred on assets put to use is capitalised

only when it increases the future benefits from such assets

or their functioning capability.

10. Effect of changes in the foreign exchange rate

10.1 Foreign Currency Transactions

The group entities contribute

monthly at a determined rate. These

contributions are remitted to a trust established

for this purpose and are charged to Profit and

Loss Account. The group entities are liable for

annual contributions and interests, which is

payable at minimum specified rate of interest.

The entities recognise such annual contributions

and interest as an expense in the year to which

they relate.

b. The group entities operate separate gratuity and

pension schemes, which are defined benefit

plans.

c. The group entities provide for gratuity to all

eligible employees. The benefit is in the form

of lump sum payments to vested employees on

retirement, on death while in employment, or

on termination of employment, for an amount

equivalent to 15 days basic salary payable for

each completed year of service, subject to a

ceiling in terms of service rules. Vesting occurs

upon completion of five years of service. The

Bank makes annual contributions to a fund

administered by trustees based on an

independent external actuarial valuation carried

out annually.

d. Some group entities provide for pension to all

eligible employees. The benefit is in the form

of monthly payments as per rules and regular

payments to vested employees on retirement,

on death while in employment, or on

termination of employment. Vesting occurs at

different stages as per rules. The entities make

annual contributions to funds administered by

trustees based on an independent external

actuarial valuation carried out annually.

e. The cost of providing defined benefits is

determined using the projected unit credit

method, with actuarial valuations being carried

out at each balance sheet date. Actuarial gains/

losses are immediately recognised in the

statement of profit and loss and are not

deferred.

ii. Defined Contribution Plans

The bank operates a new pension scheme (NPS) for

all officers/ employees joining the Bank on or after

1st August  2010, which is a defined contribution plan,

such new joinees not being entitled to become

members of the existing SBI Pension Scheme.

Pending finalisation of the detailed scheme, the

employees covered under the scheme contribute

10% of their basic pay plus dearness allowance to

the scheme together with a matching contribution

from the Bank. These contributions are retained as

deposits in the bank and earn interest at the same

rate as that of the current account of Provident Fund

balance. The bank recognises such annual

contributions and interest as an expense in the year

to which they relate.

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iii. Other Long Term Employee benefits:

a.  All eligible employees of the group are eligible

for compensated absences, silver jubilee award,

leave travel concession, retirement award and

resettlement allowance. The costs of such long

term employee benefits are internally funded

by the group entities.

b.  The cost of providing other long term benefits

is determined using the projected unit credit

method with actuarial valuations being carried

out at each balance sheet date. Past service cost

is immediately recognised in the statement of

profit and loss and is not deferred.

11.3 Employee benefits relating to employees employed at

foreign offices/ entities are valued and accounted for as

per the respective local laws/regulations.

12. Taxes on income

12.1 Income tax expense is the aggregate amount of current

tax, deferred tax and fringe benefit tax charge. Current

taxes are determined in accordance with the provisions

of Accounting Standard 22 and tax laws prevailing in India

after taking into account taxes of foreign offices/entities,

which are based on the tax laws of respective jurisdiction.

Deferred tax adjustments comprise of changes in the

deferred tax assets or liabilities during the period.

12.2 Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured using tax

rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantially

enacted prior to the balance sheet date. Deferred tax

assets and liabilities are recognised on a prudent basis

for the future tax consequences of timing differences

arising between the carrying values of assets and liabilities

and their respective tax bases, and carry forward losses.

The impact of changes in the deferred tax assets and

liabilities is recognised in the profit and loss account.

12.3 Deferred tax assets are recognised and reassessed at each

reporting date, based upon management’s judgement as

to whether realisation is considered reasonably certain.

Deferred tax assets are recognised on carry forward of

unabsorbed depreciation and tax losses only if there is

virtual certainty that such deferred tax assets can be

realised against future profits.

12.4 Income tax expenses are the aggregate of the amounts

of tax expense appearing in the separate financial

statements of the parent and its subsidiaries/joint

ventures, as per their applicable laws.

13. Earning per Share

13.1 The Bank reports basic and diluted earnings per share in

accordance with AS 20 -‘Earnings per Share’ issued by

the ICAI. Basic earnings per share are computed by

dividing the net profit after tax (other than minority) by

the weighted average number of equity shares

outstanding for the year.

13.2 Diluted earnings per share reflect the potential dilution

that could occur if securities or other contracts to issue

equity shares were exercised or converted during the year.

Diluted earnings per share are computed using the

weighted average number of equity shares and dilutive

potential equity shares outstanding at year end.

but is not recognised because

a.  it is not probable that an outflow of resources

embodying economic benefits will be required

to settle the obligation; or

b.  a reliable estimate of the amount of obligation

cannot be made.

Such obligations are recorded as Contingent

Liabilities. These are assessed at regular intervals

and only that part of the obligation for which

an outflow of resources embodying economic

benefits is probable, is provided for, except in

the extremely rare circumstances where no

reliable estimate can be made.

14.3 Contingent Assets are not recognised in the financial

statements.

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a) Treasury: The Treasury Segment includes the entire
investment portfolio and trading in foreign exchange
contracts and derivative contracts. The revenue of the
treasury segment primarily consists of fees and gains
or losses from trading operations and interest income
on the investment portfolio.

b) Corporate / Wholesale Banking: The Corporate /
Wholesale Banking segment comprises the lending
activities of Corporate Accounts Group, Mid Corporate
Accounts Group and Stressed Assets Management Group.
These include providing loans and transaction services
to corporate and institutional clients and further include
non treasury operations of foreign offices/entities.

c) Retail Banking: The Retail Banking Segment comprises
of branches in National Banking Group, which primarily
includes personal Banking activities including lending
activities to corporate customers having Banking
relations with branches in the National Banking Group.
This segment also includes agency business and ATMs

d) Insurance Business – The Insurance Business Segment
comprises of the results of SBI Life Insurance Co. Ltd.
and SBI General Insurance Co. Ltd.

e) Other Banking business – Segments not classified
under (a) to (d) above are classified under this primary
segment. This segment also includes the operations
of all the Non-Banking Subsidiaries/Joint Ventures
other than SBI Life Insurance Co. Ltd. and SBI General
Insurance Co. Ltd. of the group.

B) Secondary (Geographical Segment):

i) Domestic operations - Branches, Subsidiaries
and Joint Ventures having operations in India.

ii) Foreign operations - Branches, Subsidiaries and
Joint Ventures having operations outside India and
offshore banking units having operations in India.

C) Allocation of Expenses, Assets and liabilities

Expenses of parent incurred at Corporate Centre
establishments directly attributable either to
Corporate/Wholesale and Retail Banking Operations
or to Treasury Operations segment, are allocated
accordingly. Expenses not directly attributable are
allocated on the basis of the ratio of number of
employees in each segment/ratio of directly
attributable expenses.

3.2.2 The accounting policies adopted for segment reporting
are in line with the accounting policies adopted in the
parent’s financial statements with the following
additional features:

1) Pricing of inter-segment transactions between
the Non Banking Operations segment and other
segments are market led. In respect of
transactions between treasury and other
banking business, compensation for the use of
funds is reckoned based on interest and other
costs incurred by the lending segment.

2) Revenue and expenses have been identified to
segments based on their relationship to the
operating activities of the segment.

3) Revenue and expenses, which relate to the
enterprise as a whole and are not allocable to
segments on a reasonable basis, have been
included under “Unallocated Expenses”.

(a) Summary

Type of Capital Features

Equity (Tier–I) The Bank has allotted 3,60,45,243 shares of `10 each for cash at a premium of `2,181.69 per equity share aggregating to `7,900
crores under Preferential Capital to Government of India on 30th March, 2012. Out of the total subscription of `7,900 crores received
from GoI, an amount of `36.05 crores was  transferred to Share Capital Account and `7,863.95 crores to Capital Share Premium Account.

During the year SBBJ raised `780 crores by way of Rights Equity Issue, out of which SBI infused an amount of `585 crores.

Consequent to the notification of the “Acquisition of State Bank of India Commercial & International Bank Ltd Order, 2011” issued
by the Govt. of India, the undertaking of State Bank of India Commercial & International Bank Ltd. (SBICI) stands transferred to
and vests in State Bank of India (“the Bank”), with effect from July 29, 2011, the effective date.

Innovative Instruments Neither SBI nor Domestic & Foreign Subsidiaries have raised Capital by way of Innovative Perpetual Debt Instruments (IPDIs) during

(Tier–I) FY11-12.

The SBI Group has issued IPDIs to the tune of ` 7,070 crores till date, out of which ` 6,520 crores qualify as Regulatory Capital.

Tier-II SBI and its Subsidiaries have raised Upper as well as Lower Tier II Capital. The subordinated debts raised through Private Placement / Retail
Participation are unsecured, long term, non-convertible and are redeemable at par. The debt is subordinated to present and future senior
indebtedness of the Bank and qualifies for Tier II Capital.

SBI did not issue any Tier II Capital instruments during FY11-12.

SBBJ & SBT have raised `500 crores each by way of Lower and Upper Tier II Bonds respectively during FY11-12.

SBI Cards and SBI Global Factors Ltd. have raised subordinated debt of `50 crores and `100 crores respectively during FY11-12.

Tier II capital of Foreign Subsidiaries mainly comprises of General provisions. During the year, Nepal SBI Bank Ltd. has raised Tier II Capital
of `25 crores by issuing 10 years unsecured debentures – “12.5% Nepal SBI Bank Debenture 2078”  maturing on 23.01.2022 (equivalent
of Nepali Currency, NR 40 crores).

Foreign). This analysis is done for the SBI and SBI Group separately.

• CRAR of the Bank and for the Group as a whole is estimated to be well above the Regulatory CAR
of 9% in the medium horizon of 3 to 5 years.  However, to maintain adequate capital, the Bank has
options to augment its capital resources by raising Subordinated Debt and Innovative Perpetual Debt
Instruments, besides Equity as and when required.

• Strategic Capital Plan for the Foreign Subsidiaries covers an assessment of capital requirement for growth
of assets and the capital required complying with various local regulatory requirements and prudential
norms. The growth plan is approved by the parent bank after satisfying itself about the capacity of
the individual subsidiaries to raise Tier I /Tier II Capital to support the increased level of assets and
at the same time maintaining the Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR).

Qualitative Disclosures

Definitions of past due and impaired assets (for accounting purposes)

The Domestic Banking entities in the Group follow the extant RBI instructions for definitions of these categories for accounting purposes, as given below:

Non-performing assets

An asset becomes non-performing when it ceases to generate income for the bank. A Non-Performing Asset (NPA) is an advance where:

i. Interest and/or installment of principal remain ‘overdue’ for a period of more than 90 days in respect of a Term Loan;

ii. The account remains ‘out of order’ for a period of more than 90 days, in respect of an Overdraft/Cash Credit (OD/CC);

iii. The bill remains ‘overdue’ for a period of more than 90 days in the case of bills purchased and discounted;

iv. Any amount to be received remains ‘overdue’ for a period of more than 90 days in respect of other accounts;

v. A loan granted for short duration crops is treated as NPA, if the installment of principal or interest thereon remains ‘overdue’ for two crop seasons

and a loan granted for long duration crops is treated as NPA, if installment of principal or interest thereon remains ‘overdue’ for one crop season; and

vi. An account would be classified as NPA only if the interest charged during any quarter is not serviced fully within 90 days from the end of the quarter.

‘Out of Order’ Status

An account is treated as ‘out of order’ if the outstanding balance remains continuously in excess of the sanctioned limit/drawing power.

In cases where the outstanding balance in the principal operating account is less than the sanctioned limit/drawing power, but there are no credits continuously

for 90 days as on the date of Bank’s Balance Sheet, or where credits are not enough to cover the interest debited during the same period, such accounts are

treated as ‘out of order’.

‘Overdue’

Any amount due to the bank under any credit facility is ‘overdue’ if it is not paid on the due date fixed by the bank.

Discussion of the Bank’s Credit Risk Management Policy

Group entities are exposed to Credit Risk mainly through their lending and investment activities. All Banking entities in the Group are exposed to Credit Risk

through their loans and investment activities. Among the Non-banking entities, Credit Risk is a major risk for the factoring and credit cards business. Group

Banking entities have Credit Risk Management, Credit Risk Mitigation and Collateral Management Policy/Policies in place which are an exposition of their

approach to the management of Credit Risk and seek to establish a comprehensive risk management framework that allows Credit Risks to be tracked,

managed and overseen in a timely and efficient manner. Over the years, the policy and procedures in this regard have been refined as a result of evolving

concepts and actual experience. The policy and procedures have been aligned to the approach laid down in Basel II and RBI guidelines, wherever applicable.

Credit Risk Management processes encompass identification, assessment, monitoring and control of the credit exposures. In the process of identification

and assessment of Credit Risk, the following functions are undertaken:

i. Internal Credit Risk Assessment Models/ Scoring Models are used across the entities, wherever applicable, to assess the counterparty risk and to

support the analytical elements of the credit risk management framework, particularly the quantitative risk assessment part of the credit approval

process. The rating process reflects the risk involved in the facility / borrower and is an evaluation of the borrower’s intrinsic strength and is reviewed

periodically.

ii. SBI conducts industry research regularly to give specific policy prescriptions and setting quantitative exposure parameters for handling portfolio in

large / important industries, by issuing advisories on the general outlook for the Industries/Sectors, from time to time and shares the findings

amongst the Banking entities in the Group.

iii. Non-Banking entities use their own Internal Credit Scoring Models, Internal Ratings, Demographic Analysis, etc., as applicable, for identification and

assessment of Credit Risk.

The measurement of Credit Risk in the Domestic Banking entities involves computation of Credit Risk Components viz. Probability of Default (PD), Loss

Given Default (LGD) and Exposure at Default (EAD).

For better risk management and avoidance of concentration of Credit Risk, regulatory / internal guidelines on prudential exposure norms in respect of

individual borrowers, borrower groups, banks, non-corporate entities, sensitive sectors such as capital market, real estate, etc., are in place in the Group

entities. Ongoing monitoring of these exposures is conducted for measurement of Credit Risk of the Group entities individually and for consolidated Group,

as specified in the Group Risk Management Policy. Credit Risk Stress Tests are conducted by the entities to identify vulnerable areas for initiating corrective

action, where necessary.

Each of the Banking entities in the Group has a Loan Policy in place which documents the entities’ approach to sanctioning, managing and monitoring of

loans and advances. The Policy establishes a commonality of approach regarding credit basics, appraisal skills, documentation standards and awareness of

institutional concerns and strategies to ensure that there is continued improvement of the overall quality of assets at the portfolio level. Specific norms for

Appraising, Sanctioning, Documentation, Inspections and Monitoring, Renewals, Maintenance, Rehabilitation and Management of Assets have been

stipulated, with sufficient leg room for innovation, deviations and flexibility under proper authority.

The internal controls and processes in place in the Group for the management of Credit Risk are:

a) Risk Governance structures for Credit Risk Management.

b) Delegation of financial powers for advances and allied matters with a graded authority structure.

c) Pre-sanction and post-sanction processes are examined as part of Credit Audit conducted in Domestic Banking entities for exposures above threshold

limits. Credit Audit also examines identified risks and suggests risk mitigation measures.

d) Close review and monitoring of Stressed Assets to prevent deterioration in quality.

e) The Policies, Procedures and Risk Limits are circulated amongst all operating functionaries and the audit functionaries to keep them updated on an

ongoing basis.

f) Various training initiatives are also undertaken for updation of knowledge on Credit Risk Management policies and practices for all functionaries.

Credit Risk Mitigation: Disclosures for Standardised Approach

(a) Qualitative Disclosures

• Policies and Processes for, an indication to the extent to which the Bank makes use of, on-and off-balance sheet netting

On-Balance sheet netting is confined to loans/advances and deposits, where the Domestic Banking entities have legally enforceable netting

arrangements, involving specific lien with proof of documentation. The Domestic Banking Entities calculate capital requirements on the

basis of net credit exposures subject to the following conditions; Where Bank,

a. has a well-founded legal basis for concluding that the netting or offsetting agreement is enforceable in each relevant jurisdiction

regardless of whether the counterparty is insolvent or bankrupt;

b. is able at any time to determine the loans/advances and deposits with the same counterparty that are subject to the netting

agreement; and

c. monitors and controls the relevant exposures on a net basis, it may use the net exposure of loans/advances and deposits as

the basis for its capital adequacy calculation. Loans / advances are treated as exposure and deposits as collateral.

• Policies and Processes for Collateral Valuation and Management

Credit Risk Mitigation and Collateral Management Policy, addressing the approach towards the credit risk mitigants used for capital

calculation has been put in place in Domestic Banking entities. The objective of this Policy is to enable classification and valuation of

credit risk mitigants in a manner that allows regulatory capital adjustment to reflect them.

The Policy adopts the Comprehensive Approach, which allows full offset of collateral (after appropriate haircuts), wherever applicable, against

exposures, by effectively reducing the exposure amount by the value ascribed to the collateral. The following issues are addressed in the Policy:

(i) Classification of credit risk-mitigants.

(ii) Acceptable credit risk-mitigants techniques.

(iii) Documentation and legal process requirements for credit risk-mitigants.

(iv) Valuation of collateral.

(v) Margin and haircut requirements.

(vi) External ratings.

(vii) Custody of collateral.

(viii) Insurance.

(ix) Monitoring of credit risk mitigants.

(x) General guidelines.

• Description of the main types of Collateral taken by the Bank

The following collaterals are usually recognized as Credit Risk Mitigants under the Standardised Approach by the Domestic Banking entities

of the Bank:

(i) Cash or Cash equivalent (Bank Deposits/NSCs/KVP/LIC Policy, etc.).

(ii) Gold.

(iii) Securities issued by Central / State Governments.

(iv) Debt securities rated BBB- or better/ PR3/P3/F3/A3 for Short-Term Debt Instruments.

(v) Listed equity and convertible bonds.

• Main types of Guarantor Counterparty and their creditworthiness

The Domestic Banking entities of the Bank accepts the following as eligible guarantors, in line with RBI Guidelines :

• Sovereign, Sovereign entities [including Bank for International Settlements (BIS), International Monetary Fund (IMF), European

Central Bank and European Community as well as Multilateral Development Banks, Export Credit & Guarantee Corporation (ECGC)

and Credit Guarantee Fund Trust for Micro and Small Enterprises (CGTMSE)], Public Sector Enterprises (PSEs), Banks and Primary

Dealers with a lower risk weight than the Counterparty.

• Other guarantors having an external rating of AA or better. In case the guarantor is a parent company, affiliate or subsidiary,

they should enjoy a risk weight lower than the obligor for the guarantee to be recognised by the Bank. The rating of the guarantor

should be an entity rating which has factored in all the liabilities and commitments (including guarantees) of the entity.

• Corporates - public and private sector.

• Individuals and other third parties of adequate and acceptable worth.

• Book-debts/receivables and mortgage of landed property are accepted as non-financial collateral.

• Information about (Market or Credit) risk concentrations within the mitigation taken:

The Banking entities have a well-dispersed portfolio of assets which are secured by various types of collaterals, such as:-

• Eligible financial and non-financial collaterals listed above. [Majority of financial collaterals held by the entities are by way of

own deposits and gold which are easily realisable and as such the risk concentration of credit risk mitigants is low]

• Guarantees by sovereigns and well-rated corporates.

Foreign Banking Subsidiaries are adhering credit risk management practices as stipulated by the local regulators.

Disclosures for Banks using the Standardised Duration Approach

Qualitative disclosures – Domestic Banking entities:

1) The following portfolios are covered by the Standardised Duration Approach for calculation of Market Risk:

•
Securities held under the Held for Trading (HFT) and Available for Sale (AFS) categories.

•
Derivatives trades are undertaken for hedging HFT & AFS securities as well as for trading purposes.

2) Market Risk Management Department (MRMD)/Mid-Office have been put in place based on the approval accorded by the respective Boards

of Banks and other subsidiaries for Risk Management.

3) Market Risk Department is responsible for identification, assessment, monitoring and reporting of Risk associated with Treasury operations.

4) The following Board approved policies with defined Market Risk Management parameters for each asset class are in place:

a) Investment Policy;

b) Trading Policy for G-sec, Corporate Bonds and Equity;

c) Derivative Trading Policy;

d) Forex Trading Policy;

e) Value-at-Risk Policy;

f) Stress Test Policy;

g) Customer Appropriateness and Suitability Policy (derivatives)

5) Risk monitoring is an ongoing process and risk profiles are analysed and their effectiveness reported to the Market Risk Management Committee,

Risk Management Committee of the Board and Top Management at regular intervals.

6) Risk Management and Reporting is based on parameters such as Modified Duration, Price Value Basis Point (PVBP), Maximum Permissible

Exposures, Net Open Position Limit, Gap Limits, Value at Risk (VaR) etc., in line with the global best practices.

7) Forex open position limits (Daylight/Overnight), Stop Loss limit, Profit/Loss in respect of Cross Currency trading are properly monitored and

exception reporting is regularly carried out.

8) Regular stress testing and back testing for various asset portfolios are being done at periodical intervals.

9) Non-Banking subsidiaries for their market related operations are having risk management policies as appropriate to their business lines and

as required by their regulators.

10) Overseas Banking subsidiaries are responsible for risk monitoring of their investment portfolio as per the local regulatory requirements through

the Board approved Investment and Market Risk Management policies. Stop loss limit for individual investments and exposure limits for

certain portfolios have been prescribed.

A. The structure and organization of Operational Risk Management function

The Operational Risk Management Department is functioning in SBI as well as
Associate Banks (ABs) as part of the Integrated Risk Governance Structure under
the control of respective Chief Risk Officer.

The operational risk related issues in other Group entities are being dealt with as
per the requirements of the business model and their regulators under the overall
control of Chief Risk Officers of respective entities.

B. Policies for control and mitigation of Operational Risk

The following policies are in place in SBI and ABs:

Operational Risk Management policy, seeking to establish explicit and consistent
Operational Risk Management Framework for systematic and proactive identifi-
cation, assessment, measurement, monitoring, mitigation and reporting of the
Operational Risks.

Policy on Business Continuity Planning (BCP).

Policy on Know Your Customer (KYC) Standards and Anti Money Laundering (AML)
Measures.

Policy on Fraud Risk Management.

Outsourcing Policy.

In addition, Overall Product Vetting Committee for vetting of new products is in place.

Domestic Non-Banking and Overseas Banking entities

Policies as relevant to the business model of Non-Banking entities and as per the
requirements of the overseas regulators in respect of Foreign Banking subsidiaries
are in place. A few of the policies in place are – Disaster Recovery Plan/ Business
Continuity Plan, Incident Reporting Mechanism, Outsourcing Policy, etc.

C. Strategies and Processes

The following measures are being used to control and mitigate Operational Risks in the
Domestic Banking entities:

“Book of Instructions”, which contains detailed procedural guidelines for processing
various banking transactions. Amendments and modifications to update these guide-
lines are being carried out regularly through e-circulars. Guidelines and instructions
are also propagated through Job Cards, e-Circulars, Training Programs, etc.

Manuals and operating instructions relating to Business Process Reengineering
(BPR) units.

Delegation of Financial powers, which details sanctioning powers of various levels
of officials for different types of financial transactions.

The process of building a comprehensive database of losses due to Operational
Risks has been initiated, to facilitate better risk management.

A web-based tool for collecting loss data, including Near Misses, from Branches
has been developed to facilitate better risk management.

Training of staff - Inputs on Operational Risk is included as a part of Risk Manage-
ment modules in the training programmes conducted for various categories of
staff at Bank’s Apex Training Institutes and Staff Learning Centers.

Insurance cover is obtained for most of the potential operational risks excluding frauds.

Internal Auditors are responsible for the examination and evaluation of the adequacy
and effectiveness of the control systems and the functioning of specific control pro-
cedures. They also conduct review of the systems established to ensure compliance
with legal and regulatory requirements, codes of conduct and the implementation
of policies and procedures. They are also responsible for validation of data.

Web-based Risk and Control Self Assessment (RCSA) process has been rolled out
for identification, assessment, control and mitigation of Operational Risks. Top
risks identified in the RCSA exercises are being reported to Operational Risk Man-
agement Committee (ORMC) in SBI and ABs.

In SBI, detailed assessment of significant Operational Risks is conducted by Focus
Groups consisting of senior officials at Controlling Offices. These Groups also sug-
gest control and mitigation measures for implementation across the Bank.

In SBI, Risk Management Committee has been constituted in the Circles for better
Operational Risk Management.

In order to minimize the impact of business disruptions and system failures, the
Bank (SBI) and ABs have robust Business Continuity Management in place, which
includes testing the efficacy of the plans at regular intervals.

The Bank (SBI) and ABs proposes to be ready with fully developed internal sys-
tems for quantifying and monitoring operational risk as required under Advanced
Measurement Approach (AMA). The Bank (SBI) and ABs propose to apply for mi-
gration to AMA to RBI this year.

Domestic Non-Banking and Overseas Banking entities

Adequate measures by way of systems and procedures and reporting has been
put in place.

D. The scope and nature of Risk Reporting and Measurement Systems –

A system of prompt submission of reports on Frauds is in place in all the Group entities.

A comprehensive system of Preventive Vigilance has been established in all the
Group entities.

Significant risks thrown up in RCSA exercise and loss data are reported to Top Man-
agement at regular intervals.

For 31.03.2012, Basic Indicator Approach with capital charge of 15% of average gross
income for previous 3 years is applied for Operational Risk except Insurance Companies.

1. Qualitative Disclosures

Interest Rate Risk:

Interest rate risk refers to impact in Bank's Net Interest Income and the

value of its assets and liabilities arising from fluctuations in interest rate

due to internal and external factors.  Internal factors include the composition

of the Bank's assets and liabilities, quality, maturity, interest rate and re-

pricing period of deposits, borrowings, loans and investments. External

factors cover general economic conditions. Rising or falling interest rates

impact the Bank depending on Balance Sheet positioning. Interest rate risk

is prevalent on both the asset as well as the liability sides of the Bank's

Balance Sheet.

The Asset-Liability Management Committee (ALCO) is responsible for

evolving appropriate systems and procedures for ongoing identification and

analysis of Balance Sheet risks and laying down parameters for efficient

management of these risks through Asset Liability Management Policy of

the Bank. ALCO, therefore, periodically monitors and controls the risks and

returns, funding and deployment, setting Bank's lending and deposit rates,

and directing the investment activities of the Bank. ALCO also develops the

market risk strategy by clearly articulating the acceptable levels of exposure

to specific risk types (i.e. interest rate, liquidity etc).  The Risk Management

Committee of the Board (RMCB) oversees the implementation of the system

for ALM and reviews its functioning periodically and provide direction. It

reviews various decisions taken by Asset - Liability Management Committee

(ALCO) for managing interest risk.

1.1 RBI has stipulated monitoring of interest rate risk through a Statement

of Interest Rate Sensitivity (Repricing Gaps) to be prepared at monthly

intervals. Accordingly, ALCO reviews Interest Rate Sensitivity statement

on monthly basis and monitors the Earnings at Risk (EaR) which

measures the change in net interest income of the Bank due to parallel

change in interest rate on both the assets and liabilities.

1.2 RBI has also stipulated to estimate the impact of change in interest

rates on economic value of bank's assets and liabilities through Interest

Rate Sensitivity under Duration Gap Analysis (IRSD). Bank also carries

out Duration Gap analysis as stipulated by RBI at quarterly intervals.

The impact of interest rate changes on the Market Value of Equity

(MVE) is monitored through Duration Gap Analysis by recognizing the

changes in the value of assets and liabilities by a given change in the

market interest rate. The change in the value of equity (including

reserves) with 1% parallel shift in interest rates for both assets and

liabilities is estimated.

1.3 The following prudential limits have been fixed for monitoring of various

interest risks:

Changes on account of Interest Maximum Impact

rate volatility (as % of Capital and Reserves)

Changes in Net Interest Income

(with  1% change in interest

rates for both assets and liabilities) 5%

Change in Market value of Equity

(with 1% change in interest rates

for assets and liabilities) 20%

1.4 The prudential limit aims to restrict the overall adverse impact on

account of interest rate risk to the extent of 20% of capital and reserves,

while part of the remaining capital and reserves serves as cushion for

other risks.
